Integrated psychosocial support programs for families with children and adolescents living
with HIV: experience and recommendations based on research in Kazakhstan

Abstract. Families, where children infected with HIV (human immunodeficiency virus) continue to
face a number of challenges around the world. Improving the quality of life of such families is currently
possible through the provision of integrated medical care and social protection programs. However, in
most cases, the work is carried out focusing on medical care without due attention to family factors,
social and psychological needs.

Kazakhstan became the first country in the CIS introduced standards of psychosocial support for
children and adolescents living with HIV. These standards were put into practice after a joint meeting
of the United Nations Children's Fund, the Ministry of Health and the Kazakh Scientific Center for
Dermatology and Infectious Diseases in 2019.

The authors analyze the results of the standards implementation. The study is based on the needs
assessment of the families with children facing HIV and other chronic diseases in five regions of the
country. The needs assessment was carried out using a multimethod strategy that combined unconnected
observation, document analysis, semi-structured interviews, formalized survey and focus groups.

The study involved Centers for the Prevention and Control of AIDS, Centers for primary medical and
social Care, Departments for the Coordination of Employment and Social Programs in East Kazakhstan,
Almaty and Turkestan regions, the cities of Shymkent and Almaty.

In conclusion, recommendations are presented on improving social support programs and integrated
services to improve the quality of life of children, adolescents and their families affected by HIV infection
and other chronic diseases in Kazakhstan.

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Abstract. This article presents a sociological analysis of the status, concepts,
and constitutional-legal aspects of the modern military personnel, considering its
historical roots and transformation. The study covers a wide range of concepts
related to the military sphere, including military policy, combat skills, weaponry,
defense systems, and the history of wars. Special attention is given to issues
of military ethics, professional behavior norms, and their impact on military
discipline. The authors examine the historical development of military service
in Uzbekistan, emphasizing its deep historical roots and inseparable connection
with the evolution of national statehood. It is noted that military service in Uzbek
society has traditionally been perceived as a strategically important sector,
ensuring the protection of the state, stability, and security of citizens. A separate
section of the article is devoted to the normative and legal aspects of military ethics
and its regulation. The key principles of military service are considered, including
respect for human rights and freedoms, prevention of disciplinary violations,
respectful treatment of colleagues and citizens, as well as the standards of conduct
in both service and non-service time. The authors emphasize that adherence
to ethical norms not only strengthens military discipline but also enhances the
prestige of the armed forces in society. The analysis of international experience
(USA, Bulgaria, Argentina, Moldova, Russia, Kazakhstan) demonstrates that the
effective implementation of ethical codes helps to strengthen trust in the military
profession and reduce corruption risks. In this regard, it is crucial for Uzbekistan
to continue improving the mechanisms of ethical regulation in military service
and to introduce modern methods of training military personnel. Thus, the article
highlights the importance of military ethics in shaping the professional self-
awareness of military personnel and their responsibility to society. The authors
conclude that it is necessary to strengthen career guidance work among young
people, develop a pre-university military training system, and improve legislative
norms in the field of military service.

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Introduction

In conducting a sociological analysis of the status, conceptual framework, and constitutional-
legal dimensions of the modern servicemember; it is imperative first to refer to their historical
genesis. The history of military affairs encompasses a broad array of concepts related to the
military domain, including military policy, combat proficiency, armaments, defense systems,
military art, and the chronicle of wars. In Uzbekistan, military activity possesses profound
historical roots and constitutes a significant facet of the multifaceted and rich cultural heritage of
our people, who stood at the origins of ancient civilizations. Particularly noteworthy is the role of
military art in the history of Uzbek statehood, which has undergone a developmental trajectory
spanning nearly three millennia. Throughout the entirety of history, the security of the state
and society, peace and stability within the country, the inviolability of borders, the freedom and
independence of the nation, alongside cultural development, have invariably necessitated the
presence of robust armed forces. Consequently, military affairs have consistently been regarded
as one of the paramount functions of the state.

Already in prehistoric times, when statehood was only beginning to take shape and society was
yet to be fully structured, diverse tribes and clans inhabiting extensive territories coalesced into
alliances aimed at protection from external threats. Initially, weapons such as bows and arrows,
knives, maces, and battle axes were devised for hunting but subsequently were repurposed to
ensure security. It was during this formative period that the earliest military techniques and
tactics began to take shape, marking the inception of military art. With the emergence of the first
states, societies commenced erecting defensive fortifications to safeguard borders and ensure
the safety of the populace, while the establishment of armies and the enhancement of armaments
became central state functions [1]. For the rule of law to be actualized within society, adherence
to laws must transcend mere obligation and become a virtue; this necessitates fostering
democratic consciousness such that every individual internalizes personal responsibility,
rendering compliance with moral norms an intrinsic necessity.

Methodology of the Study

Primarily, what constitutes etiquette, and why is it essential for individuals? Etiquette
can be defined as the possession of sound upbringing and moral conduct, whereby a person
abstains from wrongful actions and is therefore deemed cultured and well-mannered. Etiquette
represents a critical attribute for every individual. The German philosopher Nietzsche asserted:
“Morality initially presents itself as a stringent requirement. People comply with it out of
necessity. Over time, this compliance evolves into voluntary habit, and ultimately, it becomes
an instinct, a natural and pleasurable trait for the individual” [2]. A person endowed with
morality and etiquette must foremost serve as a paradigm in daily life and familial relations.
The eminent scholar Abu Rayhan Beruni emphasized: “A person is capable of mastering their
passions, modifying and regulating them, cultivating themselves, and shaping their personality.”
Theodore Roosevelt, the American statesman, stated: “To educate a person’s intellect without
educating their morality is to create a threat to society.”
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Thus, morality, as a vital societal need, is categorized into several types:

- Universal ethics - moral norms that exist independently of an individual’s professional or
social affiliation;

- Professional ethics — behavioral norms and systemic principles defined by professional
activity and specific working conditions.

The President of the Republic of Uzbekistan, Shavkat Mirziyoyev, places particular emphasis
on this vital issue, underlining: “Without establishing an effective system of selection and
training of personnel endowed with new and independent thinking, responsibility, initiative,
profound mastery of advanced management methods, patriotism, and honesty, qualitative
transformations in the system of state governance remain unattainable” [3]. The questions of
ethics and morality are relevant not only today but have occupied a prominent place in societal
life throughout history.

We have examined key facets of national governance, legislation, and military art. Similar to
other spheres, military service implies specific obligations and constraints. A servicemember
who commits discrediting actions violates:

- The general statutes of the Armed Forces;

- Departmental normative-legal acts;

- Military discipline and norms of military honor.

Any intentional act (action or omission) detrimental to the reputation of a military unit or the
entire army of the Republic of Uzbekistan constitutes a serious violation. Servicemembers are
obligated not only to perform their official duties but also to strictly adhere to norms of military
ethics and standards of conduct. These requirements are codified in regulatory documents [4].

For instance:

- When passing in formation, servicemembers salute in accordance with regulations.

- In service uniform, inappropriate gestures and behaviors (such as placing hands on the
abdomen, hugging or kissing during salutes, walking with hands in pockets, etc.) are prohibited.

Behavioral requirements for civil servants include:

- Civil servants must comply with legislative norms and ethical rules.

- Senior officers or officials, regardless of rank or position, are tasked with supervising the
discipline of junior personnel and implementing measures to address violations.

- Junior personnel must properly accept remarks and rectify deficiencies.

- Should a superior officer breach public order or traffic regulations, they are required to
comply with lawful demands of a junior officer performing official duties.

- During official telephone conversations, employees must introduce themselves by stating
their position, rank, and surname; limit communication strictly to official matters; avoid rude
discourse; refrain from disclosing confidential information subject to restriction; articulate
thoughts concisely, clearly, and precisely; and engage exclusively in official issues while at the
workplace.

Experience of Foreign Countries in State Ethics

The Code of Ethics for civil servants was developed by the Ministry of Justice of the Republic
of Uzbekistan taking into account international experience (USA, Bulgaria, Argentina, Moldova,
Russia, Kazakhstan). According to the code:
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- Civil servants must respect the traditions and customs of the peoples of Uzbekistan and
other countries;

- Consider cultural and social particularities of various ethnic, social, and religious groups;

- Promote social stability, interethnic and interfaith harmony.

Therefore, ethical norms and military culture are enshrined in legislative and normative acts,
which contributes to the formation of a responsible and disciplined society.

Results and Discussion

Since our study addresses a specialized topic, we can nevertheless share some insights on
relevant social issues. For instance, when examining factors influencing the choice of a military
profession, 600 selected respondents provided the results illustrated in Figure 1:

Figure 1. Factors Influencing the Choice of Profession

Analyzing key trends and the sociological significance of the obtained data, the largest
share of respondents (30%) identified patriotic convictions as the primary motivation for
choosing a military career. This indicates a high level of civic consciousness, sense of duty to the
homeland, and commitment to protecting national interests. In contemporary circumstances,
this factor may be related to state-driven promotion of military service, patriotic education
within schools and universities, and the social prestige attributed to the military profession. A
quarter of the respondents (25%) pointed to family tradition as a decisive factor, reflecting the
intergenerational transmission of military values and service ethos. In families with relatives
affiliated with the armed forces, youth are more inclined to perceive a military career as a natural
life trajectory. A significant segment (19%) views military service as a means for professional
advancement, indicating that the military sphere is considered not only through the lens of
duty and responsibility but also as a pathway to stable career progression, rank acquisition, and
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social status enhancement. Approximately 15% of respondents emphasized the importance of
social guarantees such as stable salaries, healthcare provisions, benefits for servicemembers and
their families, as well as early retirement opportunities. This confirms that material incentives
play a substantial role in career choice. Merely 6% identified cadet corps, military universities,
and specialized educational institutions as key influencers, a relatively low proportion that
may point to inadequate engagement of educational institutions in shaping a positive image of
military service. Nevertheless, future development of pre-university military training systems
can potentially alter this dynamic. The remaining 5% elected the “Other” category, suggesting
the presence of individualized and subjective factors outside the principal categories, possibly
including external circumstances such as incidental decisions, peer recommendations, or media
influence.

Thus, patriotism and family traditions remain the predominant motivations for pursuing a
military career, underscoring the importance of national identity and socialization processes.
Career prospects and social guarantees hold marked significance, indicating a pragmatic
orientation among youths considering military service. The comparatively minor role of
educational institutions highlights a need to intensify vocational guidance initiatives among
young people.

Our study also examined the main difficulties encountered when deciding on a military
career (Figure 2). The primary impediments and their sociological implications are as follows:
the largest proportion of respondents (37%) identified insufficient information about military
careers as the foremost challenge, signaling the necessity to enhance informational outreach
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to youth regarding army service. Possible reasons include limited media coverage of service
conditions, insufficient career guidance programs in educational settings, and restricted
access to information about career opportunities and social benefits. The second most cited
concern (22%) pertains to apprehensions about discipline and physical demands, reflecting
perceptions of military service as a rigorous endeavor requiring substantial moral and physical
effort. A considerable fraction (17%) reported encountering opposition from family members,
while 16% expressed uncertainty regarding future stability and career prospects, reflecting
ambivalence about the reliability and attractiveness of military professions. The remaining 8%
chose “Other;” representing individualized and less common factors.

Insufficientinformation constitutes the primary barrier to military career choice,emphasizing
the imperative for enhanced vocational counseling programs. Anxiety regarding physical
training and disciplinary requirements suggests the need for improved preparatory measures
within schools and educational institutions. Family and close social circles play a crucial role
in decision-making, with their attitudes capable of obstructing career choice. Uncertainty
concerning career stability points to the necessity of improving the public image of military
service and demonstrating its long-term prospects.

According to the norms of military ethics and morality, servicemembers are obliged to abstain
from any conduct that might call into question their honest fulfillment of official duties, as well
as to avoid situations that could damage their reputation or the authority of state institutions.
Political, economic, personal motives, or other subjective factors cannot justify violations of
legislation or ethical standards by public officials.

Public servants must take all necessary measures to preserve and protect confidential
information obtained during professional activities. In cases of disclosure, they bear
responsibility in accordance with the legal framework. Public officials are expected to exhibit:

- Courtesy and respect;

- Patience and goodwill in communication with citizens and colleagues;

- Intolerance of rudeness, insults, humiliation of human dignity, or unjustified psychological
and physical pressure.

While performing official duties, the external appearance of public officials must conform to
the official style, emphasizing formality, restraint, and organization, thereby fostering respectful
attitudes toward government bodies among citizens.

Ethical Norms of Servicemembers. Even during non-duty hours, servicemembers are
required to observe generally accepted moral standards and avoid antisocial behavior. Ethical
norms aim to:

- Prevent violations of service discipline and legislation;

- Eliminate conditions and causes conducive to misconduct;

- Cultivate servicemembers in the spirit of strict adherence to the Constitution, laws, and
regulatory acts of the Republic of Uzbekistan;

- Respect human rights and freedoms.

The Code of Ethics encompasses a set of moral norms and professional ethics, spiritual
values and human qualities, obligations related to ethical conduct both on duty and in everyday
life, standards of interpersonal relationships among personnel, and anti-corruption behavioral
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norms. The military ethics code serves as a foundational document defining loyalty to service of
the homeland, courage, and self-sacrifice in the interests of the people and the state.

Fundamental principles of official ethics include legality, supremacy of rights, freedoms, and
legitimate interests of citizens, patriotism, devotion to duty, and fidelity to state and societal
interests. Military ethics is based on the following principles:

- Honest fulfillment of service duties;

- Genuine loyalty to the motherland;

- Selfless assistance to citizens;

- Protection of material and spiritual values;

- Respect for national traditions [5].

A servicemember is required:

- Not to interfere in matters unrelated to service;

- Not to leave their place of duty or post without commanding officer’s permission;

- To abstain from gambling and other inappropriate entertainments;

- Not to use official identification for personal interests or to transfer it to third parties;

- Notto publish photo or video materials on social networks (e.g., Facebook, Twitter, YouTube,
Odnoklassniki).

Servicemembers must avoid:

- Indecent acts, unethical behavior, and corrupting habits;

- Rudeness, dishonor, obscene language and gestures;

- Arrogance, distrust, and suspicion toward colleagues;

- Indifference toward official duties.

Public officials are expected to be humane and educated, modest, honest, and devoted to
their work, patient, courageous, and reliable. They should not substitute official responsibilities
with personal conjectures or biased opinions, yield to misleading ideas of individuals or groups,
exert pressure on subordinates, or ignore such occurrences.

Conclusion

Thus, adherence to military ethics and professional standards plays a pivotal role in
maintaining discipline, the authority of the armed forces, and the integrity of statehood.
Responsibility for breaches of ethical norms by public officials is clearly established, as violations
committed by a civil servant may constitute grounds for holding them accountable in accordance
with the procedures prescribed by legislation. Compliance with ethical standards is taken
into consideration during certification processes and in the formation of personnel reserves
for appointments to senior and other positions. Violations of ethical norms are examined by
public tribunals within military collectives, which review the outcomes of official investigations
conducted concerning alleged ethical breaches. Upon completion of these reviews, appropriate
conclusions are drawn regarding the presence or absence of violations. Ifa violation is confirmed,
recommendations for disciplinary measures may be proposed. Depending on the nature of the
offense, its severity, and the circumstances of the breach - as well as taking into account the
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employee’s prior work record and conduct - a warning may be issued with a requirement to
avoid similar infractions in the future.

Attitude of teaching staff to the quality of digitalisation of educational and administrative
processes in HEIs of RK

Abstract. The article analyzes the perception and attitude of the teaching staff to the digitalization of
educational and administrative processes in higher educational unstitutions in Kazakhstan. The study
covered key trends in digitalization, including the quality of infrastructure, the attitude of teaching staff
to digital technologies, and software compliance with educational requirements. The results show that
most teachers rate the level of digitalization as average. At the same time, the attitude of the teaching staff
towards digitalization is ambiguous. The quality of wireless Internet and the availability of computers
cause dissatisfaction. The problem of software inconsistency with the educational process has been
identified, which hinders the effective use of digital tools. The theoretical significance of the study is
to study the impact of digitalization on the education system, including changes in the relationship
between teachers and students, as well as the impact of digital tools on the quality of education. The
practical significance lies in the formulation of recommendations for improving the digitalization
process, including improving the material and technical base, increasing the digital competencies of
teaching staff and the effective use of digital tools.

Key words: digitalization in higher education, the attitude of the teaching staff to the quality of
digitalization, digitalization of administrative management in the higher education system
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Abstract. In today’s world, the flow of information is becoming increasingly
intense, making the issue of misinformation dissemination particularly pressing.
Fake news, manipulative narratives, and propaganda have a significant impact
on public opinion, especially in the digital environment. Consequently, critical
thinking and medialiteracy have become among the most essential competencies
for every citizen.

The purpose of this study is to analyze the level of media literacy among
Kazakhstan’s population, identify key factors influencing information
perception, and determine the groups most vulnerable to misinformation. The
paper explores the mechanisms of misinformation dissemination, its impact on
different segments of society, and possible strategies for counteracting it.

Theresearch methodologyincludes both quantitative and qualitative analyses.
A nationwide survey of 1,000 respondents, along with expert interviews with
media, communication, and education specialists, was conducted. The findings
indicate that a significant portion of the population lacks a critical approach
to assessing information from various sources, including social media. Young
people and rural residents with limited educational and analytical resources are
particularly susceptible to misinformation.

The study highlights the necessity of a comprehensive approach to media
literacy development, which should encompass educational initiatives, increased
transparency in information dissemination, and improvements in the quality of
national media.

The practical significance of this study lies in the development of targeted
measures aimed at fostering a critical attitude toward information, increasing
trust in reliable sources, and creating a resilient media environment capable of
withstanding manipulative information influences.

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Introduction

The realities of today include a complex online information environment that has only
conditional boundaries and, for the most part, constitutes a unified global information space
where fake news, disinformation, and propaganda are actively disseminated. Tensions are
increasing both internally - within countries — where media outlets provoke divisions, and
internationally - between nations (Russkaya sluzhba "Golosa Ameriki", 2022).

[t is important to note a key distinction: unlike propaganda, disinformation does not aim to
"instill" something or create belief in a particular narrative. On the contrary, its goal is often to
disrupt a person’s frame of reference, pushing them into a state of cognitive dissonance, where
they transition into a mindset of distrust towards everything, ultimately believing that there is
no such thing as truth (Tiahnyriadno, L. (2022) and Pocheptsov, G. (2018)).

Cybersecurity and information technologies are increasingly served as new tools for achieving
objectives, both by global and local actors, while the media space has become an arena for the
struggle for dominance. Therefore, in today’s reality, the presence of a national information
ecosystem and the education of citizens in critical thinking are of paramount importance.

In modern Kazakh society, the issue of propaganda and disinformation is often discussed
in the context of the prevalence of Russian propaganda, particularly through television, which
undermines Kazakhstan’s information security (Airan, 2023). It is emphasized that Russian
television, being more industrialized, far surpasses Kazakhstan’s television industry due to
its resources, higher-quality content, and superior visual presentation. Furthermore, Russian-
language content is readily accessible to virtually the entire population of Kazakhstan.

Despite the rapid development of the internet segment, it is worth noting that television
remains the most trusted source of information in Kazakhstan. The preference for television
is also influenced by several other factors, including long- established habits of consuming
information and economic considerations - television is a free source of information, unlike the
internet, which requires payment. Additionally, television serves as one of the most accessible
entertainment resources for the majority of the population living in rural regions and villages.

Inadditionto Russian propagandaand disinformation, attention mustalsobe given todomestic
state propaganda, which accompanies all government programs, elections, and the activities of
senior officials. The government occasionally conducts test "insider" leaks on political topics to
gauge public opinion. However, it generally exhibits a lack of transparency in providing timely
clarifications and openly sharing information, creating a favorable environment for rumors and
fake news.

The general informational noise, including the growing influence of social media and
bloggers on audiences, both local and foreign — must also be considered. According to research,
the majority of Kazakhstan’s citizens are inclined not to fact-check the information they receive.

In this context, the authors of the study hypothesized that Kazakhstan’s citizens are highly
susceptible to the influence of disinformation, with youth and residents of territories bordering
Russia being at the greatest risk.

This article aims to address several research questions, including: What is the impact
of disinformation on modern Kazakh society? How does it affect various categories of the
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population? What are the most effective methods of its dissemination? What are the optimal
ways to enhance information literacy among citizens in Kazakhstan?

The methodological foundation of this article is the sociological study "The Impact of
Disinformation on Kazakh Society," conducted by the Youth Information Service of Kazakhstan
(YISK) in 2022 (Baigutanova et al.,, 2021).

The study employed both quantitative (population survey) and qualitative (expert
interviews) methods of data collection. The mass survey involved 1,000 respondents aged 14
and older from 16 regional centers and 32 villages across Kazakhstan, conducted in Kazakh and
Russian. The sample included 47% men and 53% women, with 66% residing in urban areas
and 34% in rural areas. Expert interviews were conducted with six specialists in each of the
following professional categories: journalists, media specialists, educators, and civil servants.
The research was carried out between July and August 2022.

The novelty of this worklies in its analysis of narratives within Kazakhstan’s information space
related to the spread of disinformation. New results include an examination of how information
from media and social networks is perceived in Kazakhstan, based on the sociological study.
In particular, the research revealed that citizens of Kazakhstan tend to exhibit an uncritical
approach to the information they consume. Another significant finding highlighted in the study
is the argument regarding the specific influence of social media on the country's youth, given
their low level of awareness about the threats present in the information space.

Literature review

[ssues related to disinformation in the scientific literature of Kazakhstan largely began
to emerge during the coronavirus pandemic, starting in 2020. In particular, the majority of
articles on disinformation in Kazakhstan focus on how COVID-19-related fake news affected
the behavioral strategies of citizens. This topic has been explored by Baigutanova et al. (2021),
Abubakrieva, A.A,, et al. (2020), Negai et al. (2020), and Aitysheva & Kabzhaparova (2023).

Researchers have noted that disinformation, often fueled by rumors, stigma, and conspiracy
theories, can have a significant negative impact on both individuals and society as a whole,
especially if it is trusted more than fact-based recommendations. In this context, healthcare-
related information, particularly disinformation surrounding COVID-19, requires special
attention and proactive suppression. As a recommendation, researchers have suggested
involving local communities and relevant government agencies in identifying and debunking
such disinformation.

The second most prevalent theme related to disinformation in Kazakhstan is the study of
its manifestations within the country's information space. This suggests that Kazakhstan is
still in the process of conceptualizing the phenomenon of disinformation, its nature, and its
manifestations. Among these are publications by Ashenova, S.V. (2022), who emphasizes the
necessity of fact-checking websites as new elements of the media landscape in the context of
changesinthe online information space; Aubakirova & Algalieva (2021), who examine the impact
of fact-checking on public consciousness; Nurtazina, M. (2021), who explores the phenomenon
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of media fakes and methods for analyzing them; and Sultangaliyeva, G., etal. (2024), who analyze
the spread of disinformation and inaccurate information on various social platforms.

The third group consists of articles that can be conditionally labeled as "precautionary."
These articles also aim to conceptualize the nature of disinformation. However, the authors of
these works go further by proposing strategies for how the state and/or society should respond
to the challenges posed by the spread of disinformation. One group of authors advocates for
strengthening the country’s information security, as seen in the works of Arenova et al. (2017),
Saurbayev (2018), and Aksakalova (2020), who also emphasizes that state information security
should not be confused with the information security of the elite. Meanwhile, another group
argues for enhancing public information literacy and promoting media literacy, as suggested by
Alimbaeva, Smatova, & Mazhibaev (2020), and Chernova et al., (2021).

The research on disinformation in Kazakhstan, such as the study “Media Consumption and
Disinformation in Central Asia: Quantitative and Qualitative Assessment in the Geopolitical
Context” conducted by Internews Europe (2023), is of particular interest in the context of this
work. One of the key findings of this study is that the strong presence of Kremlin-sponsored
media in Kazakhstan significantly influences a large portion of the population. Specifically, the
research revealed the following: less-educated respondents in Central Asia are more likely to
rely on national television channels as their primary source of domestic news compared to
more educated respondents. Additionally, older and rural citizens are more inclined to prefer
television as a source of news information.

Regarding the discussion in media and socio-political platforms, the following narratives are
present:

1. Lack of independent tools to counter disinformation and propaganda. Citizens of
Kazakhstan and other Central Asian countries are left defenseless against the unprecedented
amount of false information, half-truths, manipulations, and fake news from both local and
foreign sources, including pro-war propaganda. Even experienced journalists trained in fact-
checking tools find it challenging to immediately distinguish between facts and manipulations.
This issue is highlighted by regional analysts and public figures who participated in academic
events organized by the Central Asian Bureau for Analytical Reporting (Abisheva, S. (2022) and
Cabar.Asia (2022).

2.Thedomesticinformation Space is Characterized by a Large Number of External Information
Intrusions. These intrusions are driven by factors such as hybrid wars between states and the
lack or concealment of official information on certain topics within the country. This point is
specifically noted by analysts from the research center A+Analytics.

3. Part of Kazakhstan’s Society Falls Victim to Russian Propaganda. This is due to the strong
presence of Russian media in Kazakhstan, especially informational and news television channels,
which consistently display signs of propaganda and militarism. This category of citizens is
highly categorical and unwilling to consider alternative perspectives. Researchers describe this
phenomenon as the "deliberative distortion effect,” where individuals believe that discussing
politics with others is pointless, and the "third-person effect,” where people are convinced that
others, but not themselves, are influenced by the media. These positions lead to a complete
absence of argument exchange. This phenomenon is explored by analysts such as D. Satpayev
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(Satpayev, 2022) and Sh. Nurseitov, S. Beysembayev, D. Alzhanov in a publication edited by Yu.
Korosteleva (Korosteleva, 2022).

Thus, a review of the literature demonstrates that the phenomenon of disinformation has
only recently begun to be studied in Kazakhstan. Initially, its exploration was significantly
influenced by the COVID-19 pandemic and the related disinformation, which had a serious
negative impact on society. As a result, a substantial portion of scientific literature in Kazakhstan
related to disinformation primarily focuses on understanding its nature, characteristics, and
manifestations. There are very few academic or even journalistic works specifically dedicated
to the impact of disinformation on Kazakh society. Most of these are isolated reports based on
the findings of sociological research.

However, there is an increasing need to examine the impact of disinformation in greater
detail, particularly in the context of socio-demographic groups. It is widely recognized
that different categories of the population tend to prefer different media sources. From this
perspective, it is important not only to assess the level of trust citizens place in mass media but
also to understand their level of information literacy, their approach to consuming information
critically, and whether they practice fact-checking in their daily lives.

The concept of “information literacy”, as defined here, encompasses the critical analysis of
information and the competent use of media. This is discussed in the works of Jeong, S., Cho, H., &
Hwang, Y. (2012), Rockman, I.F. (2004), and Wilson & Duncan (2009). These authors specifically
note that in the increasingly complex information environment, individuals are exposed to an
overwhelming volume of not only necessary but also unreliable and misleading information. At
the same time, modern mass media employs increasingly sophisticated methods to compete for
readers' attention.

Research results

Based on the research conducted, the key conclusion is that Kazakh society is currently
significantly vulnerable to the threats of disinformation and propaganda. This is primarily
due to the general lack of critical perception of information disseminated in the media and the
absence of experience in fact-checking or verifying information among most of the population.
Moreover, about 20% of the population is unfamiliar with the concept and, consequently, the
nature of propaganda.

The study also shows that those most at risk of falling victim to fake news or any type of
propaganda are primarily youth aged 14 to 18 and individuals with lower educational levels.
These findings are supported by other similar studies conducted in Kazakhstan, such as the
research by Internews Europe (2023).

Then it comes to political information about Kazakhstan, citizens primarily rely on domestic
central and regional media (79% and 36%, respectively). At the same time, one in six citizens, or
18%, turns to Russian media for information about the political situation in their own country.

Nearly half of the population distrusts both domestic and foreign media regarding internal
political matters, highlighting the existing problems with public trust. This trust forms the social
fabric and is essentially the foundation for social stability. External disinformation has likely
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contributed significantly to this issue, as its goal is often to disrupt an individual’s framework
of understanding, leading them to adopt a generalized distrust of everyone and the belief that
there is no such thing as truth (Tyagniyadno, 2022).

However, it is worth noting the argument that if a society fosters social inclusion - where
every citizen, regardless of their characteristics, feels that they have a voice and are valued -
disinformation and propaganda become less effective.

According to Kazakh citizens, false information and propaganda have primarily addressed
topics such as the war (or "special military operation") in Ukraine, vaccination related to the
coronavirus pandemic, and the January events in Kazakhstan.

Participants in the study most frequently identified risks of propaganda in Kazakh and
Russian mass media (44% and 41%, respectively), with significantly fewer seeing such risks in
American and Chinese information sources (12% and 13%). However, regarding disinformation
and manipulation of information, Kazakh citizens perceive Chinese media as the main culprit
(46%). In this context, these perceptions are more about citizens' beliefs and assumptions
rather than actual verified instances of propaganda or disinformation.

The top three countries whose media sources, according to respondents, are also perceived
as heavily laden with disinformation include the United States (39%) and Ukraine (38%).

Regional differences in information perception are noteworthy. The survey revealed that
nearly one-third of Kazakh citizens in the northern and central regions of the country rely on
Russian media and their interpretations of events in Kazakhstan and the world. In contrast, the
population of the capital tends to diversify its information sources to form its perspective on
current events.

At present, there are no exact official statistics on what proportion of Kazakhstan’s audience
primarily watches Russian television. However, the research shows that nearly one in five
Kazakh citizens trust information about the country's internal politics provided by Russian
media, and one in three relies on Russian media when exploring issues related to Kazakhstan’s
foreign policy.

This means that at least one-fifth of the country's population views the situation in their
country through the "lens" of Russian mass media, which are increasingly characterized by
"conflict-driven" discourses regarding Kazakhstan. These figures are corroborated by other
studies on the same topic. For instance, according to the Demoscope Express Public Opinion
Monitoring Bureau (2022), nearly a quarter (23%) of surveyed Kazakh citizens consume
Russian news.

At the same time, it is evident that significant disparities exist within Kazakh society
regarding perceptions of Russia and the information provided by Russian media. Roughly equal
proportions of citizens believe that Russian media are more likely than others to engage in
disinformation and manipulation (42%) and those who oppose this viewpoint (36%).

In essence, Russian propaganda achieves its goal by dividing society into "us" and "them,"
based on acceptance or rejection of its imposed narratives. This is particularly concerning given
that Kazakh citizens are generally inclined not to verify the information they receive - only 19%
of Kazakhs, or one in five, consistently fact-check information obtained through mass media
and social networks.
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In terms of age, young people, unlike the older generation, tend to consult a broader range
of sources, including media from different countries. This may be attributed to, firstly, a greater
prevalence of foreign language skills among younger individuals and, secondly, more advanced
internet usage skills. However, this behavior is limited to a relatively small group of youth, which
does not yet indicate a broader trend.

In the context of education, the tendency to diversify information sources is more characteristic
of Kazakh citizens with higher education, according to the study’s findings.

The research confirmed the hypothesis that Kazakh citizens who rely on a single source of
information are more susceptible to disinformation than those who consume information from
multiple sources. For instance, among those least likely to believe the narratives promoted
by Russian media about the activities of the Central Reference Laboratory (referred to in
some media as the "biological laboratory"), there are more residents of Astana and, in terms
of education, more highly educated citizens. Both groups tend to use multiple information
sources. Conversely, among the older generation, who are less inclined to diversify their sources
of information, more individuals view the establishment of the laboratory in Almaty negatively,
likely influenced by the narratives presented by Russian media regarding its activities.

The primary challenge posed by the significant engagement of the Kazakh audience with
Russian propaganda and disinformation is the growing polarization within Kazakh society. To
address this, several measures are recommended:

1. Promoting and Teaching Media Literacy: efforts should focus on educating citizens, with
particular emphasis on the older generation and youth aged 14 to 18. These groups are identified
as the most vulnerable to the effects of disinformation.

2. Enhancing the Competitiveness of Kazakh Media: It is crucial to improve the capacity of
Kazakh media to provide comprehensive and accurate coverage of key issues in all spheres of
society. This would help reduce the reliance on foreign media sources.

3. Ensuring Trust in Domestic Media: for Kazakh media to gain public trust, government
institutions must ensure the accessibility and timeliness of information on critical issues.
Transparent and responsive communication from state entities is essential.

These measures are not unique and have been widely implemented in developed countries
that have long recognized the significant threats posed by disinformation in the modern world.

Disinformation and the Role of Social Media for Youth in Kazakhstan

As noted earlier, the study found that youth are among the most at-risk groups, primarily
due to their limited awareness of concepts such as propaganda and their lower likelihood of
recognizing the possibility of information distortion by mass media. These tendencies were
particularly evident among young people under the age of 18. Focusing on other aspects of
how Kazakhstani youth perceive information, the study identified the following characteristics,
particularly concerning the significance of social media for young people in Kazakhstan:

1. Trust in Bloggers and Influencers. Compared to other age groups, youth are more likely
to trust various bloggers and influencers. While only 8.3% of young people considered the
opinions of bloggers, vloggers, and TikTok users authoritative, more than half actively used the
information provided by them.
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2. Shift Away from Television. Kazakhstani youth have largely moved away from television.
Their main sources of political information are social media, blogs, and messaging apps (60.3%).
Most of the youth rely on platforms such as WhatsApp, Instagram, YouTube, and TikTok. Fewer
than half use Telegram, VKontakte, and Facebook.

3. Higher Trust in Internet Resources Among Rural Youth. The proportion of rural youth who
fully trust information from Internet resources is twice as high as among urban youth leisure.

4. Social Media as Primary Leisure Activity. For the majority of Kazakhstani youth, spending
time on social media (74.3%) is the main form of leisure (The Impact of disinformation on the
society of Kazakhstan, 2022).

5. Participation Through Content Creation. Youth actively participate by creating content
on social media. In light of the perception among young Kazakhs that their opportunities for
political engagement are currently limited, their potential for civic participation has shifted to
social media (Bekbasova, 2022). This suggests that social media serves not only as a platform for
leisure and education but also as a space for civic self-expression and engagement.

The facts outlined above demonstrate that Kazakhstani youth must be a primary focus when
developing strategies for improving information literacy, especially among rural youth. This is
particularly critical in the context of disinformation and their growing reliance on social media
for information and participation.

Conclusion

Among the main reasons why Kazakhstani citizens are vulnerable to disinformation,
experts who participated in the study highlighted the infantile attitude of the audience toward
consuming information. This includes an unwillingness to seek the truth independently, to
examine situations from multiple perspectives, and to make informed decisions—essentially,
an aversion to taking responsibility for their own lives. As a result, the audience looks to
television for clarity and "ready-made solutions" to improve their lives. This tendency explains
the effectiveness of propaganda. Experts describe this audience approach as operating in a
"religious mode" ("I believe this, and it makes me feel better"), contrasting it with a scientific
worldview.

The Importance of Information Literacy

Developing information literacy is therefore critical for Kazakhstan. As mentioned earlier,
the phenomenon of disinformation only became a subject of widespread discussion in the
country after the COVID-19 pandemic in 2020. In contrast, in the United States, Paul Zurkowski
argued as early as 1974 for the adoption of a national educational program to ensure universal
information literacy by 1984. Zurkowski emphasized that access to and dissemination of
information are factors of economic advantage.

Globally, several frameworks have been developed to define media literacy as a discipline.
Initially, 18 concepts of media literacy were proposed, later streamlined into five key concepts.
The Center for Media Literacy (USA) has since created a comprehensive model known as
Questions/TIPS, which broadly emphasizes the skills of critical thinking, comprehension, and
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interpretation of information. This framework underscores that media and information literacy
is an essential prerequisite for societal development in an increasingly complex information
environment.

The Concept of an "Information-Rich Individual”

Researchers have introduced the term "information-rich individual”, referring to someone
capable of effectively utilizing diverse types of information and committed to lifelong learning
and self-improvement. Bridging the gap between the skills and knowledge acquired in school
and those required in contemporary society and the workplace is identified as one of the most
critical skills of the 21st century.

To address this need, the "Partnership for 21st Century Skills" program was developed in the
United States. Established in 2001 with the support of the U.S. government and leading private-
sector organizations (e.g., Apple, Cisco Systems, Dell, Microsoft, and the National Education
Association), the program centers on 21st-century skills in education. It is based on the idea
that expanding the pool of "information-rich individuals" - people who are deliberately and
thoughtfully engaged and capable of sustaining lifelong media literacy education - requires
strategic integration of media literacy training into classroom curricula (Partnership for 21st
Century Skills, 2003).

In Kazakhstan, there is also a growing understanding of the importance of developing media
literacy. Efforts are underway to institutionalize the discipline within the education system,
with teacher and trainer training programs being implemented. For instance, the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Republic of Kazakhstan included media literacy as an elective
subject for eighth-grade students in the "Global Competencies" course starting in the 2021-
2022 academic year. Educational resources on media literacy for university instructors have
been developed, adapted to the local context, and provided in the state language.

The first media literacy textbook in Kazakhstan for high school students (grades 9-11/12),
developed as part of an Internews project by the MediaNet International Journalism Center with
the support of USAID, has been approved by the state expert commission and recommended for
use in educational institutions. Additionally, two "media literacy hubs" have been established in
the country, media literacy festivals are held, and the annual MediaCAMP Eduthon innovation
training seminar takes place.

At the same time, discussions within the national context have shifted toward the government's
restrictive policies in the information sphere. These policies, justified by existing challenges,
aim to create a maximally "sterile” information environment and introduce censorship. Experts
emphasize that Kazakhstan currently ranks 134th out of 180 countries in the World Press
Freedom Index, placing it in the category of countries where press freedom is deemed difficult.

Thus, they highlight the importance of framing recommendations related to disinformation
from a perspective of human rights and freedom of expression. Efforts to combat propaganda
should not equate to silencing media outlets that offer alternative viewpoints.

Indeed, governments often use the perceived danger of propaganda as a common argument
to limit or ban inconvenient or hostile information, including foreign content. It also serves
as a pretext for broader interference in media activities, such as licensing and cross-border
broadcasting. (OSCE Representative on Freedom of the Media, 2015).
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At the same time, openly acknowledging the existing problem, rather than suppressing it,
provides a foundation for advocating the broader implementation of media literacy education.
As previously mentioned, such education is currently being introduced in secondary schools in
Kazakhstan. However, it must be expanded to include the adult population of the country, offered
in the Kazakh language in accessible formats, and take on a more widespread, mass character.
This effort should be popularized with the involvement of opinion leaders and influencers.
Moreover, this approach - openly recognizing the issue - can stimulate the activation of civil
society in Kazakhstan. It can encourage society as a whole to participate in collective efforts to
counter disinformation, strengthen societal responses, and develop skills for openly debunking
false information.

A literature review of studies on the socioeconomic consequences of divorce

Abstract. Divorce is a legal process that occurs when a marriage breaks down. However, the effects
of divorce can last for years. While the knowledge and scientific understanding of the institution of
marriage and family in the social sciences are clear and precise, the understanding of divorce remains
less developed. In fact, the concept of divorce has been subject to more social stigma than the concepts
of marriage, family, and homemaking, and this is probably why preconceived (mostly negative) opinions
about divorce still persist. Just as the institution of marriage evolves, the consequences of divorce also
undergo many changes.
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The consequences of divorce affect not only the well-being of the former spouses and children in the
family, but also society as a whole. To better understand the situation of divorced women and children in
Kazakhstan, we will analyze research conducted by the Kazakhstan Institute of Social Development on
the topics of family, marriage and divorce. In addition, within the framework of this article, we analyze
the dynamics of Kazakhstan's marriage and divorce statistics, as well as statistical data obtained from
the results of the national population census.

Bibliometric analysis of gender research in the social sciences in post-soviet countries

Abstract. This study aims to comprehend the development of gender research in post-Soviet nations
using a descriptive bibliometric method and metadata derived from 2822 articles indexed in the Web of
Science Core Collection database for 1993-2021. The investigation showed that, following the dissolution
of the Soviet Union, there has been a noticeable increase in gender research and publications, especially
between 2017 and 2021. Nevertheless, the post-Soviet nations have made a negligible contribution to
worldwide gender research. Among post-Soviet republics, gender research is most advanced in Russia,
Estonia, and Ukraine, whereas Caucasus and Central Asian nations—with the exception of Kazakhstan
and Kyrgyzstan—contribute to a lesser extent. While post-Soviet scholars are increasingly working

together on research projects, most of them do so domestically, with authors from the same institutions
and nations. Very few authors work across post-Soviet republics or beyond. Post-Soviet gender research
covers a wide range of themes; the majority of articles are published in the behavioral and psychological
sciences, but gender research in political economy and sociology is still in way to grow.

The problem of accessibility of sport among youth in Kazakhstan

Abstract. The authors of the article analyze the current state of sports in Kazakhstan among young
people as the most vulnerable group and the challenges they face in accessing sports. The development
of physical education and mass sports is one of the strategically important directions of state policy of the
Republic of Kazakhstan. A key priority in this direction is fostering a healthy lifestyle, encouraging active
sports participation, and promoting physical well-being and social development. Involving young people
in physical education and sports, as well as instilling a desire for a healthy lifestyle, remains a priority for
governmentbodies atall levels. Youth is considered an important social group that significantly influences
the formation and development of modern society. The process of youth development takes place within
the framework of the main social institutions, among which the Institute of Physical Education and
Sports occupies a special place. Today sport plays an important role in the world; recognized as one
of the main types of human activity that actively influences human development. Sport is considered a
human right and an integral part of ensuring the health and well-being of every person. It also plays a
high role in the concept of generally accepted norms and values of society.

This article analyzes the development and accessibility of sports among the youth of Kazakhstan. The
achieved and planned quantitative indicators of attracting young people to regular sports are considered.
The problem of access to sports for the youth of Kazakhstan is analyzed, and the main reasons hindering
the development of access to sports and their participation are studied.

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Abstract. In today's society, the problem of sexual abuse of children remains
one of the most relevant and difficult topics for open discussion. This article
discusses the identification of sexual violence, the rehabilitation, and the
prevention of victimized children. The study aims to identify the main factors
leading to acts of sexual violence, to review the practice of social rehabilitation
for victims, and to suggest effective support methods. The research is based
on case analysis, qualitative research, content analysis, thematic analysis,
discourse analysis, and comparative analysis. Its scientific significance lies
in the comprehensive consideration of the issue through the analysis of 7
specific cases and expert opinions, which identify major obstacles in the
rehabilitation of sexually abused children. The practical significance is evident
in the development of recommendations for social workers, teachers, and
parents assisting victimized children. According to the study, sexual abusers are
usually individuals from the child's immediate environment. Society and the
state system are not yet prepared to address this problem systematically. Key
challenges include stigmatization, a lack of specialized centers, and insufficient
professional qualifications among specialists. The study contributes an effective
strategy for the comprehensive rehabilitation of abused children and stresses
the need for timely sex education and state support.

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Introduction

The problem of sexual abuse of children is a serious problem at the global and national
levels. The relevance of this topic is not limited to individual criminal events, but also includes
structural problems in society, the improvement of legal and social mechanisms, the main
aspects of education and upbringing related to ensuring the safety of children. According to the
UNICEF Global Report, an estimated 370 million girls and women worldwide have experienced
sexual abuse, with one in eight girls confirmed to have been abused before the age of 18. The
region where the most cases of sexual abuse against girls are recorded is sub - Saharan Africa,
where there are 79 million cases accounting (22%) is a victim of sexual abuse. If we compare
data by region, in the countries of East and Southeast Asia, the figure is 8%, while in Europe
and North America, it is 68 million (14%) cases, 45 million in Latin America and the Caribbean
(18%), in North Africa and Western Asia - 15%, and in Oceania-34%. Experts agree that these
data indicate a systematic violation of the rights of girls, including adolescents. The social and
psychological consequences of sexual abuse against children require extensive study. According
to an Australian study, 17.7% of young adults aged 16-24 were sexually harassed online from
adults during their childrenhood, while 7.6% of children were exposed to the spread of non-
consensual sexual content. These data show the vulnerability of children in social networks and
the importance of strengthening defense mechanisms [1]. Sexual abuse of children is not only
a criminal act, but also one of the factors that undermine the moral and ethical foundations of
society. In most cases, these actions are performed by a person whom the child knows and trusts,
and cause a deep and long-lasting psychological trauma [2]. Sexual violence against children
is increasing in Kazakhstan, but the mechanisms of its prevention and social rehabilitation
have not yet been fully studied. In this regard, the study is aimed at analyzing the methods
of socio-psychological rehabilitation for victims of sexual violence and identifying effective
measures. The main goal of the study is to analyze the social consequences of sexual violence
against children, rehabilitation methods and prevention mechanisms. To achieve this goal, the
following tasks were set: to study the psychological and social problems of children who have
been victims of sexual violence; to analyze discourse and stereotypes related to sexual violence
in society; to evaluate the effectiveness of social rehabilitation methods; to develop proposals for
improving national models. The object of the study is the socio- psychological state of children
who have been sexually abused. The subject of the study is socio-psychological rehabilitation for
children and methods of its prevention. The study uses the methods of Case Analysis, qualitative
research, content-analysis, thematic analysis, discursive analysis, and comparative analysis.
Through the analysis of real events (case studies), a socio-psychological image of the victim
was created, and through the analysis of the content, the reflection of the problem of sexual
problems in the media and public discourse were studied. According to the research hypothesis,
the effectiveness of the Prevention of sexual violence against children will increase through
the strengthening of sexual education of children, the development of programs for parents,
specialists, as well as the development of a system of rehabilitation centers. According to the
scientific and practical significance of the study, this study contributes to the systematization of
methods of rehabilitation of victims of sexual abuse, the improvement of child safety policy in
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Kazakhstan.The results of the study include recommendations for government structures, law
enforcement agencies, psychologists and social workers.

According to the results of a sociological study conducted by UNICEF, 68% of the adult
population in Kazakhstan and 67% of specialists in the field of protection of children's rights
and Justice consider this issue "relevant”. These data show a high level of awareness in society
regarding the issue of sexual abuse of children [3].

According to UNICEF, most acts of sexual abuse against children are committed between the
ages of 14 and 17, and as a result, children who are victims of sexually transmitted diseases,
drug addiction, social isolation, mental trauma such as anxiety and depression, as well as many
difficulties in building healthy relationships in adulthood [4]. Sexual violence against children is
one of the most pressing, most acute socio-psychological problems in modern society. Most cases
of detection and Prevention of such crimes remain hidden in many cases due to stigma, fear, or
distrust among adults, Stockholm Syndrome. Such actions lead to serious consequences for the
mental health of children who have become victims of sexual abuse, as well as their further
development. The problems of socio-psychological rehabilitation and support of children who
have been victims of sexual violence require an integrated approach, in-depth study, including
psychological and social aspects. Also, the methods used when working with victim children in
most cases do not fully adequately take into account their personal and social characteristics.
The relevance of the problem is complicated by the lack of empirical data and system-integrated
case studies, which serve as the basis for the development of more effective methods of social
rehabilitation and Prevention of victimized children. The purpose of this article is to study
the socio-psychological aspects of acts of sexual violence against children, to identify effective
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methods of rehabilitation and support for victim children through case analysis.The article
is also aimed at developing new proposals for the development of measures to prevent acts of
sexual violence against children, the creation of comprehensive methods of socio-psychological
rehabilitation of victims, taking into account the cultural characteristics of their children. Child
sexual abuse it is the most severe form of child abuse that is used by adults or adolescents older
than the child's age to sexually stimulate the child.These actions include attempts by adults or
adolescents older than a child to force a child to have sex, to offer, to commit indecent acts of
influence (touching the child's genitals, the genitals of girls), to induce a child to have physical sex,
and to use them to create child pornography in order to satisfy their own sexuality [5]. According
to research, sexual abuse of children is not only an individual problem, but also a systemic problem
related to factors of social inequality, stigmatization and cultural differences in society.

Social interaction and stigmatization. According to G. Bloomer's theory of social interaction,
children who are victims of violence are often stigmatized, which leads to their social isolation
and silence of the problem, that is, not finding a solution and limited access to help [6].

Social stereotypes and the culture of silence. Also, as for social stereotypes and a culture of
silence, cultural norms and prohibitions on the topic of sexual violence make it difficult to
openly discuss the issue, which in most cases is very relevant in countries with a traditional
public way of life, including for our country Kazakhstan. This, in turn, creates a challenge in
creating a credible atmosphere to expose acts of violence. On the psychological aspects of acts
of sexual violence against children, it is necessary to mention the theory of post-violent trauma.
Acts of violence against children in most cases remain closed by social stereotypes and a culture
of silence in society. According to American psychologist Gordon Allport, social stereotypes are
a system of thinking used by people to simplify a complex world, the problem of sexual abuse
against children is not properly discussed on the basis of dangerous stereotypes [7]. Researches
have shown that in most cases, committed acts of sexual abuse against children are kept secret
within the family for a long time, as a result of which the victim's children always feel threatened
and are constantly in a state of fear [8]. As a result, "violence is committed only by strangers";
"pedophile people are only men", "the victim child if Silent, that is, does not tell anyone about
what happened, therefore, the act of sexual rape did not occur (however, in this case, many
children remain silent out of fear or insecurity)" a public thought is formed, which accordingly
complicates the solution of the problem. In addition, according to the theory of social identity
of the British scientist, specialist in the field of Social Psychology Henri Tajfel, in society, people
distinguish between "their own group" and "other group". This happens in the act of sexual
abuse of children of the following nature:

* The belief that for a child, his family is a safe place sometimes forces the child's parents to
deny or hide the abuse committed against the child.

* Seeing pedophile "people as" other people - society perceives pedophiles as isolated
criminals of a special nature, and in reality, they can be people who play various roles in ordinary
life (politicians, teachers, educators, relatives of a child, etc.) [9]. According to the theory of
cognitive stinginess of American social psychologists Susan Fisk and Shelley Taylor, people rely
on schematic stereotypes formed in advance to alleviate complex problems, according to which
many parents may ignore the sexual abuse that has occurred in relation to the child with the
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idea that "it is impossible for this to happen in our environment" or do not intend to delve into
the child's speech, perceiving it as "imaginary", "exaggerated", "fictional” [10].

Onthe culture of silence regarding acts of sexual abuse against children, The Theory of the "spiral
of silence" by Elizabeth Noel-Neumann can be noted. On the basis of this theory, the conclusion
is put forward that in society people are afraid to express an opinion that is not supported by
the majority. That is, the victim children and their parents do not want the public to know what
happened after a feeling of "shame" and "guilt", and therefore try to hide it. Also, accordingly, in
this case, the school administration considers it more important to "preserve the honor of the
family", denying the child's complaints [11]. And in this case, society is afraid to say violence,
because it adheres to the stereotype that this is contrary to the values of the "normal” family.

Psychological trauma theory. According to Judith Herman's Trauma Theory, experiencing
sexual abuse causes a deep disorder in the emotional and cognitive sphere of the child. As a
result, the child often has problems with anxiety, depression, withdrawal [12]. The presence
of psychological trauma in children after violence is also evidenced by a study conducted in
Pakistan. This study, which used interpretive phenomenological analysis, interviewed 10
women who survived sexual abuse between the ages of 18 and 22. The study found that this
event experienced in the lives of women who were victims of sexual violence had a negative
impact on their lives in the short and long term. It was found that the respondents lived with
emotional trauma after violence, feelings of low self-esteem, psychological pain, revenge against
forgiveness, experiencing social suffering [13].

Cognitive behavioral theory. We can also mention the cognitive behavioral theory in the
analysis of acts of sexual abuse against children. Cognitive behavioral theory is one of the most
effective theoretical methods in the socio-psychological rehabilitation of children who have
been sexually abused, as it focuses on changing negative thoughts and attitudes that remain
in the child's mind after the act of violence, as well as teaching and shaping children's self-
regulation skills. As an approach to the mentioned theory, F. M. We can mention the work of
Dattilio and A. Fremen "cognitive behavioral strategies in crisis situations". In this practical
guide, the researchers reveal how cognitive behavioral strategies can help children get through
difficult situations, including through periods of severe stress, and how they can develop and
develop the skills they need in the future [14].

Individual psychological assistance. As for attempts to rehabilitate the child's condition after
an act of sexual abuse, first of all, we note the theories of individual psychological assistance to
the child. Cognitive behavioral therapy, psychological trauma-oriented terepia, and art therapy
help children to cope with the consequences of violence more easily. When using these methods,
it is necessary to take into account the age and personality characteristics of children.

Family therapy. In addition, family therapy aimed at rehabilitation in John Bowlby emphasizes
the importance of restoring the relationship between the child and his caregivers, parents
and loved ones. Since John Bowlby's" communication theory " aims to explain how a child's
first contact with a parent or his caregiver affects his emotional development and behavior
in sexually abused children, through this theory it allows us to understand how the traumatic
trauma they suffer from violence affects their psyche, their ability to form a trusting bond with
others [15].
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According to the Basic Rules of communication theory and the principles of communication
theories that occur in children during sexual abuse, the main danger in the child is violated,
which means that children who have been victims of sexual abuse often lose the feeling of being
unsafe. If in this case the child was raped by his loved one, in this case the child loves the abuser
on the one hand and is afraid on the other; as a result of this, a deep internal conflict between the
two feelings arises in the child. And according to Bowlby's" theory of communication”, on the
basis of disorganized communication, a child is sexually abused if a person is his or her loved
one or family member then the child will be afraid of their abuser because they are trying to
trust their caregiver, but also because they need them, where children are tormented between
fear and the need for contact. According to Bowlby's "I-others" model, children who are victims
of violence accept the idea that they are "bad" or "dirty", and adults are dangerous and insecure.
In this case, children have the following long-term consequences:

- Difficulties in building a trusting relationship in adulthood;

- Increased anxiety and depression;

- Dangerous behavior that causes self-harm, as well as problems with self-esteem;

- Risk of re-victimization (re-exposure to sexual abuse in a future life) [16].

The importance of this theory in rehabilitation activities is the restoration of a disturbed
sense of security in children and the formation of new, reliable connections. Bowlby's theory of
communication reveals that the most important need for sexually abused children is to establish
safe and reliable connections. According to this theory, children who are victims regain their
self-esteem and re-adapt to society.

Social support. Social support for acts of sexual abuse against children, including the creation
of affordable crisis centers and reliable services, is an important element of preventing this
situation. In this case, P. Burde's theory of social capital becomes the basis. It highlights the
importance of the availability of social resources for the Prevention of sexual violence [17].
While Pierre Bourdieu's theory of social capital, including the theory of high social capital,
allows early detection of sexual abuse against children, effective measures against it, weak social
capital, on the contrary, reinforces a culture of silence, making it difficult to protect victims.
Most modern research on this topic confirms that the successful rehabilitation of sexually
abused children requires an interdisciplinary approach. In modern conditions, this includes
a complex combination of sociological, psychological and cultural aspects with each other, as
well as active interaction between families, specialists performing rehabilitation methods and
society as a whole. Social support for victims of child sexual abuse plays a crucial role in their
psychological recovery. But, the transmission of information about sexual abuse in the media
can complicate this process. Research shows that responsible journalism can increase public
awareness of sexual abuse and contribute to strengthening preventive measures. However,
unethical or sensationally transmitted information can cause psychological harm to victims and
invade their privacy. Therefore, media representatives, spihologists and social workers should
be careful in discussing this issue [18].

Child sexual abuse: socio-psychological analysis

Methodology

This study uses qualitative methods to understand the socio-psychological aspects of
underage children who have been sexually abused.

Case study Analysis: In case analysis, seven specific events (cases) are studied. Each of the
cases is used to analyze the social environment of the sexually abused child, his psychological
state and the support measures used. Each specified case considers the experience of the child,
the reaction of society to this situation and the types of assistance provided.

Qualitative research: In semi-structured interviews, child psychologists, social workers and
law enforcement officers working with children who have been sexually abused are interviewed.
These interviews will focus on analyzing the experience of specialists working with children
in rehabilitation, the degree of effectiveness of the assistance provided to children and the
difficulties encountered during rehabilitation.

Content analysis: Based on the content analysis, published scientific articles and materials
from the media and legislative documents on sexual abuse against minors are studied. This
method is carried outin order to find out what kind of public discussion of sexual acts of violence
against children has developed across society and how publicly this issue is expressed.

The collected data is processed on the basis of qualitative analysis methods.

Case study Analysis: Based on each case studied, the main social and psychological factors
in the incident are identified. In addition, in order to characterize the post-violent situation of
sexually abused children, the emotional and social reactions that took place in their psychology
are considered, and the effectiveness and limitations of providing assistance to children in the
level of difficulties are analyzed.

Thematic Analysis: From the content of interviews and documents received from specialists,
the main topics and samples of research are determined. Depending on the situation, mutually
common trends are established between different practices and the opinions of specialists in this
field. Issues of relevance in the public debate and the fund of legislative acts and shortcomings
that need to be replenished are identified.

Discourses analysis: In all media, social networks, as well as legal regulations, it is studied
what kind of discussions about sexual violence against children exist. It will also be determined
how this problem is expressed among society and what ideological and social views were
formed in connection with this situation.

Comparative Analysis: On the basis of the study, international and Kazakhstani practices are
compared. The effectiveness of various methods used in the social rehabilitation of sexually
abused children is studied and determined in what social and cultural context they give the best
results.

These methods of analysis will allow a deeper understanding of the social and psychological
aspects of acts of sexual violence against children, as well as the development of new effective
proposals aimed at improving the child protection system.
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Results and discussion

In this section, the data obtained during the study are differentiated and their main patterns
are determined.

1. General characteristics of victims of sexual abuse

The study analyzed the age, gender of the children who were sexually abused, the places of
residence where they experienced the act of sexual abuse, and their family circumstances.

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According to the results, as shown in the table, most children who were sexually abused
were brought up in single-parent families. In addition, abusers who have shown acts of sexual
abuse of children are often familiar people to the child such as relatives, family friends, or older
neighbors within the child's immediate environment.

According to the information provided in the table, children were also subjected to physical
violence along with sexual abuse. Methods of intimidation and extortion were often used. These
actions have led to the fact that children face long-term psychological and social barriers and
difficulties.

Types of sexual abuse of children. During the analysis of the collected case studies, several
types of sexual abuse of children were identified:

*Violence in the family environment ("A", "C", "L") - the sexual abuser is arelative or stepfather.
In this case, the children were forced to remain silent due to the authority in the family of the
abuser.

* Violence in a community or rural environment ("D", "G") - the perpetrator of the act of
violence turned out to be a villager, neighbor or familiar person. This social context reinforced a
system based on patriarchal tradition and silence based on the notions of "shame".

*Violence between friends and peers ("N") - the abusers were teenagers in the child's social
environment, i.e. young children.

* Violence in school and summer camps ("B") —-a child was unexpectedly attacked by an
educational organization while spending time in the camp.

From these examples, it was found that sexual abuse of children occurs in most cases in close
environments to the child and occurs through abuse of the child's trust.

Children's response reactions to sexual abuse
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By analyzing the opinions of 7 different cases and expets analyzed from a social and
psychological point of view, the reactions of children to sexual abuse were divided into several
main grades:

* Silence and fear - in all the cases given, the abused children did not tell anyone what
happened at first. The main reason for this is the bullying on the part of the abuser ("L", "N",
"D"), the influence of social norms "there will be Shame" ("A", "C") and distrust of loved ones
("G","L").

* Psychological stress and trauma - most children who have been sexually abused have not
been able to get rid of psychological trauma before adulthood ("L", "G", "C"). Some of the children
had nightmares that continued for many years ("H").

* Observed bodily reactions and changes in behavior in a sexually abused child-some of the
abused children have changed their attitude towards body image ("B"'s difficulty in perceiving
gender identity, "C" and "L" 's use of their bodies as methods of Defense).

* Social isolation and loss of trust -some of the abused children lost trust in people "1" was
left to trust their mother, "C" was unable to tell their family what had happened.

Public and family reactions

The cases described various reactions of society and family to acts of sexual abuse.

* Distrust of victims and blame them - some of the sexually abused children were distrustful
of what they said, there were attempts to blame them ("N" was beaten, "G"'s mother's silence,
"L" 's mother's belief in what her stepfather said).

* Culture of hiding the situation and silence - some families tried to hide the events that
occurred on the grounds that it would be "embarrassing” ("A", "C", "L").

* Protection and assistance - only in some cases the sister of "Y", who tried to protect the
child who was sexually abused, tried to tell her father about what happened, after "C" received
help from a psychologist).

Psychological and social consequences

In the analysis of these cases, the long-term consequences of an act of sexual violence were
revealed.

Mechanisms of prevention and social response to sexual violence

According to the data collected as a result of the study, the following important factors for the
Prevention of sexual violence against children were identified:

*Sex education and awareness of children - childs5a provide information about the signs and
consequences of sexual abuse and form the skills of self-defense of children (as the experience
of "L" and "B" shows, children did not know their rights).

* Strengthening the family support system-to explain to parents that the problem of sexual
abuse is relevant, to create conditions for them to trust their own children (for example, in the
case of "G", the child has an increased psychological trauma due to the lack of support from the
parents in a timely manner).

* Public responsibility and the application of legislative measures - the application of strict
legislative measures to the perpetrators of acts of sexual violence, the elimination of the culture
of "silence" by openly discussing this topic in society.

Rehabilitation of sexually abused children

The results of the study highlight that the rehabilitation process that is shown to children
after sexual abuse is important:

*The importance of psychological therapy is that victims who have undergone psychotherapy
in cases have better understood their situation, accepted that situation and recovered from
emotional distress ("C").

* Providing support and creating an environment - allowing victims to openly share their
experiences, re-adapting them to the public environment.

* Strengthening family and social support-it was found that the maximum support of a
child who has been a victim of sexual abuse by family members has a positive effect on the
rehabilitation process.

* Lack of rehabilitation and psychological centers in rehabilitation, lack of specialists focused
specifically in this area - lack of professional qualifications of specialists working with children during
pre-trial investigations and inability of the child to receive comprehensive psychological support.

According to the results of the study, it was determined that sexual abuse of children is
carried out in most cases by loved ones, and the social factors that cause victims to remain silent.
Analyzing the psychological, emotional and social consequences of a sexually abused child, the
need to consider complex ways to solve this urgent problem in society was determined. In this
regard, the introduction of specific victim protection mechanisms is one of the main priorities
in this area.
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Conclusion

The main goal of this research was to identify the socio-psychological aspects of the problem
of sexual abuse against children and analyze prevention methods and rehabilitation mechanisms
for children. To achieve this goal, case analysis, qualitative research methods, thematic analysis,
and comparative analysis methods were used. Based on the study, it was found that in most
cases sexual violence against children is committed by the close environment of the child,
that is, by relatives and acquaintances of family members. Such incidents often take place on
the basis of insufficient control of children by parents, improper provision of sex education
to children, shortcomings in the legal system, a culture of hiding sexual violence and the
dominance of "shameful” norms in society. As a result of the study, the main psychological and
social problems of children who have been victims of sexual violence were identified; effective
ways of preventing sexual violence and child protection measures were evaluated; established
stereotypes and discursive features in society were analyzed; an international stream of
experience was considered to improve the policy of child protection in our country. As a result,
educational programs for parents should be introduced to prevent sexual abuse; legal reforms
are needed on this topic; it is necessary to expand the network of psychological rehabilitation
centers for children; in the media and public discourse, it is necessary to correctly convey
information about violent acts, to form a culture of protecting the victim, not blaming the child;
the main conclusions that it is necessary to revise the concept of "shame" in society have been
established. The results of the conducted study can serve as the basis for the development of
methodological guidelines for social workers, psychologists, educators and law enforcement
agencies, and can also be used as a recommendation for improving public policy and contribute
to the development of information programs for parents and society. In general, this study makes
a positive contribution to improving rehabilitation measures and strengthening prevention
methods for children who have been sexually abused. Further research will expand on this topic
and provide a great opportunity to delve into the socio-cultural aspects of sexual violence.

Integration of knowledge and technology: development of social partnership between
enterprises and educational institutions

Abstract. This article presents an analysis of the development of social partnership between
enterprises and educational institutions in Kazakhstan. The authors state that there is still a significant
gap in research on this issue in domestic sociological science. The term "social partnership” is often
analyzed within the framework of labor relations or concerns the interaction of government agencies
and non-governmental organizations.

The purpose of the study presented in the publication is to analyze the socio-economic and
institutional features of social partnership relations between enterprises and educational institutions
in Kazakhstan, as well as to develop practical recommendations for strengthening the role of education
and industry partnership.

The authors conducted a detailed analysis of systematic problems in the development of domestic
technical education; based on the comparative method, the best international and domestic practices in
the field of social partnership at the level of educational organizations and enterprises were identified.
In addition, an institutional model of education and industry partnership in Kazakhstan is proposed.
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The value of the study is that the implementation of the measures proposed by the authors will
significantly improve the quality of training technical specialists, adapt educational programs to modern
requirements and create conditions for the continuous professional growth of employees. This will
ensure high competitiveness of the domestic economy as a whole. The implementation of the conclusions
and recommendations contained in the work will contribute to increasing the effectiveness of social
partnership between enterprises and educational institutions in the field of technical education.

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Abstract: This article analysis the factors influencing the choice of future
profession and preferences. The issue of shaping students' career preferences
and their future career trajectories has become one of the pressing challenges
in the context of global transformations. Erroneous decisions in this area can
result in challenges in future employment within their chosen profession or
even lead to unemployment.

The theoretical significance of this study lies in the theoretical analysis of the
concept of students' career preferences. The practical value of the research is
characterized by preparation of recommendations for school administrations
and specialists interested in this issue.

The research findings reveal that while schoolchildren in grades 9 and 10
know need to choose a future profession, they do not define a clear professional
trajectory until grade 11, when they make concrete and final decisions about
their career choices. There are no significant differences between urban and
rural schoolchildren in making career decisions; however, urban students are
more likely than their rural counterparts to seek advice from career guidance
centers outside of school independently. Across school types, gender, urban and
rural schools, parental influence emerges as the most significant factor affecting
the career preferences of schoolchildren.
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Factors influencing the career preferences of high school students: a sociological analysis

Introduction

In the context of prevailing socio-economic and political transformations, there is an evident
shiftinthe career preferences of high school students. Nevertheless, in the context of Kazakhstan,
the process of training young specialists frequently fails to align with the demands of a market-
based society. President Kassym-Jomart Tokayev has underscored the inadequacies in the
preparation of future personnel, emphasizing the necessity to transition to a career guidance
policy that is based on assessing students' abilities, which should form the foundation of the
national standard for secondary education [1].

Today, there is a huge gap in the quality of education available in urban and rural schools, and
therefore itis important to create equal conditions in these areas. This not only affects the quality
of students' education, but also allows high school students to make an informed and reasonable
choice of their future profession and determine the trajectory of further education. A systematic
approach to career guidance work is a key indicator of effective future employment, ensuring
youth competitiveness in the labor market. However, current educational practices often fail
to meet societal and governmental demand for developing high school students in urban and
rural areas, as well as in general and specialized schools, as subjects of socio-professional self-
determination. This is due to a number of reasons: it is better not only to advise on the choice
of a future profession, but also to use methods consisting of information technologies of various
levels aimed at researching the labor market, personal abilities and opportunities of high school
students. Contemporary information technologies are conspicuously absent, and traditional
methodologies are employed instead.

The present study aims to analyze and identify the factors influencing the formation and
transformation of the career preferences of high school students in general education and
specialized schools, considering regional and gender-specific characteristics.

The value preferences of high school students are a crucial factor in determining their social
activity in professional activities. These preferences often reflect fundamental changes in
the labor market, the education system, and broader societal transformations. Consequently,
studying value preferences among young people is paramount for contemporary economic and
sociological research on the labor market.

The following research hypotheses are thus proposed:

1. The decisions regarding future professions are not finalized by high school students in
grades 9 and 10. It is hypothesized that these decisions are made in grade 11.

2. Rural school students' primary factor influencing their career choices is their parents,
while urban high school students are more influenced by resources and information obtained
from the Internet.

3. Due to restricted access to relevant information about building professional pathways,
rural and general education school students tend to make spontaneous decisions regarding their
future professions. Conversely, urban and specialized school students' professional choices are
based on their abilities and capabilities.
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Literature Review

A comprehensive literature review on the subject unveils several theoretical perspectives
that elucidate the formation and transformation of career preferences. One such perspective,
the influential social-cognitive theory, provides a profound understanding of the formation of
career preferences [2, 85]. This theory posits that a multitude of social-cognitive processes,
including the perceived effectiveness of the chosen profession, expected outcomes, and
awareness of barriers, shape career preferences. These factors, often influenced by demographic
indicators such as gender and ethnicity, guide an individual's educational strategy and career
choice trajectory, as eloquently explained by Blanco [3, 49].

Career preferences play a significant role in building correct career and educational strategies. In
the scientific literature, education is frequently regarded as a primary mechanism of individual
socialization, characterized by classical approaches such as structural and subjective ones. The
structural approach perceives education as a conduit for attaining a specific social status within
society, signifying educational strategies as harbingers of attaining a higher salary level and
a prestigious status as a highly qualified professional in the future. The subjective approach,
on the other hand, focuses on the individual's opportunities and interests in the educational
process [4, 1682]. These approaches are crucial in understanding how students' formation of
career preferences and educational strategies may be influenced by economic and personal
motivations.

There are numerous factors that influence the formation of career preferences and decisions
regarding future professions. Notably, Olaosebikan and Olusakin underscore the pivotal role of
the family, particularly parents, in shaping students' professional preferences. The educational
attainment and occupational status of parents, with mothers' influence being particularly
pronounced, significantly shape students' career strategies [5]. Simpson's opinion, the family,
including the “mother”, has a great influence on the future professional choice of high school
students [6]. Researchers Okesina and Famolu show the influence of parents on the planning
of students' professional trajectories. This decision takes into account the parents' activities,
position, and level of education separately [7].

Manapsal'’s analysis from the Philippines revealed that high school students in that country
are unable to make independent decisions about their future professions. The research
indicated that students rely on the support of parents, teachers, and peers when choosing
career trajectories. The analysis identified various factors contributing to the students' inability
to make decisions independently, the most significant of which is the lack of specific suggestions
and advice in schools tailored to students' interests and abilities [8]. In a similar vein, Chinese
researchers Wong et al. conducted a study among high school students in China regarding their
career preferences and career choices. The results showed that the support and advice from
school staff are key factors influencing students' career decisions [9].

When developing auxiliary tools in this area, it is crucial to consider gender, family
socioeconomic status, and the models of urban and rural schools. In their examination of the
professional preferences of high school students through a gender lens, Eyo and Edet (found
that there are differences in career trajectory choices between male and female students. The

authors argue for the need to challenge entrenched gender stereotypes (e.g., girls preferring
pedagogical professions and boys pursuing technical and engineering fields) and outdated views
[10]. It is also important to note that today many girls are interested in professions traditionally
considered male-dominated.

Blazquez et al. used a discrete model to study the factors influencing the career preferences
of high school students. Based on data analysis, they found that factors such as gender, parental
education level, and school type play a significant role in shaping and transforming students'
career preferences. The authors concluded that gender differences influence career choices, for
example, boys are more likely to choose STEM-related professions, while girls gravitate toward
humanities and medical fields [11].

Kazakhstani researchers have also addressed the factors influencing the career trajectories
and choices of high school students in their works. For instance, G.0O. Abdikerova demonstrated
that organizing meetings with individuals who have achieved significant success in specific
fields not only contributes to students' socialization but also influences changes in their
career preferences [12, 40]. Meanwhile, M.S. Sadyrova identified several factors affecting the
professional preferences of high school students, such as high salary levels and career growth
opportunities [13].

Research on high school students' career preferences is critical for making future career
decisions. Kansal and Yadav proposed the implementation of the Career Preference Inventory
(CPI) as a solution to this issue. This program involves several stages: first, collecting
comprehensive information about the students' preferred professions, then conducting tests
to assess their aptitude for those professions, followed by providing expert evaluations and
recommendations. This instrument assists students in selecting future professions aligned with
their interests and competencies [14].

The concepts proposed by the aforementioned authors furnish a systematic and in-depth
comprehension and analysis of the factors and influences that shape the professional preferences
and career choices of high school students. Feedback on the refinement or addition of further
refinements or additions would be welcomed.

Materials and methods

The study was conducted between September and November 2022 among 9th, 10th, and
11th-grade students. During the research, the selected school administrators provided consent
for the study to be conducted with students and supplied all necessary data. Following approval
from the school administration, the study was carried out among the students. The study was
conducted in classrooms at educational institutions. The research process was facilitated
by school staff, who also ensured the full participation of the students. 1,093 respondents
participated in the survey, including 533 boys and 557 girls. Of these, 942 were from general
education schools, and 151 were from specialized schools. The respondents were selected
using a stratified random sampling method. The study was conducted in the regions of Almaty,
Akmola, Turkistan, and Abai, as well as in cities of national significance such as Almaty, Astana,
and Shymkent.
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Research Instrument: The research instrument employed was a survey, the completion of
which took approximately 30 minutes. The survey consisted of three sections. The first section
included questions regarding respondents' socio-demographic characteristics, including
gender, the type of school attended, and the respondent's place of residence. The second section
contained questions about the frequency and forms of career guidance activities conducted
at school and the use of independent career counseling services outside of school. The third
section focused on career preferences, changes, and factors influencing future career choices.

The objective of the present study is to explore the formation of professional preferences
among high school students based on urban and rural settings, school types, and gender
characteristics and to identify the factors influencing these preferences.

The study's subject is the factors determining the career preferences of high school students.
The data were analyzed using SPSS software, version 21.

The research results

The research results indicate that 51.0% of male students participated in the survey, while
the proportion of female students was 49.0%. 54.6% of girls and 45.4% of boys from general
education schools; 71.5% of boys and 28.5% of girls from specialized schools. 36.7% of 9th-
grade students, 28.5% of 10th-grade students, and 34.8% of 11th-grade students.

The vocational guidance system is aimed not only at helping students choose a profession,
but also at independently “building” a professional career, doing what they love in later life,
and teaching them to make responsible decisions. Consequently, it is imperative to implement
systematic career guidance activities within educational institutions. In this regard, we asked
high school students the question: "Have you received career guidance at school in the past two
years?" The analysis of the responses obtained revealed that more than half of the students who
participated in the survey reported that systematic career guidance activities were conducted
at their schools.

A comparison of responses to this question based on school type, gender, and location revealed
differences in the level of career guidance activities conducted for high school students over the
past two years. Among students from general education schools, 57.2% reported that career
guidance activities were conducted "several times," while this figure was higher for students
from specialized schools, at 67.5%. Moreover, 7.8% of general education students indicated no
such activities had been conducted, whereas only 2.7% of students from specialized schools
reported the same.

In addition, systematic career guidance activities were reported in urban (57.6%) and rural
(58.8%) schools over the past two years. However, 9.8% of rural school students stated that
such activities had never occurred, compared to only 5% among urban school students. No
significant differences were observed based on gender (see Table 1). These findings suggest that
career guidance activities are more systematically and consistently conducted in specialized
schools than in general education schools.

In order to ascertain the frequency with which high school students sought career guidance
and counseling independently, respondents were asked the following question: "In the past
two years, have you sought advice from external career guidance centers outside of school?" The
results demonstrated that students from specialized schools (67.5%) were more likely to utilize
career guidance services compared to students from general education schools (58.6%). Among
general education school students, 7.8% had never independently participated in career guidance
activities, whereas this figure was significantly lower at 2.7% for specialized school students.

Regarding gender differences, nearly half of female students (46.0%) and male students
(42.7%) reported that they had never independently visited career guidance centers. The
proportion of female students (24.1%) and male students (26.1%) who had never sought such
services independently was two times lower than those who had participated.

Differences were also observed between urban and rural school students in their use of
external career guidance centers. Among urban school students, 32.9% reported independently
visiting career guidance centers several times, while this figure was only 19.1% among rural
school students. Furthermore, 48.5% of rural school students had never visited career guidance
centers independently, compared to a significantly lower percentage of 38.9% among urban
school students (see Table 2).

It is evident that urban school students are more inclined to seek systematic advice from
career guidance centers in comparison to their rural counterparts. This phenomenon can be
attributed to the increased accessibility of career guidance services in urban areas. Furthermore,
it was determined that female and male students frequently engage in career guidance activities
outside the educational environment only infrequently.

In accordance with the research questions, respondents were asked the following question
to determine their decisions regarding future professional choices: "Have you made a decision
about your career choice?”

The comparison of responses revealed differences among 9th, 10th, and 11th-grade students.
While nearly half of the 9th-grade (42.5%) and 10th-grade (42.7%) students reported having
made a decision, this figure was significantly higher among 11th-grade students, at 63.2%. Data
analysis also showed that one in four 9th-grade (23.8%) and 10th-grade (22.4%) students had
not made a decision about their future profession and indicated general uncertainty about their
career paths. Among 11th-grade students, this figure was three times lower, at 7.2%.

Thus, while 9th- and 10th-grade students are aware of the need to choose a future profession,
they have not yet defined their professional trajectories. They tend to make concrete and final
decisions about their career choices in 11th grade, demonstrating confidence and certainty in
their decisions (see Table 3).

Analysis of the responses to the question has uncovered significant differences in the decision-
making process regarding future career choices based on school type. The share of general
education students (56.8%) who have defined professional trajectory plans and professional
choice decisions is 19.1% higher than that of special school students (37.7%). Thus, secondary
school students have already made a professional choice than high school students in special
schools. There are twice as many special schools’ students (41.2%) who expressed uncertainty
about making such a decision as secondary school student (27.6%). Furthermore, 21.1% of
students from specialized schools and 15.6% from general education schools indicated that
they had not yet decided on their future profession. Specialized schools, which are designed
to prepare students in specific fields (e.g., natural sciences, physics-mathematics, language
studies), would logically lead to more precise career decisions. However, the research results
challenge this assumption, revealing that a more significant proportion of general education
school students have made career decisions than their counterparts in specialized schools.
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This finding, that the type of school does not determine the decision-making process regarding
career choices among high school students, is a significant contribution to our understanding
of career development. It informs and enlightens us, challenging preconceived notions and
guiding future research in this area.

From a gender perspective, no statistically significant differences were observed among high
school students in their career choices.

In response to the question, "Have you decided on your career choice?", the proportion of
students answering "yes" showed no notable differences between urban (60.5%) and rural
(54.3%) high school students, indicating a balanced distribution. Among those who had not
yet chosen a future profession, the proportion of urban school students was 8.9%, while that of
rural school students was slightly higher, at 12.9% (see Table 4).

Professional orientation helps school students choose a profession, and also teaches them how
to effectively start their future professional careers. In accordance with the research objective,
respondents were asked the following question: “In what form is career guidance conducted
at your school?". The subsequent data analysis revealed the following primary forms of career
guidance activities conducted at schools, differentiated by gender: psychological counseling is
provided by 40.8% of boys and 46.5% of girls, in second place by 33.6% of boys and 36.1% of
girls is a questionnaire for choosing a profession. University presentations, a method that was
found to be particularly effective for male students (29.3%), offer a glimpse into the potential
of this method, while discussions with teachers were found to be more effective for female
students (32.9%). In the second place, meetings with representatives of various professions
were reported (24.1% for male students and 25.1% for female students), followed by individual
counseling (21.1% for male students and 20.1% for female students).

The analysis of responses by location identified the following three forms of career guidance
activities as the most prevalent: psychological testing (40.8% in urban schools and 45.6% in
rural schools), testing to determine professional preferences (37.8% in urban schools and
32.5% in rural schools), and discussions with teachers (21.9% in urban schools and 32.1%
in rural schools). The second tier of career guidance activities included meetings with
representatives of various professions (21.7% in urban schools and 25.8% in rural schools),
university presentations (29.0% in urban schools and 30.4% in rural schools), and individual
counseling (20.1% in urban schools and 21.9% in rural schools).
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For 13.7% of urban high school students, "visiting universities with school teachers" is
considered practical. However, only 7.1% of rural school students find it beneficial, suggesting
its limited relevance in rural areas. The financial costs associated with traveling to universities
in cities present a significant barrier for rural students, contributing to the ineffectiveness of
this activity. This underscores the practical challenges rural students face in accessing career
guidance activities.

"To determine the factors influencing high school students' career choices, respondents were
asked the question: "Who has the greatest influence on your career choice?” The results of the data
analysis demonstrated that for both general education (59.4%) and specialized school students
(61.4%), mothers had the most significant impact on the formation of career preferences. The
influence of fathers was found to be the second most significant (37.2% for general education
students and 46.1% for specialized school students), followed by information from the Internet
(24.4% for general education students and 28.8% for specialized school students). Teachers
were found to have minimal influence on career choice for general education students (10.3%),
while the influence of grandparents was lowest among specialized school students (13.8%).

From a gender perspective, mothers were identified as the primary influencing factor for
both male (58.0%) and female students (58.3%). The second most significant factor for male
students was information from the Internet (44.2%), whereas for female students, it was their
fathers (36.4%). Teachers had a relatively low influence on female students' career preferences
(6.8%), while the impact of grandparents was least significant for male students (7.6%).

The findings reveal that mothers were identified as the most influential factor in shaping
career decisions for urban (56.0%) and rural students (61.2%). Among urban high school
students, the second most significant factor was information from the Internet (54.4%), while
for rural students, fathers played a more significant role (41.1%). Grandparents were the least
influential for both urban (7.5%) and rural high school students (13.1%) (see Table 5).

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The subsequent analysis of the factors influencing high school students' career preferences
revealed that the responses were similar across school types, genders, and locations, with
parents as the primary influencing factor. However, when considering parents separately, it
was evident that the mother's role was not just significant, but pivotal in shaping the career
preferences of high school students.

According to the results of the study, high school students, although they are well aware
of their capabilities and interests, turn to the advice of their parents when choosing a future
profession. Insecure high school students are help to choose a career by their parents, friends,
etc. This reliance on external support, particularly from parents, can further compound the
challenges faced by adolescents who may already exhibit a deficiency in self-assurance regarding
their decision-making abilities.

Discussion

The data analyses revealed that a significant proportion of 9th-grade students lack clearly
defined professional plans and demonstrate a high degree of uncertainty regarding their
future careers. This may be attributed to several factors, including limited awareness of higher
education institutions in their regions or significant cities, insufficient information about
various professions, and other related factors.

The role of teachers in providing career guidance and facilitating the process of choosing a
future profession is widely acknowledged as a significant form of assistance for students. However,
the data analysis revealed that teachers have a relatively low influence on career choices among
students in general education schools. This suggests that career guidance activities in general
education schools are not conducted as systematically as in specialized schools.

The family, specifically the parents, plays a pivotal role in shaping their children's future career
goals and professional trajectories. Students frequently encounter difficulties in selecting their
desired profession from the plethora of educational programs available in the contemporary
era without the consent or support of their parents [15]. However, as Pe¢jak and KoSir note,
students with a high level of self-confidence will not have problems choosing a profession. High
school students with low confidence tend to determine their future professional trajectory
“spontaneously” [16].

If we consider the influence of parents individually, then boys are influenced by their
mother, and girls by their father. In addition, the Internet and social networks have a great
influence on girls and boys. This finding underscores the significant role of mothers in shaping
students' career preferences. Simpson's study also highlights the substantial role of mothers in
shaping students' career preferences. The findings of this study are consistent with Simpson's
conclusions, as the results of this research demonstrate that mothers have a significant impact
on the majority of students when it comes to choosing a profession.

Conclusion

The identification of high school students' career preferences is crucial, as it paves the way
for their higher education strategies and future profession. Despite the wealth of information
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available, this issue remains a concern for specific high school student groups. An incorrect
career decision could lead to challenges in securing employment in the chosen field or even
unemployment, underscoring the urgency of this issue.

The findings of this study reveal a reassuring trend. While students in the 9th and 10th
grades are aware of the need to choose a future profession, they have not yet fully mapped
out their professional paths. However, in the 11th grade, they reach a significant milestone,
gaining increased confidence and clarity in their chosen career path, leading to definitive career
decisions. This progression valid at career preferences the first initial research hypothesis,
providing reassurance about the students' development.

Given that specialized educational institutions offer instruction in specific disciplines, it was
hypothesized that students would comprehensively understand the professions aligned with
their specialization and make preliminary career decisions. However, according to the results of
the study, the proportion of secondary school students (56.8%) who chose a future profession
is higher than that of special school students (37.7%). This finding suggests that high school
students' career decisions are not contingent on their school type. No significant differences
were observed in career decision-making between urban and rural high school students, and
it can also be concluded that career decisions are not made "spontaneously." Consequently, the
third hypothesis was not substantiated.

However, a significant disparity emerges in the utilization of career guidance services.
Students from specialized schools (67.5%) demonstrate a higher propensity to seek assistance
and advice from external career guidance centers than students from general education schools
(58.6%). The study further reveals that both male and female students engage in career guidance
activities outside of school, albeit not systematically. Among urban school students, 32.9%
independently sought advice from career guidance centers outside of school, which starkly
contrasts with the 19.1% of rural school students who did so. The presence of centers for the
provision of such services in cities helps urban schoolchildren in making professional decisions.

According to the results of the study, the final professional choice of students is influenced by
their parents. Among these, parents dominate in determining their final professional trajectories
and decisions regarding future careers. Across school type, gender, and location, parents were
identified as the mostinfluential factor in shaping high school students' professional preferences.
The second most influential factor for male students was information from the Internet (44.2%),
while for female students, parents remained the primary influence (36.4%). The second most
significant factor for urban high school students was information from the Internet (54.4%),
while for rural students, parental influence (41.1%) was more pronounced. Thus, the second
research hypothesis was partially confirmed. Teachers have less influence on the professional
preferences and future professional choices of schoolchildren in general education schools than
in special schools.

Parents and social connections have been identified as significant and influential factors in
the vocational decision-making process of young individuals. However, contemporary youth
are required to develop the capacity for independent decision-making regarding their career
pathways, thereby eliminating the need for external assistance. To facilitate such decision-
making, it is essential that they cultivate self-confidence, direct their attention towards their
interests, and give due consideration to their aptitudes.
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The findings of this research have the potential to enhance the efficacy of career guidance
practices within educational institutions. The insights could be beneficial for psychological
counselors and school administrators in addressing the challenges high school students face
when making decisions about their future education strategies.

In conclusion, to enhance the effectiveness of career guidance, schools - particularly general
education schools - should develop a comprehensive and systematic counseling program. This
program should begin in the 9th grade and focus on guiding students toward making informed
decisions about their future professions and higher education strategies. Furthermore, there
is a need to establish counseling centers in district hubs to assist rural high school students in
making appropriate decisions regarding their careers and future professions.
