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New theoretical discourses on youth migration: a review of approaches

Abstract. In the 21st century, the scale of international youth migration is constantly growing, and
this process is becoming a typical phenomenon of the socio-economic life of the modern world.

The goal of the work is to form a relevant theoretical and methodological analysis of the process in
the context of social processes of our time.

The scientific and practical significance of the work: the conclusions can serve as a theoretical basis
for further research in the field of studying the migration attitudes of young people.

Current scientific approaches of transnationalism and the “mobility” paradigm were chosen as the
methodological basis for the analysis.

Conclusions: New theoretical approaches require taking into account the social, cultural, and
economic connections of young migrants.

The work makes an important contribution to relevant analytical understanding of the process of
international youth migration from different disciplinary perspectives and methodological tools.

The practical significance of the results of the work: the analysis allows us to formulate a conceptual
framework for an effective framework for youth migration policy in the country.

Societyislikealiving organism and contains constant differentiation
and change. Social change is a transformation in the structures of social
institutions and the functions they fulfill. Thus, different views of the social
institutions that make up society and culture emerge in the historical process.
To examine social change is also to see cultural transformation. Thus, it is to
reveal the new state of the social structure. This institution-based definition of
the process of change reveals the types of society that are defined based on the
determining factors of social institutions today. Today, the dominant determinism
of technology has led to the definition of digital society. Digital society is a result
of technological development in the digital field. The increasing importance of
artificial intelligence has been decisive in the definition of digital society, as it is
seen not only in one field but in many fields. All social institutions, such as family,
education, economy, politics, religion, and leisure time, are shaped according
to this new determinant. One of the most important institutions among these
is the institution of education. To understand the change in the institution of
education, it is necessary to understand not only digital technology but also the
determinism of institutions on each other. Social institutions affect each other;
they can assume new functions or they can transfer their existing functions to
another institution. What needs to be considered here is how situations related
to trust, loneliness/individuality, and values will be shaped in the digital society.
In this study, the digitalization process is considered as a phenomenon in
higher education, and it is aimed to evaluate the social effects revealed by this
phenomenon. Differences in the level of trust, loneliness, and technology use are
discussed within the scope of the study, and the effects of digitalization on the
individual in higher education life, which is an organization of the educational
institution, are tried to be revealed.
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The effects of digitalization on the individual in higher education

Introduction

The recent rapid development of information technology and the widespread use of this
technology by all social segments has led to the discussion of a digital society. In the definition
of digital society, it is stated that the boundaries between people have become blurred, new
interactions have emerged with new networks, and social life has been transformed. This
transformation is a change in social institutions that express the social structure. Social
institutions are patterns of behavior agreed upon in the process of meeting individual needs.
The main feature of these behavioral patterns is that they determine which needs people will
meet and in which ways, and that they are the product of the consensus of the individuals who
make up the society within the scope of these characteristics.

Changing societies means that individuals change the way they meet their needs; that is, their
patterned behaviors change. Changes can be radical and fundamental, or they can be slower and
less dramatic. Change occurs in the form of differentiations in the structures and functions of
social institutions. In the functional dimension of change, the transfer of the function of one social
institution to another social institution is observed, while in structural change, the disappearance
of a social institution or the emergence of a new social institution can be seen. The main thing
in this change of societies from simple to complex is the differentiation in people's interactions
with each other and with nature. Each new type of society means a restructuring of social
institutions or a differentiation in the functions of institutions. In this context, no matter how we
define society, every definition that expresses change is a situation of defining the differentiation
in institutional behaviors and the way people meet their needs. In the most general terms, this
differentiation is a differentiation that we can express as social and cultural change.

Materials and Methods

This study adopts a qualitative research design to explore the social effects of digitalization
in higher education, with particular attention to the concepts of trust, isolation, and technology
use among individuals engaged in university life. Data were collected through semi-structured
interviews conducted with students and academic staff from various departments within a
public university. Participants were selected using purposive sampling to ensure representation
from different academic disciplines and levels of digital engagement. The interviews focused on
participants’ experiences with digital platforms in education, their perceptions of institutional
trust, and the psychosocial implications of increased digital interaction. All interviews were
recorded, transcribed, and analyzed using thematic content analysis. This approach allowed
for the identification of recurring patterns and deeper insights into the transformation of
educational experiences in the digital society. Ethical approval was obtained, and participants
provided informed consent, with confidentiality maintained throughout the research process.

Results and discussion

Digital society and educational institutions

It is possible to see the change in society in all the elements that make up culture. Family,
education, economy, politics, religion, and leisure time are the basic social institutions. Each
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new type of society reveals a character determined by these basic social institutions. A new type
of society involves restructuring and functional differentiation. In this context, in the society
we live in, access to information, processing and interpretation of data, and the determination
of data in the field of daily life are different from previous types of societies. Technological
development, which manifests itself in the process of processing information, has started to take
place at the center of daily life with the prevalence of information access tools. An important
factor here is access to information. The main characteristic of this new type of society is that
technology has become widespread, and large segments of society can access information more
easily than in previous periods.

The ease of access to technology has increased the speed of change and its prevalence among
different social segments. Especially in developing countries, cheap technological products
facilitate access to technology for disadvantaged groups due to the imbalance in income
distribution and reduce the access gap between social strata. The ease of access to information
and the use of this information regulates everyday life. Social transformation first started to be
seen in production relations in the field of economics. The increasing importance of technology
in production was initially felt only in the relationship between labor and employment. The
features of technology that make life easier have made its indispensable place in everyday life
even more obvious. The aim of this study is to reveal the place of the individual in the process
of rapid digitalization and to discuss the place of the individual, especially in educational
institutions. Digital society is a new type of society. While discussing this change process, it is
within the scope of Industry 5.0 and Education 4.0 definitions.

It is possible to see the most important change in digital society in the institution of the
family. In traditional society, the family was a unit that drew its strength from the multiplicity of
its members and valued each member for their physical strength in the agricultural production
process. The family was a structure that fed on the physical strength of each member in
production and their presence in establishing security. Each new family member functioned
as a laborer in agricultural production and as a protective warrior in maintaining the family's
existence. In traditional society, this situation revealed a character that saw the basic function
of the family on the basis of the high number of members and emphasized the importance of a
large number of male members. With industrialization, this structure started to change. At the
beginning of industrialization, when labor wages were low, family members were still considered
as the income-generating labor force. However, in the industrialization process, worker gains
(working hours, wages, not employing child labor, etc.) and the mobility required by the labor
market brought about a shrinkage in the family structure. The family in industrial society is a
nuclear family with high social mobility and relatively egalitarian characteristics. This change in
the structure of the family should not only be seen as a decrease in the number of members. It
should be recognized that the change has also brought about functional differentiations in the
family. This means the disappearance of many functions of the family or the transfer of these
functions from the family to other social institutions.

In this context, the functional relationship between the institution of education and the
institution of family is important. As it is known, the traditional family is an institution where
the child is socialized, learns social status and roles, and realizes the value transfer process. The
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elderly members of the family both undertake the care and feeding ofthe new member and ensure
his/her socialization until he/she joins the formal education institution. Pre-school education
institutions such as nurseries and kindergartens, which have increased in the industrialization
process and post-industrial period, have undertaken this task. The age of the first encounter
with formal education at around six or seven years of age has decreased to around three or
four years of age, or even earlier. This new outlook is even more important in the context of
the industry 5.0 society, with the consequences of an increase in the need for qualified labor
and a decrease in the need for unqualified labor, an increase in the unemployment problem;
the security of objects becoming a problem; and a decrease in the need for labor working in IT
departments. This new social period is a society where flexible production style is adopted for
consumer preferences and needs instead of the classical production approach, aiming to reduce
costs and increase productivity, environmentally sensitive, internet of things, cyber physical
systems (Bayburt & Egin, 2021: 137-154; Tas, 2018: 1823).

Education 4.0 is one of the stages in the evolution of education. Digital education is considered
as an umbrella concept to explain the change in many fields. The scope of the concept of digital
education constitutes the whole of the learning approaches that are an extension of online
distance education and that have emerged to meet new needs with developing technology.
As a result of the application of digitalization to educational processes and the rapid change
and development of distance education processes, new pedagogical approaches will inevitably
emerge to redefine the position of the individual (Bozkurt, Hamutoglu et al.,, 2021:44). This
situation refers to the process of reorganizing the connection of the student, who is the subject
of education, with information. This new bond does not only include the transfer of information,
but also includes a scope that is instructive in the process of accessing information. With this
feature, digital education means the creation of a new ecosystem. This ecosystem, on the other
hand, should not only include distance access, but should also include areas such as course
activity group education, support R&D efforts, and prioritize innovative technologies in general.
With this feature, digital education will exhibit a technological feature that deeply affects the
interaction of the individual and society. With this feature, the field of digital education has
a great impact not only by building on technological development, but also on the individual
who is the subject of education, social interactions, living space and educational space, and
future perspective. This new form of education has brought new perspectives to old debates.
Social inequalities, inequalities of opportunity, and opportunity have come to the fore within
the scope of access to technology.

Higher education institutions aim to provide students with a more effective and diversified
education, to provide employees with more productive working opportunities, and to prepare
the ground for extraordinary research by using technology effectively in learning processes
and the production of new knowledge. This imperative requires Tirkiye to adopt a strategic
transformation in the field of higher education and ensure the efficient use of technology for all
stakeholders. Realizing the importance of digital transformation in education, countries have
accelerated their efforts by turning the COVID-19 pandemic into an opportunity. The success of
our country in education during this pandemic process has revealed the need to examine the
2023 Vision Document in the context of digitalization (Karaca & Karaca, 2021).
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Education has recently begun to undergo a complete transformation. This transformation
continues rapidly. Education, which is now everywhere at any time, has started to guide us with
applications on our mobile devices about what and how much we need to know in our next
step. Taskiran expresses this situation as democratization in access to information with the
inclusion of the internet in life, electronic encyclopedias, dictionaries, digital private and public
libraries, digital books, articles and archives, social networks, blogs and web pages offered as
web products, discussion forums that allow information exchange are as close as a click. Digital
transformation is radically changing the way information is accessed and shared, and schools are
struggling to keep up with the pace. Almost all studies prove that teaching has not changed for
centuries, that the classroom environment and its components are still the same, that the space,
the lessons given at certain time intervals, the teacher-learner relationship, and the teacher-
centered approach have never changed. The rapid change outside has consequently become a
threat to the classroom. The hierarchy between teacher and learner in the traditional school,
where the teacher was seen as the power with knowledge, has started to disappear. Rapid access
to information takes away the teacher's role as knowledge transferor. The richness, abundance,
and accessibility of information have made the teacher comparable with other teachers, learning
resources, and others within and even between institutions (Taskiran, 2017:98).

The digital transformation that brings about digital education is also an economic
transformation. The contraction in time and space caused by globalization has made the
relationship between local economies and global economies more open. Thus, concepts such as
global capital, international capital, and transnational corporations have become increasingly
important. The determining influence of the global economy on local economies is quite
widespread and has been increasing since the colonization process. Concepts such as imbalance
in income distribution, poverty, inequalities, and disadvantage among social segments gain
importance through the determination of the economy. In addition, today, the digital money
economy has taken its place in the social sphere with its own rules. This has profoundly affected
traditional economic relations between individuals and societies. The emergence of the digital
economy has led to a significant transformation in the traditional interactions and relationships
between businesses and society. The increasing adoption of information technologies has
somewhat reduced the protection of organizational and national borders, thereby intensifying
competition between businesses, institutions, and states. The digital economy has manifested
itself in various fields covering the global economic structure in the macro dimension and
individuals and individual lifestyles in the micro dimension (Ozbay and Yilmaz Geng, 2023:
618). In short, the economic institution has been under the determination of digital impact from
a very wide perspective, including global companies on a large scale and economic relations
between individuals on a small scale.

In addition to the use of information technologies both inside and outside the institution,
institutions of higher education are trying to keep up with this change by opening online
courses to eliminate institutional boundaries in the digital age. Especially with the introduction
of Massive Open Online Courses, the scope of distance education has experienced a digital
transformation. It has linked e-learning and distance education processes. It is seen that the
transformation brought about by online courses takes place in three areas. In the field of digital
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support production, not only audio-visual video recordings of courses have started to be seen. At
the same time, brand new courses are being designed in a blended structure enriched with visual,
audio, picture, language and graphic diversity. In the second area, the online course has become
not only a published course but also a structure that allows for learner-teacher interaction. Finally,
these course modules allow for certification (Taskiran, 2017:99). The quality of the courses, the
diversification of the audience it reaches, and the increase in the speed of transportation have
gained importance in enabling mutual interaction. The presentation and certification of courses
in a module logic that varies according to the education has become more visible.

Negative Effects of Digitalization in Higher Education on the Individual

The digital world has imprisoned the individual with the new ecosystems it has created.
The digitalization of both the physical and social environment of the individual is a reality.
The individual will organize their social relations within this reality. However, this change
necessitates an adaptation process. Change leaves a deep impact on individuals. It is possible
to evaluate this situation under the headings of trust, loneliness/individuality, and adaptation.

a. Trust

Society is based on a contract. This contract implies that members can only meet their needs
in a certain way and that this way is accepted as legitimate. All relations are based on this
agreement, trust. Individuals in society trust that they will be subject to these agreed ways,
and that they will remain on the basis of these agreements. The sense of trust is related to the
sense of justice in the social sphere. Individuals nurture this sense of trust with their belief that
non-compliance with contracts will be punished. This inevitability of the relationship between
trust and justice is the basic condition that ensures order in society. This reveals the importance
of the three concepts of social role, social control, and social norm in social life. Today, social
life reveals an individualized character, and individualization is indispensable. What should be
done here should not be to act based on the belief that the individualization process can be
prevented, but rather how social institutions can be organized accordingly, and how the social
structure can maintain a state of balance. Uslaner compares trust to chicken soup, which has a
privileged place in human nutrition. For him, trust is the chicken soup of social life. It embodies
the willingness to participate in social life for higher economic growth rates and ultimately
satisfaction with government performance. It is an effective element to make everyday life more
pleasant. We can only develop trust with people we know. But the consequences of trust extend
to all kinds of areas where we have no personal knowledge about others. Trust is crucial in
solving many collective action problems and helps people to participate in their communities.
We tend to assume that wherever there is civic engagement, trust must be either the cause or
the effect. It is highly influential in participation, in the formation of social networks. Trust is
decisive in our activities, connecting us to our larger community, connecting us to people like
ourselves. All kinds of people participate in groups, but trusting people are much more likely
to donate to charities or volunteer their time. The roots and consequences of trust are exactly
what we expect from a moral value. What I have found for trust is that values should remain
constant over time and not depend on everyday experiences. Trust is important for things that
bind us to others (Uslaner, 2003:1).
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The individual exists in an order that frames him /her in the process of social contact. Without
disrupting their relationships, they behave in accordance with the roles determined within the
order. From the greeting to the termination of the relationship, a system of rituals works, and
the individual applies these rituals. Therefore, social contacts reflect cultural characteristics.
The lack of trust that arises when encountering different cultures is the situation of not knowing
the rituals of a culture different from one's own. Because every individual wants to understand
according to his/her own culture and sees himself/herself as safe within his/her own culture.

In the digital society, education has taken on an institutional structure without face-to-
face or physical interaction. The classroom environment is a supervised environment where
the teacher or administrator can provide control and solve any problems that may arise with
immediate intervention. This system makes both parents and students safer. However, digital
education based on infrastructures such as remote access and cloud systems should offer a
perspective that prioritizes trust. Protection of personal data gains importance in this context.
The risks that the virtual environment created on the distance education platform may harbor
in this context are obvious. Especially the limited face-to-face interaction and not sharing the
same physical space increase these risks. Especially the spread of virtual communities makes
the problem of trust and security even more important.

In this period, a differentiation is observed in the elements of traditional socialization.
In traditional society, family, kinship, and peer relations were considered as the primary
socialization agents of the individual, and education, religion and professional fields came to
the forefront as elements of lifelong socialization. However, the decreasing dimension of face-to-
face meetings due to the use of digital technology has made virtual interactions more important.
Young individuals continue to live their lives as members of virtual communities, and the
virtual world is becoming more decisive as an interaction space. With the development of the
Internet and digital technologies and the widespread use of the Internet, individuals who come
together in the virtual environment form various groups according to their interests, exchange
information, and supporteach other. Virtual environments are a space where individuals actively
participate, interact and create new belonging. The differences that distinguish the virtual
community from the traditional community are participation in the community, communication
between members, and belonging to the community. In the traditional community, belonging
was a natural process that took place in the process of individual and group interaction, and
the members of the traditional community were the members of the traditional community.
In traditional society, some individuals communicate face-to-face, such as friends, colleagues,
family and neighbors, while in the virtual community, choices based on interests and tastes are
essential in associations. Here, one is included in an established digital space. One can join a
virtual community at any time and leave the community at any time. In the formation of virtual
communities, issues such as the motivations of individuals, the purposes for which they use
communities, and the identities of individuals within the community gain importance (Eyrek,
2022:240-243)

The attractiveness of the digital environment that liberates time and space brings with
it risks related to this field. In this context, with its digital structure, new media interaction,
user-generated content production, hypertextuality, and multimedia features, social media
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environments, where children can communicate and share, open up a space where they can
access information, but also cause them to encounter content that may contain risks. Risks with
commercial purposes, risks with violence, risks with sexual content, and risks related to social
values gain importance in this context (Ulken & Kiling, 2018;128-131).

Data breaches, cyberbullying, and cybercrimes are seen as factors affecting the sense of
trust. Risks are not only these, but also the risks posed by adults who attract children to this
environment. Sharing about children, transferringinformation about children's identities (name,
place of birth, address, telephone, photographs, etc.) to the digital world, sharing information
about children's psychological (emotional states) and social life (activities, hobbies, interests,
etc.), and positional media applications have made children vulnerable to risks in the digital
world (Bayindir, 2023:532).

In the digital society, all information such as age, gender, every step taken, every site visited,
how much time is spent at these points, every location found, communication tools used,
browsing histories, routine life, interests, social environment analysis, etc. are known and can
be transformed into a commodity. All the propositions, advertisements, and similar content that
you may be interested in are created in a 'planned’ way with a technology that recognizes us.
With the possible diversity of pleasure and taste in the content encountered, each suggestion
makes the possibility of the act of consumption more likely (Gilanhoglu and Oze, 2020:197).
Algorithms based on feelings of pleasure, hatred, and pity also fuel this distrust.

b. Loneliness and individuality

Every human being lives in a field of social encounters that require face-to-face or indirect
contact with other human beings. In this space, they perform enactments that we define as
roles. These roles are a pattern of verbal or non-verbal acts that express one's view of the
situation and how other participants, and especially oneself, are evaluated. This pattern is a
combination of elements that express both the elements created by others and our perceptions.
Whether a person wants to take on a role or not, they will eventually realize that they are taking
on a role. In other words, willingly or unwillingly, we take into account the impressions others
form about us and adjust our behavior accordingly. The role maintained during contact with
others is a legitimate and institutionalized kind of role. During a certain kind of contact, there
is an interaction with known and recognized characteristics. This interaction is a contact that
expresses certain rules and is based on both personal qualities and moral principles. Here,
although it focuses on the activity present in face-to-face relationships, at the same time, the
social world beyond this activity is taken into consideration and actions are organized according
to this world (Goffman, 2017: 49-50).

One of the most important emotional states in our time is the feeling of loneliness, and the
mostimportant type of individual is the lonely individual. However, loneliness should not only be
considered as a lack of friends or relatives, but also as belonging, as in the case of not belonging
to a social group. The individual's inability to establish social relations at a certain level and
being excluded from social relations is an important situation of loneliness. In the digital world,
the loss of the meaning of physical distance and the resulting contraction of time and space
allow for space-independent human associations. This means that information can reach long
distances in a short time. [t means a radical change in the time and space-dependent dimension
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of relationships. However, the virtual environment has brought loneliness. The dimension of
loneliness created by modern times differs from traditional loneliness. One of the most important
experiences of the modern world is undoubtedly our alienation and estrangement from each other,
despite the convergence created by technology. The virtual world created by human beings brings
along the virtualization of society and harms the human species that feeds on social interaction.
As social beings, human beings have faced the problem of loneliness in many associations in
this world in which they are a member and have had difficulty in coping with and overcoming it
(Deveoglu, 2020: 343-347). Although the individual shares the virtual environment with others,
the nature of the associations he/she forms in work and non-work life is differentiated. In the
digital environment, business orientation, which is the demand of business life, is more easily
established, while sharing, which is a requirement of non-work life, is provided only in a limited
way and many behaviors that are appropriate to the nature of human beings depending on being
human, are not realized. Because loneliness is notjusta problem of not being able to communicate
with someone. Loneliness is a state of emotion. This emotional state is a situation that includes
the feelings of not being able to express oneself, not feeling trusted, and not belonging.

It would not be correct to consider loneliness only as the inability to communicate. The digital
environment is an environment where a virtual relationship is established between individuals.
However, this relationship is a type of relationship in which communication is realized only on a
certain platform by revealing certain characteristics of individuals. This type of relationship may not
include reciprocity or interlocutor situations, which are obligatory for face-to-face relationships.
Social relationship refers to an interaction that an individual establishes by taking into account
the behavior patterns of another individual or group. In this interaction, the individual takes into
account the existence of other individuals or groups and organizes the interaction accordingly.
The digital platform is a space where there is no such emotional transfer, where the need to be
organized according to the other person is not felt, and where the environment or the individual
is masked. These relationship situations in the digital world have produced new definitions today.
Some of these definitions have not yet found a Turkish equivalent.

Today, media-family communication has gained importance and revealed a complex
relationship. In this context, it blurs the boundaries between in-group and out-group, increases
the alternatives of being together with family members, and the relationship between them
becomes complicated as both parents and children are experienced in some issues and
inexperienced in others compared to the past (Cecen et al., 2023:72).

c. Difference in adaptation to technology

The development of technology continues at an increasing pace. Today, this course has led to
the concept and technology of artificial intelligence. Technological development also embodies
an important social change. Artificial intelligence is defined as a technological revolution that
solves problems as a learning system. The ability to analyze, learn and find solutions as a result
of these learnings in artificial intelligence can be applied in many areas and this development
brings many innovations. This effect of artificial intelligence has led to significant changes in
business processes; product and service quality has been affected, production loss and cost
have decreased, and employer and employee relations have changed. This technological view
of learning and decision-making embodies a significant change in social life. These developments

in technology have created an expectation of significant change in the professional field. It is often
stated that some professions will not exist in the coming years and new professions will emerge.

[t cannot be expected that all segments of society will respond to change at the same speed.
Because the situation of using technology will reveal different views in different age categories
in society. It will be seen that an individual who encounters digital elements, especially from
early childhood, increasingly uses these instruments at every stage of his/her chronological
development. However, it is seen that individuals who encounter digital elements at a later
age, with these elements, exhibit only enough ability to hold on to daily life. This difference
between generations in using digital technology will reveal important differences in accessing
and interpreting information. This difference is referred to as the generation gap.

Generations are named according to the effects of the historical breaks experienced and
it is accepted that each effect reveals common characteristics. A concept that emerges in this
context is the concept of Generation K. In 2015, Hertz, as a result of his research with young
people between the ages of 13-22, born between 1995-2002, defined them as the generation
of producers, creators and inventors by making a different classification than the previously
defined generations and called this generation Generation K. Born in the digital age and with
different worldviews compared to previous generations, these Generation K individuals are said
to have some common characteristics about life, even though they have grown up in different
environmental, cultural and educational environments in different parts of the world. According
to Hertz, this generation wants to put its own stamp on products, services and media as part of
the process of designing and creating an idea or product, not just buying it (Duygulu, 2018:640)

According to the speed of change, the period of defining generations has also changed. As
it is known, generation refers to individuals who have been affected by similar events, who
react similarly to events, who have similar tastes, who were born in the same years, that is,
at approximately the same age. In this definition, there has been a change in the traditional
acceptance of generations as 20 or 25 years old. Rapid change has started to widen the gap
between individuals of 10 years or less, and generation definitions have increased in recent
periods. An important area where the difference between generations can be seen is education.
Especially, the difference in technology usage levels of students and teachers has created a new
problem area in education. This difference can be seen not only in the use of technology by
teachers and students but also in the processes of implementing new teaching methods and
developing new teaching materials. The dynamic, rapidly changing profile of the student and the
more static structure of the teacher can create a problem area. Of course, this is not a problem
that only the teacher can solve. It is a situation that needs to be quickly presented as an output
in educational policies and investments.

Distance education, which hasbecome widespread with the pandemic, has putforward various
requirements in areas that form the basis of education, such as course material development,
measurement and evaluation. These requirements also make it compulsory to have a certain
technological tool. However, in developing countries such as Tiirkiye, it has been observed that
there are infrastructure problems related to distance education and that access to technology
and the internet can be a problem for all stakeholders in education. Two concepts emerge here.
One of them is digital nativeness and the other is digital nomadism. Of these concepts developed
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by Prensky in 2001, the concept of digital nativeness is a definition used for the generation that
grew up with new technologies, adopted, internalized and benefited from digitalization, while
digital nomadism defines those who, unlike digital natives, have adaptation problems in the use
of digital tools, have problems in adapting to technology and meet digital media later. The levels
of digital literacy or use of new technologies as a learning tool differ for those who fall under
both definitions. This points to the difficulty of building relationships between generations.

d. Cultural Lag and values

Culture is a production of society. It is also a unique element of society. Its uniqueness is what
distinguishes it from other societies. Society produces elements of material culture and spiritual
culture. The material elements of culture are the concrete situations or products it produces.
The immaterial elements of culture are the meanings and realities behind these concrete
situations. They are the meanings produced in relation to concrete situations. Although social
life makes concrete situations more visible, the real reality in society should be sought in the
meanings behind these concrete situations.

Rapid social change reveals a visible progress in the material elements of culture. Especially,
the development of technology increases its impact on daily life. However, what is expected
here is the harmony of the pace of development between the tangible cultural elements, i.e.,
the material elements of culture, and the intangible cultural elements. Otherwise, the situation
that will emerge will be cultural lag. In this context, cultural lag is a situation arising from
the fact that the rate of change between the elements of material culture and the elements of
immaterial culture is not the same. This is an important problem area for society. Because
it is the elements of spiritual culture that sustain society, establish solidarity in society or, in
the most general terms, ensure social integration. Values have a privileged importance for the
continuation of the social structure. Values are states that express goodness or beauty in society.
Values refer to social beliefs about the desirability, desirability or otherwise of something. The
most important feature of values is that they provide standards that guide behavior in various
situations. Values are the basis for introducing ourselves to others, for judging others' behavior
and our own behavior, for comparing ourselves with others, and for persuading others. In this
way, human beings establish criteria for evaluating events that guide their behavior. It specifies
ideal and desired lifestyles (Saganak, 2004: 715).

Values are indispensable in social life. This increasing place of technology and digitalization,
which is an element of it, in daily life has brought about a change in the system of values.
Therefore, while the elements of material culture are changing, the values that constitute the
elements of spiritual culture must take their place in this change. Otherwise, it will reveal the
situation that we will define as cultural lag. This means more clearly that social media, virtual
communities, or, more generally, the digital environment is an important area that needs to be
nurtured ethically. Because the problem of people not being face to face can create a weakness
in this area. Because society is also a structure of norms. On digital platforms, the effect of
norms, in general terms, social control, can be reduced. Social control teaches individuals
what to do as a given in the social life sphere. The lack of social control on social platforms can
reduce the effect of this regulation. This situation will bring us the concept of digital ethics.
Digital ethics is a set of rules about not harming others by using technology or the correct use
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of technology. This is again related to perceived reality. It is to adopt the fact that the virtual
reality situation is not without rules. It is to adopt the fact that this area is a set of moral and
courtesy rules that express elements such as respect and sharing. In this way, all transactions
and processes carried out over the internet will be done with the right behavior patterns, and
the moral appropriateness of all our behaviors in the virtual environment will gain importance.
At the same time, it will also serve as a guideline not only for the place of men in interpersonal
relations, but also for how the texts, visuals and content produced should be used. Therefore,
digital ethics is a situation with a very wide dimension that addresses both young people on
digital platforms and scientists in academic writing.

Conclusion

Social change can be analyzed in micro, meso, and macro dimensions. The main point here
is to be able to see the reactions of different segments of society to change and to comprehend
change on a global scale. The development of information technologies has been an important
factor in accelerating change. In addition, factors such as the falling costs of technology and
global competition have made it easier for social segments to access these technological
elements to an expanding extent. Thus, the access of social layers to informatics instruments
has become widespread.

While change is expressed, it is known that social institutions are also organized according
to this change. Institutions are systems of rules and each new situation brings new regulations
within the system of rules. However, the process of adaptation of different age categories of
society to this change and their effects on the change will be different from each other. While
change will be perceived as a problem for some segments of society, it will be seen as an
opportunity for others. Whether it is perceived as a problem or an opportunity, social rules
make this change indispensable.

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Abstract. The article describes the vision statements of young Kazakhstanis,
which allow us to study the moral phase of the corruption phenomenon through
the analysis of behavioral responses to corruption situations. Study of the anti-
corruption ethics among young people is based on the results of a nationwide
survey of Kazakhstan population conducted on the initiative of the Anti-
corruption Agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan, together with the Talap Center
for Applied Research. Such a survey was aimed at the perceptual evaluation of
corruption level in the country and the potential for integrity of the population.
The results of the survey demonstrate a negative attitude toward corruption
among the majority of the respondents. As well, they maintain a principled stand
on bribery and believe that corruption largely hinders the full implementation of
personal and professional activities. The study established the fact that the moral
guidelines of the majority of the rising generation broadcast anti-corruption
attitudes. In this regard, of particular interest is the role and power of the media
in creating the ethical ideals among young Kazakhstanis in general and their
anti-corruption worldview in particular. The article analyzes the possibilities of
the media in the development of anti-corruption ethics and behavior among the
population.
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Introduction

Corruption is one of the most dangerous systemic threats not only to the economic and
political security of the Republic of Kazakhstan but also to the moral foundations of society,
destroying the worldview and spirituality of the younger generation. From the traditional point
of view, corruption is perceived as a social evil that is rooted in the imperfection of the social
structure. At the same time, one cannot deny the fact that this imperfection is based on some
anomalies of the moral nature of man. It is in bribery that the social and the individual pass into
each other, thus forming a single symbiosis. And in this sense, corruption is a universal and, in
some way, irremovable phenomenon. American researchers Arnold A. Rogow and Harold D.
Lasswell noted that when we look into corruption in the political and administrative system of
a society, we should recognize that corruption is more or less inherent to any society and can be
considered as a part of the real system (Rogow, 2005).

In January 2021, Transparency International, an international organization dedicated to
combating corruption, released its annual Corruption Perceptions Index (CPI) for the year
2020. According to the report, Kazakhstan received a score of 38 points, ranking 94th globally.
The country shared this position with Brazil, Ethiopia, Peru, Serbia, Sri Lanka, Suriname, and
Tanzania (Kazakhstan climbs 19 positions in Transparency International’s CPI, 2021).

The Republic of Kazakhstan sets the task of countering corruption as a priority in state policy
at the present stage. But despite the measures taken by state authorities and society, corruption
is still dangerous to the normal functioning of social mechanisms and the modernization of
the Kazakhstan economy. Besides, corruption causes distrust among the population in the
institutions of government, thus hindering the implementation of social transformations.

Within the framework of Kazakhstan's societal transformation, the youth represent the
most mobile and rapidly adapting socio-demographic group. Due to their age characteristics
and relatively "marginal” social status, they are particularly sensitive to changes in their
environment. As a driving force of progress, young people play a key role in unlocking the socio-
cultural and socio-economic potential of the state. Their ability to adjust swiftly to new social
realities enables them to spearhead processes of sociocultural transformation within society.

According to popular opinion, the youth group belongs to people in the 14-30 age bracket.
These boundaries are quite flexible, conditional, and depend on the socio-economic and
historical context, as well as certain personal qualities and key events in the life of an individual.
Nevertheless, sociologists, demographers, and psychologists agree that most people complete
the process of life self-determination and get a stable position in the system of social relations
and economic independence by the age of 30.

Youth perceive corruption as illegal use by officials holding responsible public positions
of material benefits and advantages for themselves or third parties, extracting personally or
through intermediaries, as well as bribing others by providing benefits and advantages (Law of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, On combating corruption, 2015).

The initiatives undertaken by Kazakhstan's leadership, including stricter anti-corruption
measures, the digitalization of public services, and support programs for the population and
businessesduringthe pandemic, have been positively received by the global community. However,
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international experts also highlight concerns regarding violations of democratic freedoms. These
include a lack of transparency in financial reporting on healthcare expenditures, unjustified
restrictions on journalists, human rights defenders, and civil society representatives. Despite
ongoing efforts, Kazakhstan remains among the countries most vulnerable to corruption (Four
anti-corruption recommendations relevant for Kazakhstan, 2021).

However, corruption has not reached an alarming scale in all countries. For instance, nations
such as Switzerland, Denmark, the Scandinavian countries, Hong Kong, Singapore, and Thailand
have either eradicated corruption at its core or keep it firmly under state control. The key to
their success in combating corruption lies largely in the deeply rooted moral values within
society and the ethical integrity of individuals.

Morality encompasses a society’s shared beliefs about good and evil, right and wrong, as well
as the behavioral norms derived from these principles (New Encyclopedic Dictionary, 2006).
In this context, anti-corruption ethics can be defined as the moral stance of an individual who
rejects corruption as a societal ill - one that fosters injustice, inequality, greed, dishonesty,
shamelessness, impunity, arrogance, and other negative traits.

At the same time, some individuals do not adhere to these moral standards. They operate
based on their own interpretations of justice, responsibility, humanism, honor, dignity, and
duty. It is not that their actions necessarily contradict moral norms, but rather that they possess
the ability to construct a personal sense of moral comfort in situations where others might
experience pangs of conscience - such as disappointment, remorse, regret, or shame. Corruption,
like any other crime, has persisted for millennia because it continues to be rationalized through
certain moral justifications.

Data and Methods

To study the anti-corruption ethics of Kazakhstan youth, we turned to the results of a
large-scale survey of the population conducted at the end of 2019 on the initiative of the Anti-
Corruption Agency of the Republic of Kazakhstan to evaluate the perception of the corruption
level in the country and the potential for integrity of citizens. The survey was carried out by
Talap Center for Applied Research using a special mobile app “Talap. Surveys” using a random
sample of respondents throughout Kazakhstan. The reliability of data identification about the
respondents was confirmed through a mobile device (by IMEI), registration (via SMS), and
geolocation (Report on anti-corruption monitoring to identify areas most prone to corruption
based on the results of 2019, 2020).

The object of the study was the population of the Republic of Kazakhstan aged 18 years and
older.

The subject of the study was the attitude of the population to the situation around corruption
in Kazakhstan, assessment of the citizens’ potential to participate in anti-corruption policies,
and their integrity, i.e., integrity here means the development of an anti-corruption model of
behavior in the society.

The study covered 58,336 Kazakhstan citizens from 17 regions of Kazakhstan, 52% of whom
are women and 48% are men. The level of education of the respondents: 72% have higher
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education, 13.4% have specialized secondary education, 11.2% have secondary education,
2.9% have an academic degree, and 0.6% have primary education.

Study results were analyzed through mathematical treatment of data, its systematization
(calculation of answer options distribution), as well as visualization - a visual representation in
the form of tables and diagrams.

Whole composition of the survey questionnaire for the respondent includes three parts:
introductory, main and reference. The introductory part of the questionnaire outlines the
purpose and objectives of the study, describes how the results of the survey will be used,
guarantees the anonymity of information about the respondent, and also indicates the rules for
filling out the questionnaire.

The main part of the questionnaire consists of four blocks of questions aimed at obtaining
the necessary information from respondents, including: “Assessment of the level of perception
of corruption”, “Attitude towards corruption”, “Awareness of anti-corruption measures”, and
“Citizens' integrity potential”.

The reference part at the end of the questionnaire contains questions aimed at obtaining
information about the respondent (gender, age, region of residence, education, kind of activity).

Thus, the questionnaire consists of 35 questions, 26 of which are closed questions, 8 are
semi-closed, and 1 is open.

From a methodological perspective, this study is grounded in V.A. Yadov's dispositional
concept of personality (Yadov, 1979), which lies at the intersection of sociology and psychology.
This framework explores an individual’s cognitive, emotional, and behavioral predispositions
("dispositions") that shape their responses to different social conditions. In other words, it
examines psychological tendencies that influence a person’s readiness to engage in specific
activities within particular social contexts. Thus, the value level of public consciousness in the
hierarchy of dispositions seems to be strategically important for assessing the attitude of the
population towards corruption.

Results and Discussions

[t should be noted that one of the objectives of the study was to compare and identify
the difference in the perception of the corruption level in the country by youth and adult
respondents. The young respondents were people aged 18 to 30. This age range was defined
in accordance with the official classification of youth in the Republic of Kazakhstan valid in
2019, which considered individuals up to the age of 30 inclusive as youth. In addition, surveying
individuals under the age of 18 without the written consent of parents or legal guardians is
prohibited by current legislation governing sociological research involving minors. Therefore,
the sample was limited exclusively to adult participants.

In total, 52% of respondents aged 18 to 30 took part in the survey. The results of the study
showed that respondents of the young generation have the same opinion as older respondents
about the situation with corruption in the country. Thus, the results of the survey described
below demonstrate the general attitude of the young and older population towards the situation
with corruption in Kazakhstan.
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Since in our study we are interested in studying the moral phase of the corruption
phenomenon, we will focus on describing the respondents’ answers to those questions that
allow us to study their anti-corruption ethics more detailed.

According to the survey results, only 1/3 of the respondents assess the level of corruption in
the country as ‘high’, while 2/3 of the respondents assess the level of corruption in the country
as ‘medium’ and ‘low’ (Fig. 1).

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In particular, more than half of the respondents (54%) noted that the situation with corruption
in the country improved over the past 3 years (Fig. 2).

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Respondents were asked to express the degree of agreement with the severity of punishment
for a corruption offense and gave a hypothetical example with a possible outcome after reading
out a sentence in the court: “Imagine that an official was punished for a corruption offense
(taking a bribe up to 300,000 Tenge), the sentence is: a fine and 3 years of restriction of liberty
with deprivation of the right to hold public office.” Such a question indirectly makes it possible
to assess the mood of Kazakhstanis regarding the liberalization of the punishment policy for
corruption offenses.
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As a result, the majority of respondents agreed with the verdict, and every sixth respondent
considers such a punishment too mild. This indicates a low degree of tolerance for corruption
offenses, especially on the part of officials (Fig. 3).

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To the question ‘Should those who give bribes be punished?’ 76.9% of respondents answered
positively. At the same time, most of them believe that the punishment in this case for such
persons should be the same as for those who take bribes, and every fourth respondent believes
that bribe givers should be punished more severely than bribe takers (Fig. 4).

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Speaking about the ability of citizens to participate in anti-corruption policy, it should be
noted that the study showed that 63% of respondents are ready to take part in anti-corruption
activities, including as a volunteer (30.8%).

The survey results showed that the majority of Kazakhstanis have a negative attitude toward
corruption as a social phenomenon. At the same time, the negative attitude towards corruption
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is more clearly pronounced among representatives of the civil service, employees of the public
sector, and the quasi-public sector (Fig. 5).

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In total, 73.7% of respondents expressed their negative attitude towards corruption and
believe that corruption in the country, to a large extent, hinders the full implementation of
personal and professional activities (Fig. 6).

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An important result of the study was the confirmation of the fact that the moral guidelines
of Kazakhstan population broadcast anti-corruption attitudes. Personal attitudes towards
corruption based on the idea that bribes are bad are held by 62% of citizens. Thus, the majority
adhere to a principled ground on the issue of bribery.
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The study of the moral aspect of the corruption phenomenon becomes extremely relevant in
the Kazakhstan society when discussing the development of an intolerant attitude to corruption
on the part of youth. The Anti-Corruption Strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2015-
2025 approved by Decree of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan No. 986 on December
26, 2014, states the following: “The key role in this is played by the nurturing the younger
generation with new views and life principles that do not allow them to tolerate corruption. For
this purpose, it is important to engrain anti-corruption values through training and education
from childhood, at all stages of development and formation of the individual. Issues of integrity
and anti-corruption culture should be included in the education system” (The Anti-Corruption
Strategy of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2015-2025, 2014).

Instilling an anti-corruption mindset among young people can be effectively achieved through
examplesoflawful and ethical behavior thatemphasize integrity, honesty, and conscientiousness.
Such an educational approach helps youth understand that corruption is not a solution but
merely an easy, yet illegitimate, path that ultimately leads to negative consequences.

Education of anti-corruption values among the younger generation within the higher-
education system can be both formal and informal. Formal education includes learning by
students of compulsory disciplines that form an anti-corruption worldview, while informal
education is implemented through the organization and holding of such extracurricular
activities as round tables, promotions, conferences, etc.

Unfortunately, in practice, the implementation of formal anti-corruption measures in the
educational system often becomes a pedagogical and organizational task. Teaching staff develop
numerous methodological recommendations which, as a rule, do not contain information about
those features of everyday vision of corruption that are already formed among Kazakhstan youth.

And at the same time, the developers of such methodological recommendations do not always
take into accountthose peculiarities thatare inherentin the minds of young people. Youth represent
the most energetic, dynamic, and rapidly evolving segment of society. It is within this group that
new perspectives, innovative ideas, and advanced technologies emerge and are put into practice. As
the driving force behind future development, the younger generation shapes the direction of societal
progress. A prosperous future depends on their active social and civic engagement, including a strong
commitment to combating corruption in all its forms and at every level.

Contemporary youth can, among other things, be characterized by a significant distortion in
their sense of justice, which results in the perception that corruption is a common and normal
occurrence in their country. This distortion, found in some young people who grew up during
the economic, political, and cultural reforms over the 30 years of Kazakhstan's independence,
can be referred to as legal nihilism.

As for informal anti-corruption education, there is the following trend: many extracurricular
activities regarding the development of an anti-corruption worldview are mainly aimed at
enriching and accumulating students' theoretical knowledge, but do not encourage them to be
guided by the law in case of their own selfish gain. Mainly this is because of the fact that, along
with anti-corruption education in universities, students receive the opposite idea of corruption
from the media, which often not only highlights an inefficient work of the public sector in anti-
corruption efforts but also promotes illegal activities.
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[t should be noted that in modern reality, the mass media has its special role in the informal
formation of moral ideals among the younger generation in general and their anti-corruption
worldview in particular. Mass media, so-called the ‘fourth power’, today act as a powerful tool
for the development of public consciousness, attitudes and interests. A distinctive feature of the
media sources is that through this institution, the state can influence the mass consciousness
of the population, prompting them to commit certain actions or inaction. Therefore, one cannot
ignore the huge power and potential of the media world, which can be directed to anti-corruption
education of the younger generation.

Conclusions

The capabilities of the media world for the development of anti-corruption ethics and
behavior are as follows:

1. informing the public about prompt and effective ways of interacting with state bodies and
public institutions on combating manifestations of corruption;

2. clear and transparent communication about state bodies’ activities and the ways of
interacting with them, which will positively affect the effectiveness of feedback from the
population;

3. highlighting the success of past positive experiences in the implementation of anti-
corruption policy and practice in the fight against corruption at the regional, state and
international levels;

4. informing about the results of research aimed at studying modern forms of corruption and
combating them;

5. promotion of a negative attitude towards corruption through the demonstration of
materials on the strict punishment of corrupt officials and persons involved in any corruption
crime;

6. promotion of anti-corruption behavior patterns and socially acceptable ways for youth to
achieve the desired goals.

Thus, the general task of the media world in the development of anti-corruption ethics is
to inform the public that corruption is not a way of quick and mutually beneficial interaction
between individual entities but a real crime that entails negative consequences not only
for participants in the corruption scheme in particular but also poses a threat to the state
development as a whole. At the same time, the mass media need to create an atmosphere of
intolerance towards corruption among the youth which will lead not only to anti-corruption
behavior of the young people but also to the development of an anti-corruption worldview.

In 2025, the authors plan to conducta follow-up study on integrity and perceptions of corruption
in the country, specifically targeting student youth. The anticipated research will provide an
empirical foundation for a subsequent publication within the scope of this thematic area.

Scientometric analysis of value priorities: trends and perspectives

Abstract. This article presents a scientometric analysis of the key concepts of “value” and “priorities”
in scientific publications of the Scopus and Web of Science databases. The paper aims to identify trends
and directions of research related to these terms from 2014 -2024. The choice of this period allows us to
establish the state of the studied direction and identify trends in its further development. SciVal internal
tools for working with the Scopus database and VOS Viewer software for visualization of keywords in Web
of Science database publications were used for the analysis. Based on the analysis, a bibliometric map
of keyword presence in different publications was built, and the interdisciplinary connection with the
research topic was graphically visualized. The study revealed that the keywords “value” and “priorities”
are multidimensional and are used in various scientific disciplines to analyze the significance of ideas,
phenomena, resources, and strategies, which makes them important for understanding both individual
fields of science and interdisciplinary research. According to research results in the Scopus database,
the main related fields are medicine, neuroscience, psychology, social sciences, arts and humanities,
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business, management, and accounting, and in Web of Science - environmental, technology, business,
medicine, and computer science categories.

The value of the conducted research lies in identifying key trends in understanding value priorities
based on scientometric data, which contributes to a deeper understanding of the direction of development
of modern humanities.

The practical significance of the research results obtained lies in the possibility of applying them to
the formation of scientific development strategies, identifying priority areas of research in the field of
humanitarian knowledge to monitor the dynamics of scientific interest in the topic of values in various
disciplinary contexts.

Implementation of the state language policy of the RK: expert assessment

Abstract. The issues of language policy implementation are relevant in the context of linguistic
self-determination of an independent state, which is modern Kazakhstan. The analysis of the results of
language policy monitoring contributes to its improvement and adequate implementation by the state,
which is important in the context of balancing the linguistic interests of all ethnic groups living in the
Republic of Kazakhstan.

The purpose of the study is to carry out a comparative analysis of longitudinal survey data on
the implementation of the state language policy of the republic for 2018 and 2023 and to develop
recommendations for improving the language policy.

Research methodology- quantitative research method, expert survey, sample size- 60 external and
internal experts from science and education, technology, economics and law, and media in 2018, and 50
internal and external experts from NGOs, education, and the manufacturing sector in 2023. The method
of comparative analysis and document analysis was also applied.

Results and conclusions of the study - in the period from 2018 to 2023, there is the formation of a
new linguistic trend in the country - the change of communicative environment and its transition from
traditional bilingualism to polylingualism, there are changes in the assessment of the prospects of the
use of the main languages of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the assessment of the population in the
issue of translation of the state language into Latin.

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Abstract. Protests frequently emerge as amanifestation of societal grievances,
shedding light on various challenges faced by the population. In response,
governments can adopt diverse strategies to address these issues. These
include engaging in dialogue with protest organizers to negotiate solutions and
implement policy changes, or employing repressive measures such as deploying
security forces, imposing curfews, or restricting assembly rights.

This study examines the state's response to the social protests that erupted
following the 2019 presidential election in Kazakhstan. While previous research
has explored triggers, key actors, and barriers to social mobilization in Central
Asia, particularly Kazakhstan, this study adopts a novel approach. Utilizing
content analysis of presidential speeches and video analysis of protests, it
assesses the state's reaction. The findings reveal that the immediate response
to the protests was marked by legal restrictions and suppression. In contrast,
the state's long-term strategy involved attempts to address the socio-economic
demands of the protesters through dialogue and accommodation.

The study illustrates a complex and evolving interaction between the state
and civil society in Kazakhstan. The state's response combined both conciliatory
and repressive measures, tailored to the specific circumstances and perceived
threat levels of the protests. This dual approach enabled the state to maintain
control while demonstrating a readiness to engage with societal concerns
through negotiation.

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State response to social protests: exploring the dynamics of civil society and state dialogue

Introduction

Citizen participation in contentious politics (e.g., signing petitions, wearing stickers, and
protests) was a rare case in the 1990s in Kazakhstan, however, the colored revolutions of 2003-
2005 in Ukraine, Georgia, and Kyrgyzstan and the Arab spring had an impact on the political
activism of Kazakhstani citizens. Since 2010, there has been a growing number of protests on
the streets. The most evocative protests are the anti-Chinese protests in 2010, Zhanaozen riots
in 2011, the land reform protests in 2016, the protests of mothers of many children and the
protests against the results of the presidential election in 2019.

According to the Kazakhstan International Bureau for Human Rights (KIBHR), most of the
protests are impulsive; in other words, they respond to some changes in the political system or
decisions, reforms. Nasimova et al. argue that protests since 2010 have undergone a process of
depoliticization, with social issues taking precedence (Nasimova, Buzurtanova, and Saitova, 2019).
For instance, in 2017, only 5.5% of protests focused on political matters, whereas a significant
majority, approximately 78%, centered around social issues (Nasimova et al, 2019). Another
characteristic of protests in Kazakhstan relates to their episodic and local nature. Wolters argues
that this is due to the vast territory with huge distances between oblasts and dramatic regional
differences that hinder the network protests (Schmitz and Wolters, 2012). According to Worldwide
Governance Indicators, Voice and Accountability has been worsening since 2006. Similarly,
Bertelsmann Stiftung’s Transformation Index ranks Kazakhstan as a hard-line autocracy and
highlights its repressive environment where alternative voice is curtailed and viewed as unwelcome
(Bertelsmann, 2016). However, McGlinchey argues that the Kazakh government tends to elicit
accommodationist responses compared to its counterparts in Central Asia (McGlinchey, 2009).

This study seeks to investigate the protests that occurred immediately following the 2019
presidential election in Kazakhstan, with the primary research question being: What is the
state's response to political protests? The paper is structured as follows: the authors begin
with a literature review and theoretical framework that contextualizes protests in post-Soviet
countries. The methodology section outlines the data collection process, which involved content
analysis and videography. The findings section presents a triangulation of all findings and tests
the main hypothesis, while the study concludes with a brief discussion and conclusion.

Literature review

Any social movement reflects existing social conflict and represents a series of challenges for
power holders. Those challenges become especially critical and hinder the stability of existing
regimes when incumbents experience legitimacy and trust crises. According to Giugni and
Passy, social movement activities can be classified based on their stance on goal, ranging from
agreement to disagreement with current policies, and the type of involvement, ranging from
discourse to action (Giugni and Passy, 1998). According to this classification, protest actions are
proposed as a typical means “that movements have at their disposal to reach their goals”. And
represents an “extreme” case when consensus on the political decision is not achievable and
discursive and communicative measures are not effective.

Protests are also recognized as an indicator of the incumbent’s popularity and according
to Hafner-Burton et al. forceful supersession or use of coercive measures against election-
related protests is an incumbent's effort to fend off threats to their power (Hafner-Burto, Hyde,
and Jablonski, 2014). And “government-sponsored” forceful suppression of protests initiated
by opposition or potential voters, recognized as a common process. Empirical evidence from
studies exhibits that election-related protests become increasingly successful in contributing
to the cancellation of an election or the resignation of the incumbent. However, “successful”
achievement of the protest’s goal is highly dependent on institutional constraints and legal
limitations on the incumbent’s ability to exploit a monopoly over violence.

In authoritarian countries, participation in protests is a risky matter, therefore, drivers in
authoritarian countries differ compared to now advanced countries. Income and education
levels are highly positively correlated in participation in contentious politics in advanced
industrial countries and the middle class played a significant role in regime change (Verba,
Schlozman and Brady,1995; Dalton, Van Sickle and Weldon, 2010). However, in authoritarian
countries, citizens with higher education are reluctant to participate in protests because they
are the main beneficiaries and their income depends on the existing regime. There is a high
opportunity cost for the middle class and this is the reason for free riding on participation of
economically disadvantaged groups (Campante and Chor, 2014; Achilov, 2017).

Many scholars argue that the reasons for protests in authoritarian countries stem from
the following issues: authoritarian rule, corruption, self-enriching elite, grave socio-economic
problems, nepotism and raising inequality (Kubicek 2011; Nasimova et al., 2019; Schmitz &
Wolters, 2012). The expansion of telecommunication technologies has transformed the political
culture of citizens in Kazakhstan. The frequent usage of the internet, mobile phones and social
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media such as Facebook, Vkontakte, and Twitter are the main drivers of social mobilization.
Achilov’s quantitative analysis illustrates a strong correlation between the frequent use of
social media by Kazakh respondents with intentions to participate in protests (Achilov, 2017).

Ruijgrok’s quantitative study employed country-year data from 1990 to 2013, and it displays
a positive correlation between internet usage and an increase in the number of protests
(Ruijgrok, 2017). In authoritarian countries, information through the internet facilitates the
process of mobilization and decreases the transaction cost for oppositional movements. Results
of protests vary in authoritarian countries. Vladisavljevi¢ examines protests of communist
Poland and Yugoslavia (1980) and post-Communist Ukraine and Serbia (2000, 2004, 2014).
According to the scholar, protests themselves are insufficient to bring regime changes, only
when protests are augmented with other factors such as structural conditions (i.e., financial or
economic crisis), elite conflicts and international factors (i.e. international aid for democratic
opposition, breakdown of the USSR), substantial political change is possible.

Hale’s research examines the colored revolution in post-Soviet space and explains the reason
of why colored revolutions shaped Ukraine, Georgia and Kyrgyzstan (Hale, 2005). He relates
it to the lame-duck syndrome, where the incumbent is unpopular and is expected to leave his
office, and the elite are aware of this, can orchestrate collective mobilization. This was the case
in Kyrgyzstan, where local elites were more independent vis-a-vis central power; therefore,
the elite could challenge the power and, with the help of huge masses, oust the incumbent.
In contrast, Radnitz provides an alternative view on why protests resulted in revolutions and
toppled regimes in Ukraine, Georgia, and Kyrgyzstan (Radnitz, 2010). In Radnitz's view, this
relates to early economic reforms where privatization, economic liberalization established new
capitalist elites whose interests put them at odds with the existing regime (2010). Therefore,
business elites played a crucial role in financing and mobilizing mass protests. This created a
stronger opposition and facilitated regime change in the above countries.

The presence of a collective action problem suggests that individuals often have conflicting
interests over common-pool resources and therefore fail to cooperate (Radnitz, 2010). Social
mobilization is still in its infancy in Kazakhstan, a huge territory, and the distance between
regions also hinders the mobilization. Growing inequality also impedes collective action as the
economically disadvantaged partofthe society is more willing to protest, whilst financially secure
middle-class individuals fear losing their jobs, social positions, and this makes mobilization a
hard task to accomplish (Achilov, 2017).

A theory of modular diffusion by Beissinger can explain the contentious politics in Central
Asian states (Beissinger, 2007). Modular diffusion states that previous social mobilizations in
similar contexts may have an impact on other states in the same region, that is to say, the model
of mobilization may emerge in one country and expand to other states through the impact of
ideas, behaviors,and models. The Tulip Revolution in the Kyrgyz Republic and its transformation
of the political system are a lesson for neighboring states that share similar characteristics.

Resource mobilization is another approach thatattempts to elucidate the dynamics of protests
in the post-Soviet countries. Resource mobilization theory stresses the availability of resources
to groups and participants’ positions in the social network. Recent research has shown that the
availability of resources such as education, usage of the internet, and membership in networks
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have a strong correlation with contentious politics (Achilov, 2017). Subversive clientelism
is the approach that highlights the role of elites in protests. Political protests are not a mere
interaction between the state and citizens, however, there is a third actor that contributes to the
evolution of relations in contentious politics - independent elites. According to Hale, McFaul,
and Radnitz, elites play a significant role in the processes of protests; whether the elite is loyal
to the incumbent or in favor of alternative forces that challenge the incumbent determines the
balance of power (2005; 2002; 2010).

Data collection and methodology

To answer the research questions, the content analysis of two speeches of President Tokayev
was subjected to NVivo analysis.

a) Presidentof Kazakhstan Kassym-Jomart Tokayev’s State of the Nation Address, September
2,2019.

b) Speech by the Head of State K. Tokayev at the Second National Council of Public Trust,
November 20, 2019.

The rationale behind the selection of these speeches relates to the topic and the venue of the
speech; the former speech’s topic states “Constructive dialogue - the basis of stability,” which
was delivered a couple of months after the election and protests. Whilst the latter one was
delivered to the National Council of Public Trust. Thus, these Speeches are perceived as both a
reaction to political protests following the election and a novel avenue for state-society dialogue.

Moreover, responses of the Ministry of Internal Affairs, the General Prosecutor’s office, and
the Ministry of Information were subject to content analysis. The study employs a data-driven
inductive-coding approach.

Since the protests were already held, access for firsthand observational data is not available;
therefore, an alternative way of observation - video reports of these events were chosen as
a main data source. Since the protests were attracting the attention of official opposition-
related mass media as well as active contributors of social media, there was an abundance of
video materials reporting from the scene. Video and other digital audiovisual materials are
widely recognized by scholars as an important form of research data, and video technology
offers expanded possibilities for looking at interaction and communication in various ‘natural’
settings (Knoblauch and Schnettler, 2012). Since the use of video has important consequences
for the focusing process in ethnographic studies, Knoblauch and Tuma perceive videography as
a specific form of focused ethnography (2020). Interpretive video analysis in this study is based
on the basic phenomenological and methodological assumptions of interpretive social science,
implying that any action is guided by meanings, therefore, they cannot merely be observed.
According to Schutz, meanings can be distinguished between the ones thatactors themselves link
with their actions, that is ‘constructs of the first order’, and the meanings that outside observers
conceive, these are ‘constructs of the second order’ (Schutz, 1962). Therefore, while interpreting
the ‘object), we also simultaneously involve the observer’s knowledge. And according to Heath,
to identify the visible action that constitutes the situation, hermeneutic activity involves
not only describing and explaining action itself, but also determining the knowledge that is
needed to understand the situation and actions (1997). Objectivity of the method is ensured
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by relying on interpretations of only observable actions and excluding theoretical assumptions,
or actors’ invisible factors like motives, subconscious desires, or attitudes. Thus, the rationale
for employing the methodology of videography in this study is to expand the data collection
methods to improve the internal validity of the study and ensure the consistency and reliability
of research findings.

Audio-visual data for videography was selected based on the convenient judgmental
sampling strategies. Trustworthiness of the data, especially validity, objectivity, and reliability
designated as a basic eligibility criterion for sampling. To ensure correspondence of data to
predefined trustworthiness “standard”, the following sub-criterion were identified for sample
selection: video materials should be published on official media channels, the venue and time of
the event should be identifiable, and video data should not contain subjective interpretation of
the recorded events. The guiding principle for achieving an adequate sample size was a point of
“data saturation”, when it is observed that adding more video data does not result in additional
perspectives or information. In conformity with the abovementioned criterion, 4 videos
reporting 4 hours and 27 minutes of pre-election protests, and 3 videos reporting 2 hours and
35 minutes of post-election protests were selected. Access to videos is given in the appendices.

Findings and analysis

Content analysis

Results of the content analysis exhibits that the most frequent words in the analyzed
President’s speeches were “the government” (40 times), citizens (HaceseHue, epadxcdane 31
times), to provide (16 times), development (33 times), business (15 times), increase (13 times),
social (14), responsibility (10 times) and Elbasy (10 times).

Similar findings emerged from the coding frequencies conducted in NVivo, highlighting that
speechesby K. Tokayev predominantly address themesrelated to reforms and social initiatives.
These themes can be categorized into six broad categories: reforms, social policy (support of
multi-child family, increase the salary, education, medical services), interaction between the
state and society (the public, public protests, alternative view, the National Council of trust,
accountability), non-state actors (small-medium enterprise, the quasi-state sector, researchers
and scientists), state actors (First President Elbasy, Ministries, the government, regions: urban
policy), political initiatives has a lower references (encouraging women in politics, Parliament
opposition, registration of new parties). Quantification of frequent words and coding illustrates
that the President views the demands of the protestors through economic reforms and social
changes. The speech acknowledges the responsibility of the state and at the same time, there isa
clear message that the policy of the First President Elbasy will remain. Therefore, political reforms
are not an urgent agenda and are expected to be fulfilled in a gradual phase. This is apparent from
the coding (attached), where political initiatives have fewer references in the speech.

Video-analysis

The findings from videography demonstrate limited forceful responses on the part of state
bodies. However, it's noteworthy that the forceful state reaction is not uniformly distributed
across all protests, and the state's response strategies to protests exhibit heterogeneity.
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An analysis of the communicative interactions between protestors and the state, observed
in their natural context, reveals that during the initial stages of protests, coercive measures
and suppression were the primary communication strategies employed by the state. These
protests were a response to announcements regarding the upcoming presidential elections
and commenced on May 1st. The analysis indicates a lagged correlation between the scale of
protests and the level of the state’s forceful response. Protests exhibited an accumulative nature,
reaching their peak participation between June 9th and 12th, while subsequent "unscheduled"
protests after the election, starting from July 6th, showed declining participation trends. The
state's use of coercive measures mirrored the accumulative nature of protests with a lag. During
the pre-election protests on May 1st, the state made attempts to initiate constructive dialogues,
that was initiated by the representatives of local law enforcement, internal affairs departments,
and the akim of the Medeu region in Almaty acting as the main mediators.

However, protestors displayed resistance, coupled with skepticism and distrust towards the
dialogue and attempts by state representatives. Analysis of recorded protests indicates that the
primary aim of the call for dialogue was not genuine communication but rather the peaceful
suppression of protests. Despite this, the central message of the protestors remained focused on
the demand for freedom of choice, and any efforts by state representatives to initiate dialogue
were met with chants from the protestors: “We have a choice” (“Y nac ecmb 8b160p”) and “Disgrace”
(“llo3op”). However, as the protests continued, the discourse became increasingly fuzzy, diverse,
and unsystematic. Protestors began addressing a wide range of issues, including socio-economic
concerns, inequality, unemployment, economic decline, accountability, corruption, and political
reforms.

It's worth noting that the state's forceful reaction varied among different protests. During
the first pre-election protests, participants were detained by the police only after two hours
of demonstration. Initially, state representatives attempted to suppress the protests using
physical barriers and threats of arrest due to the illegality of unpermitted protests. However,
the “ineffectiveness” of these measures led to actual suppression and detention. Interestingly, in
Astana, representatives of the city's law enforcement departments even attempted to negotiate
with protestors. They offered to release detained protestors if others agreed to end the protest.

Furthermore, video analysis revealed that during the early pre-election protests, participants
appeared as a homogeneous group with a common interest in claiming political and civil
rights. However, as time progressed, the homogeneity of protestors diminished, leading to
the emergence of scattered and highly segmented groups. These included "Oyan, Qazagstan,”
advocating for political reforms and freedom for political prisoners; "Zheltogsan," emphasizing
socio-economic issues, accountability, and vindication of movement participants; "Nur Otan"
(now “Amanat”) supporters calling for peaceful development and sustainability, as well as
various other unorganized groups.

Itshouldbenoted thatthesefindingsarenotaperfectreflection ofrealitybecause the employed
methodology has its limitations that require consideration and proper response by researchers.
Especially, the realities portrayed in video records of the protests can be manipulated by the
person who filmed the protests and contain prejudice, and might reflect nothing more than
scenes chosen from a larger reality. Therefore, deep and adequate knowledge of the political
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environment, socio-economic issues on the ground, and a holistic view of the context are crucial
for objective analysis. This paper endeavors to provide insights by reflecting on available data
and video material, social and political context.

Conclusion

The state's response to social protests can vary widely depending on political, social, and
economic factors, as well as the prevailing political culture and governance structures within a
country. However, prioritizing dialogue, inclusivity, and proactive policy measures is often key
to effectively addressing the underlying issues fueling protests and promoting social cohesion
and stability.

Findings obtained by the study exhibit low mobilization of citizens, scattered and segmented
interests of protestors, and an impulsive, episodic, and local nature of protests. According to
video data, the authors observe an immediate state reaction to protests and legal restrictions
imposed upon participants of protests. Physical suppression of protests emerged as the primary
strategy available to incumbents to stabilize the political situation in the short term, leading to a
decrease in the scale of protests. Overall, in the long run, the state demonstrates responsiveness to
societal needs and actively works to accommodate protesters' requirements and dissatisfaction.
It allowed for defusing immediate tensions and also laid the foundation for long-term stability,
inclusive governance, and social progress. The content analysis of the President’s speeches showed
that the state holds an accommodating position toward the protesters’ requirements and is willing
to introduce a wide range of socio-economic reforms in Kazakhstan. When the state is responsive
to societal needs and endeavors to accommodate protesters' grievances and dissatisfaction, it
often signals a commitment to addressing underlying issues and fostering social cohesion.

In conclusion, the analysis of the state's response to the social protests following the 2019
presidential election in Kazakhstan reveals a nuanced interplay between repression and
conciliation. This study demonstrates that while the state's immediate reaction to protests is
often characterized by legal restrictions and suppression, there is also a concurrent effort to
engage in dialogue and address socio-economic grievances over the longer term. This dual
approach aligns with the findings of Giugni and Passy on contentious politics in complex
societies, which suggest that in environments marked by diverse social and political dynamics,
the strategies of both state and non-state actors are shaped by the intricate interactions between
various societal factors (Giugni and Passy, 1998). Political conflict must be understood within
its broader socio-political context. The case of Kazakhstan illustrates how state responses are
tailored not only to manage dissent but also to navigate the complex fabric of societal needs
and demands. Thus, understanding the state's strategy requires an appreciation of this balance
between control and accommodation, reflecting the broader patterns of contentious politics in
complex and evolving societies.

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Abstract. Kazakhstan hasbeen experiencing a decline in citizens’ institutional
trust, particularly in Parliament, the courts, and the national government,
over the past decade. There is an urgent need to investigate the factors that
influence this erosion of trust. This study aims to examine the impact of
perceived government performance and cultural factors on institutional trust in
Kazakhstan. For that purpose, the study employs the World Values Survey’s 7th
wave forregression analysis. Institutional trustis captured through citizens’ trust
in Parliament, courts, and the national government. To measure the perceived
government performance, this research employs variables such as corruption
perception, income inequality, satisfaction with political system performance
and satisfaction with the financial situation of the household at the individual
level. Cultural factors have been captured through national pride, respect for
authority and interpersonal trust. The findings demonstrate that satisfaction
with a political system performance has a positive impact on institutional
trust. In contrast, higher perception of corruption lowers the degree of trust in
political institutions of Kazakhstan. With respect to cultural variables, national
pride is positively associated with institutional trust. These findings have policy
implications as to how improve the trust in national government, Parliament,
and courts of Kazakhstan.
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Origins of institutional trust in Kazakhstan

Introduction

Institutional trust is essential for both developing and developed countries and governments
try to improve citizens’ trust in various institutions as it contributes to regime’s sustainability,
economic prosperity and compliance with the law (Scholz & Lubell M., 2013). It is particularly
critical for Kazakhstanasthereisagrowing dissatisfaction with the institutions and deteriorating
socio-economic conditions (Kudaibergenova & Laruelle, 2022).

One of the common explanations found in the existing scholarship is “the trust-as-evaluation”
approach. In other words, trust is an outcome of citizens’ subjective evaluation of government
performance (Easton, 1975; Van der Meer & Hakhverdian, 2017). Easton emphasizes performance
and claims that citizens’ evaluation of performance determines the stock of trust in authorities
and institutions (Easton, 1975). Likewise, scholars argue that good performance that produces
substantive policy outcomes should generate high levels of trust in authorities and institutions
(Van der Meer & Hakhverdian, 2017). Scholars measure the subjective evaluation through citizens’
perceptions of economic and political system performance, economic satisfaction, and household
income (McAllister, 1999; Zmerli & Castillo, 2015). In the “trust-as-evaluation” approach, scholars
pay attention to economic inequality as an explanatory variable (Zmerli & Castillo, 2015). Zmerli
and Castillo’s study on Latin America concludes that higher levels of objective income inequality
(GINI index) are negatively associated with political trust, the perception of unfair income
distribution also decreases trust in institutions and authorities (Zmerli & Castillo, 2015). The
rising income inequality leads to a negative feeling toward the political system and thus it reduces
the trust in public institutions. In the case of the EU intercountry inequality contributes to lower
trustin EU institutions (Guinjoan & Rico, 2018). Previous studies on post-Soviet countries suggest
that the performance of institutions is a good predictor of the varying degree of trust compared to
cultural explanations (Mishler & Rose, 2001; McKee et al., 2013).

Another explanation of changing institutional trust is cultural factors such as authoritarian
orientation, social trust and national pride. For example, more recently, scholars stress the
pivotal role of authoritarian orientation as an independent determinant of trust in Asian
societies (Ma & Yang, 2014; Baniamin et al., 2020). Similarly, Roger Sapsford and his colleagues
also highlight the role of social cohesion as a determinant of trust in post-Soviet societies.
There is some literature on political and institutional trust in Central Asia. Bekmagambetov
et al. (2018) studied the relationship between political trust and protest behavior among
Kazakhstani college students. Junisbai and Junisbai (2019) examined institutional trust in
Central Asian countries, but their study does not include cultural factors as a potential predictor
of trust in Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan. Another research by McKee et al. conducted a survey
in nine post-Soviet countries (Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan are included) between 2001 and
2010/2011 and revealed that institutional theory has a strong predicting power of trust (McKee
etal, 2013). Similar to Mishler and Rose’s study in post-communist Eastern and Central Europe
and former Soviet Union states (Mishler & Rose, 2001). Nevertheless, there is no research that
specifically focuses on Central Asian states and includes both explanations of cultural factors
and perceived institutional performance to show the origins of institutional trust in this region.
This quantitative inquiry addresses this gap in the literature.
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This research aims to examine the impact of perceived government performance and
cultural factors (independent variables of interest) on institutional trust (dependent variable)
in Kazakhstan. This study draws on WVS and sets the following research question: “How
do perceived government performance and cultural factors impact on institutional trust in
Kazakhstan?” It defines institutional trust as citizens’ confidence toward the three political
institutions namely the national government, parliament, and court system. In addition, in this
study, we define cultural factors as authoritarian orientation, national pride and social trust.
There is a body of research on social and political trust in post-Soviet countries, which primarily
focuses on East Europe and Russia (Mishler & Rose, 2001; McKee et al., 2013). However, no one
looked at the relationship between the institutional trust and cultural factors in the Central
Asian setting, particularly in Kazakhstan.

Data and methodology

To evaluate the impact of perceived government performance and cultural factors on
institutional trust in Kazakhstan, this study draws on the WVS 7th wave. The sample size is about
1,300 respondents. A multi-stage sampling procedure stratified by region and respondents’
location was implemented in Kazakhstan.

Prior studies that examine the origins of institutional and political trust in various
contexts have used three proxy variables: confidence in the executive, legislative, and judicial
branches, particularly within the Asian context (Wong et al.,, 2011). These three institutions are
essential and wield significant power in shaping major policies and strategies in Kazakhstan.
Moreover, citizens are typically aware that street-level bureaucracies, such as the police or local
governments, do not have determining power, as their role is primarily one of implementation.
Therefore, this study also utilizes the commonly employed variables and measures institutional
trust through Kazakhstani citizens' confidence in the parliament, national government, and
courts. An additive index was created on institutional trust, the Cronbach alpha scores of the
institutional trust index exceed the conventionally accepted 0.70 thresholds (Appendix 2).
To check the adequacy of the sample, the Kaiser-Meyer-Olkin test has been employed and it
exceeds 0.5, which means the sampling is adequate and sufficient for analysis (Field, 2013).

Existing research employs social trust, national pride and authoritarian values as cultural
explanations for institutional and political trust [Godefroidt, 2017; Baniamin et al.,, 2020].
This study also uses them as independent variables for cultural explanation. In this study, we
use social trust and interpersonal trust interchangeably. National pride is measured based on
responses to the following questions: “How proud are you to be the nationality of this country?”
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Answers range from 1 (I am not national) to 5 (very proud). The authoritarian orientation was
measured through “Greater respect for authority”, where 1 indicates it as a “bad thing”, 2 means
“don’t mind” and 3 means “good thing”. Social trust is captured through “Trust: people you meet
for the first time” answers ranging from 1 (do not trust at all) to 4 (trust completely).

To measure perceived government performance, the study uses the following questions
from WVS: satisfaction with the political system performance, perceptions of income inequality,
satisfaction with the financial situation of the household, and corruption perception. Answers
for satisfaction with political system performance range from 1 (not satisfied at all) to 10
(completely satisfied). With respect to income inequality, respondents were asked to evaluate
the income differences where 1 indicates that the “income is more equal” and 10 means “larger
income differences”. In addition, the study added the statement “Satisfaction with the financial
situation of household” which is evaluated from 1(dissatisfied) and 10 (satisfied). Finally,
corruption perception is measured through a 10-point scale where 1 implies “no corruption”
and 10 means “abundant of corruption”. Control variables include the age.

The following regression model was estimated by OLS:

In this formula, Trust_indexik is the institutional trust for the ith individual from the country.
The formula includes interest independent variables and control variable such as age and € ik
stands for the error term. Table 1 in Appendix 1 represents descriptive statistics for Kazakhstan.

Results

The OLS regression model has a good fit, according to R-squared, around 11% of variation
in dependent variable is explained by the independent variables included into this regression
model. Several independent variables are statistically significant (Table 3). Among these, one
cultural factor - national pride - emerges as a key contributor to institutional trust. Additionally,
satisfaction with the political system's performance positively influences institutional trust,
while the perception of corruption has a statistically significant negative effect. All three
variables - national pride, satisfaction with political system performance, and corruption
perception - are highly significant at the 99% confidence level. Of the three, national pride
has the highest coefficient, accounting for 0.26. These findings will be discussed further in the
following section.

Discussion and conclusion

Two perceived government performance variables - satisfaction with political system
performance and corruption perception - are statistically significant in this model (Table 3).
Firstly, satisfaction with the political system's performance is statistically very significant in
predictinginstitutional trustin Kazakhstan. Institutional trust was measured through confidence
in three branches - courts, parliament and national government, all three combined generate
the overall political system. Assessment of these three institutions by citizens mainly relies on
their satisfaction with the political system in the country. During the Nazarbayev regime, the
state pursued an "economics first" policy but neglected the performance of the political system
(Knox, 2008). Not surprisingly, according to the model, none of the economic indicators of
perceived government performance (e.g., income inequality, household financial satisfaction)
have a significant impact on institutional trust. Instead, it is the perceived satisfaction with the
political system's performance that determines institutional trust. This suggests that, at this stage
of development, improving institutional trust among citizens requires the implementation of
meaningful reforms in the political system. These findings also resonate with other scholarship
on regime legitimacy in Kazakhstan. Kudaibergenova and Laruelle (2022) argue that before the
Covid-19 pandemic, the absence of contested elections or accountable governance, coupled with
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the spread of patronal politics, left Kazakh citizens with little opportunity to influence political
decision-making. This situation was further exacerbated by the worsening socio-economic
conditions during the pandemic. It is important to note that the World Values data was collected
prior to the onset of COVID-19, meaning that citizens' primary concerns at the time were related
to the performance of the political system, a factor that is clearly reflected in the regression
model (Table 3). This is why K-]. Tokayev government placed greater emphasis on political
reforms, particularly the introduction of consultative mechanisms, strengthening the role of the
Majilis, diminishing the power of the President, and implementing changes to the party system.
For example, the government reduced the number of signatures required to establish a political
party to 5,000 and simplified the procedures for party registration; the state also introduced
mixed elections for the Majilis (70% proportional and 30% majoritarian), and adopted a mixed
system for regional representative bodies (50% proportional and 50% majoritarian) (Barro
& Cornell, 2022; Isaacs, 2022; Makulbayeva & Sharipova, 2024). Secondly, the perception of
corruption harms institutional trust (Table 3). While N. Nazarbayev’s government (before
2019) was able to address petty corruption, primarily through digital mechanisms in public
service (e.g., one-stop shops), grand corruption remained largely intact (Sharipova, 2020).
Wealth generated from natural resources has been concentrated in the hands of a narrow
group of individuals, and citizens often perceived this as symptoms of grand corruption. This
perception has, in turn, contributed to a decline in institutional trust, particularly in the national
government, courts, and parliament.

The findings indicate that, among cultural factors, national pride is the only one that positively
impacts institutional trust. In the post-independence period, Kazakhstan has emphasized
national identity projects to strengthen regime legitimacy. The government introduced several
initiatives aimed at raising patriotism among the population, including “Kazakhstan-2050,”
“Mangilik EL,” and the “Strategy ‘Zhastar-Otanga!”” (Ziegler, 2016). As a result, national pride is
closely linked to institutional trust, as it forms a key element of the regime’s legitimacy. This
suggests that the national projects designed to promote patriotism also contribute to enhancing
citizens’ trust in institutions.

Other cultural variables, such as authoritarian orientation and interpersonal trust, do not
contribute to institutional trust in Kazakhstan. Scholars argue that authoritarian and traditional
values have deep roots and continue to persist in Central Asian states. According to Haerpfer
and Kizilova (2020), although power is formally divided into three branches, legislative, judicial,
and executive, in Central Asian countries, the executive branch and the President maintain
dominance, reflecting the persistence of traditional (patriarchal) values in the region. During
the economic hardship and ideological vacuum of the 1990s, people in Central Asia sought a
strong leader who could restore stability and order, fostering a higher inclination to support an
authoritarian leader. However, according to Inglehardt's post-materialism theory, individuals
in affluent societies, with higher socioeconomic conditions, are more likely to reject authority
and hierarchy (Inglehart & Abramson, 1999). Given Kazakhstan’s status as a higher-middle-
income country, Kazakhstani citizens’ values have shifted from materialist toward self-assertive
values. According to the World Values Survey, the stock of authoritarian values in Kazakhstan
has decreased: in 2011, 54.7% of Kazakhstani respondents indicated that "greater respect for
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authority" is a positive trait, but by 2020, this figure had fallen to 48% (World Bank Kazakhstan,
n.a.). This suggests that, due to improved socioeconomic conditions, Kazakhstani citizens are
increasingly rejecting hierarchy and authority. As self-assertive values rise, it becomes more
difficult to convince the population to view the executive branch and political institutions as
a rescuer. This implies that authoritarian values do not contribute to institutional trust. In
countries with stronger authoritarian tendencies, such as China, citizens tend to have higher
trust in institutions, as they view state institutions with less critical scrutiny.

The next cultural variable, interpersonal trust (or social trust), is not associated with
institutional trust in Kazakhstan. Mishler and Rose’s (2008) findings in post-communist
societies show that interpersonal trust does not significantly impact institutional trust because,
under the Communist regime, civil society organizations were tightly controlled, and these
organizations are typically seen as the key platform for fostering interpersonal trust. As a result,
there is little distinction between interpersonal trust and institutional trust in post-communist
societies, including Kazakhstan. To this day, civil society in Kazakhstan remains largely under
the control of state bodies, often referred to as a "state-led civil society." Interpersonal trust is
usually cultivated through civil society, but since Kazakhstan's civil society resembles a state-
directed model, interpersonal trust does not contribute significantly to institutional trust.

The following proxy variables for perceived government performance - income inequality and
satisfaction with the financial situation of the household - are not significant in the regression
model (Table 3). Regarding income inequality, according to the World Bank, Kazakhstan’s GINI
index accounted for 27.8 in 2018 and Kazakhstan witnessed substantial improvements in income
inequality over the last two decades. GINI index of income inequality accounted for 30.2, and
it has gradually declined to 27.8 in 2018 [26]. Also, Van der Meer argues that when we control
corruption, income inequality does not impact political and institutional trust (Van der Meer,
2017). This implies that once the corruption is well addressed, the income inequality does not
concern Kazakh citizens. Finally, the regression model shows that satisfaction with the financial
situation of households does not impact the institutional trust. The World Values Survey data was
collected in 2018, which is before the Covid-2018 and worsening geopolitical situations. Thus, it
does not capture the more recent trend with respect to socio-economic conditions in Kazakhstan.
We, therefore, acknowledge that more recent data will challenge these findings because the
pandemic has obviously exacerbated the economic situation for many social groups and the
current rise in oil and gas prices also negatively impact on household’s financial situation, which
has a close relationship with institutional trust (Kudaibergenova & Laruelle, 2022). This finding,
therefore, requires further thorough research referring to a more recent data in the country.

Regardless of outdated data and some limitations, this article makes a valuable contribution
to the existing literature on institutional trust in the Central Asian context. In addition to the
impact of endogenous variables, such as satisfaction with the political system’s performance
and satisfaction with the household’s financial situation, this study also explores the effects
of exogenous variables like interpersonal trust, national pride, and authoritarian orientation
on institutional trust. The empirical findings suggest that both endogenous and exogenous
variables influence institutional trust to some extent. Specifically, perceptions of corruption
and satisfaction with the political system performance have a significant impact on trust in

institutions. Therefore, the state should take more stringent measures to address grand
corruption and enhance the political system performance. Regarding cultural factors, while
authoritarian values and interpersonal trust do not impact on institutional trust, national pride
emerges as a key factor that contributes to institutional trust and, consequently, strengthens the
regime’s legitimacy. Policymakers should thus prioritize initiatives that foster national pride
among Kazakhstani citizens.

Increasing the economic activity of unemployed: Activation policy and motivational strategies

Abstract. Activation policy related to increasing social benefits, recipients’ personal obligations, and
responsibility for employment is implemented in Kazakhstan’s social well-being system. Although this
policy is associated with some legislative and institutional measures, itis applied by caseworkers through
their daily work. Motivational strategies used by specialists to increase unemployed economic activity
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have been widely studied abroad but remain overlooked in Kazakhstan. This study explored motivational
strategies applied to increase unemployed economic activity in Kazakhstan. In-depth interviews with
the Labor Mobility Center’s employees (n = 12) and structured observations of their interaction (n =
32) were conducted. Qualitative and quantitative analysis showed the most common strategies were:
development of motivation for success; empathy and trusting relationships. Employees also applied a
strategy to encourage self-understanding, remuneration, and sanctions, conveying vision, adjusting job
seekers' expectations, and breaking down the hierarchy in relationships. An important condition for
successful motivational strategies was an individual approach based on the requests of applicants. At the
same time, the use of motivational strategies was rather intuitive and involved paternalistic attitudes.
The findings can be applied to increase the effectiveness of the implementation of employment policy in
Kazakhstan within in the daily practice of the social protection system’s employees.

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Abstract. This article examines the patterns and primary drivers of
intermarriages among females in Kazakhstan, as well as the features of these
unions. In recent years, the increase in intercultural marriages has been closely
associated with the global rise in migration. Marriages between Kazakh women
and foreign nationals have emerged as a significant social phenomenon;
however, this topic remains insufficiently explored in academic research. When
Kazakh women enter cross-cultural unions, it often leads to transformations in
their ethnic identity, cultural values, and gender roles, making this an important
subject for further scholarly investigation.

The aim of this article is to analyze, through content analysis, the self-
presentation patterns of Kazakh women married to foreign citizens on social
media. Specifically, it examines their self-representation strategies, social
integration into new communities, and cultural adaptation processes.

The article uses method of content analysis to examine the social media pages
of Kazakhstani women who have married foreigners using the content analysis
methodology. The objective of this academic article is to use content analysis to
pinpoint the clear aspects of Kazakhstani women's self-presentation on social
networks that are expressed in their marriages to foreigners.

The study focuses on characterizing their social media persona, the principles
and social standards they uphold, and the fundamental aspects of their cultural
environment adaptability.

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Introduction

In modern society, intercultural marriage has become one of the most pressing topics
requiring research, particularly in the field of sociology. Globally, the number of intercultural
marriages is increasing every year, and Kazakhstan is no exception to this trend.

Marriageisacomplexsocialinstitutionthatvariesacross culturesand time.Itestablishesrights
and obligations between partners, regulates sexual behavior, and influences family structures.
Marriage serves important social, economic, and legal functions in society. It creates kinship
networks, facilitates resource sharing, and establishes legal rights between spouses (Carter &
McGoldrick, 2022). Multicultural marriages have become widespread, leading to acculturation.
The differences in people’s beliefs, identities, and attitudes toward each other are crucial factors
that affect their selection of partners and decision to get married (Supanichwatana, Laeheem,
2024).

This topic has been explored internationally by scholars such as ]. Berry (Berry, 2005,
p.712) and V.I. Kozlov, Yu.V. Arutyunyan, and E.A. Nazarova. Among Kazakhstan'’s researchers,
Z.K. Shaukenova, M.S. Azhenova, K.G. Gabdullina, and S.K. Ualieva have contributed significant
works examining marriage institutions, migration, ethno-demographics, and gender equality
(Shaukenova, 2003, pp.17-18). Their foundational research provides the theoretical basis for
understanding the intercultural marriage experiences of Kazakh women married to foreign
nationals.

According to researchers, the number of intercultural marriages is persistently increasing
worldwide. It is exciting the diversity of definitions that describe marriages between different
cultural ties: mixed marriage, intercultural marriage, transnational marriage, ethnoracial
marriage, and bioethnic marriage. It is noticeable that there are some differences among these
conditions, and they also overlap in their content within family patterns. These dissimilarities are
mainly bound to the level of social congruence within family patterns. This is because ethnically
and religiously varied couples, while living together in one society, can adapt to their partner's
culture, acquire knowledge about that culture, and participate in the process of integration.
According to scientific data, factors such as racial, ethnic, religious, and social congruence, value
orientations, and the alignment of primary needs influence an individual's intention to marry
and their approach to the process (Alaguev, 2021).

American sociologists often examine intercultural marriages through the lens of racial
relations. In the study by Kroeger and Williams, it is noted that intercultural romantic
relationships often do not lead to marriage, and if such a marriage occurs, the likelihood of
divorce is higher than in marriages between individuals of the same race. Based on the
National Survey of Family Growth conducted by Bramlett and Mosher, it was found that 29% of
monoethnic marriages dissolve within the first ten years, while for intercultural marriages, this
figure is 40% (Feldman-Bianco, 2020, pp.195-196).

The rate of Kazakh women entering marriages with foreign nationals has shown a steady
increase in recent years. This emerging phenomenon reflects shifting dynamics within
Kazakhstan's family institution. The rise of interethnic and intercultural marriages necessitates
scholarly attention to their impact on women's gender roles and social positioning within
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society. Research indicates that Kazakh women's choice to marry foreign citizens is frequently
pragmatic, driven by socioeconomic and material considerations. These cross-cultural unions
have generated significant societal resonance, particularly on social media platforms, sparking
diverse public opinions and debates about contemporary marriage norms.

The family is the foundation of societal development, a guardian of universal and cultural
values, national traditions, intergenerational experience, and behavioral norms. In other words,
the family, as a social institution and a small social group, is based on marriage, parental, and
kinship ties. To ensure the life of society, the family performs a number of important functions
(Ashirbayeva & Smagambet, 2024, p.520). Recent years have witnessed a marked increase in
interethnic marriages involving Kazakh women and foreign partners, signaling a transformative
shift in Kazakhstan's family structure. This emerging social phenomenon demands scholarly
examination of how proliferating intercultural unions are reshaping women's gender roles
and social status within the community. Empirical observations suggest that Kazakh women's
decisions to marry foreign nationals often reflect pragmatic considerations, predominantly
influenced by socioeconomic factors. These transnational marriages have become a subject
of intense public discourse on social media platforms, generating polarized viewpoints about
modern relationship dynamics in Kazakh society.

The phenomenon of Kazakh women marrying foreign citizens has far-reaching implications
that extend beyond family structures, significantly influencing women's gender roles, social
status, and personal identity in society. In Kazakhstan, women have traditionally been viewed
as the cornerstone of the family unit, embodying a unique synthesis of traditional and modern
values. However, while patriarchal norms have historically confined women to roles as mothers,
supportive partners, and child-bearers, contemporary trends increasingly emphasize their
pursuit of higher education abroad, professional development, career advancement, and
financial independence. Intercultural marriages represent a convergence of diverse cultural
values, traditions, ethnic perspectives, and religious beliefs, requiring mutual understanding
and adaptation. Studying these unions through sociological theories provides critical insights
into their underlying motivations and broader societal consequences.

The relevance of this study is to understand the changing social roles of Kazakh women married
to foreign nationals and identify current trends in intercultural marriages on social networks,
with the main research method being the analysis and synthesis of data from various sources.

The main research method is the analysis and synthesis of information obtained from
various sources. It includes the following methods and approaches: the initial methodological
of the article is grounded in scientific rigor and a comprehensive approach to studying social
processes. The article applies the transnational social field theory by N.G. Shiller, L. Bash, and
Kristiana Blank-Saton, as well as the theories of simulacra and hyperreality by J. Baudrillard.

Systematic literature review: The study involves researching and critically analyzing scientific
works published on the topic. This includes searching, selecting, and synthesizing information
from scientific articles, conferences, and other sources, as well as a theoretical analysis of the
methods used to define the concept of “intercultural marriage” presented in the academic
literature. Secondary data analysis through a review of multiple authors' scientific works and
analysis based on the cited articles.
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Research Methodology

This study examines the meaning and historical development of intercultural marriage
through analysis of works by foreign and domestic scholars, employing content analysis as the
primary empirical method to investigate the social media representation of women married to
foreigners, their social adaptation, and societal perceptions, using Instagram profiles of such
women as key data sources. Content analysis allows for the identification of significant units
from textual, visual, or digital data and their systematic analysis (Tarshis, 2021).

The subject of the research. The research focuses on Kazakh women married to foreign
nationals, examining their cultural adaptation on social media, the values and norms they
promote, and the image they portray. Selection criteria included being married for at least 6
months, with content primarily covering marriage, family, cultural adaptation, and public
opinion topics, and having posts published within the last year. The study analyzed 40 accounts,
600 posts were analyzed, covering content from January 2023 to January 2025, using a
combination of inductive and deductive content analysis methods. For this study, the videos,
images, hashtags, texts, and comments found in the posts were analyzed as primary research
materials.

The content was categorized based on the following indicators:

e General content characteristics;

e Posting themes;

e Emotional tone;

e Societal adaptation & national identity;

e Ethnic identification level;

e Public opinion and reaction indicators:

 Nature of social media comments;

e Depth of public discussion.

In the process of data collection and material handling, the aforementioned indicators
were established, and for the qualitative analysis of likes, reposts, comments, views, reels, and
engagement levels, the NVivo analytical tool was employed. These indicators help analyze the
social media image of Kazakh women married to foreign nationals.

Results of the Study and Analysis

The study of migration processes in Kazakhstan shows that the primary migration dynamics
are linked to the CIS countries. According to data from 2024, 74.9% of Kazakhstan's emigrants
have moved to CIS countries. Among them, 3,977 married individuals relocated to CIS countries,
while 1,404 individuals moved to other countries. According to national experts, the number of
emigrants who are married has increased by 11.6% compared to 2023 (Bureau of National
Statistics, 2025). Reasons Kazakh women move abroad.

Several factors contribute to emigration abroad, including:

e Education and career growth — many stay after completing master's or PhD programs
abroad;
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 Higher salaries and better earnings incentivize long-term settlement;

e Labor migration, some initially move for work but later marry and settle;

e Family Reunification: Migration based on the invitation of relatives, parents, or a future
spouse who have already moved abroad is also a common reason for emigration;

* Socio-Economic Conditions: The higher standard of living in certain developed countries,
as well as the efficiency of healthcare and social security systems, influence the decision to
move to another country.

In traditional Kazakh culture, women are primarily seen as homemakers responsible for
raising children, while men are expected to build careers and provide financially for the family.
However, under the influence of Western values and globalization, modern perspectives have
shifted - women are now more active in the labor market, gaining economic independence and
challenging traditional gender roles. According to Jean Baudrillard’s theory of simulacra and
hyperreality, contemporary gender roles are often artificially reconstructed through media and
cultural products, blurring the lines between reality and constructed ideals (Baudrillard, 2015,
p.212).

This scientific article examines the lives of Kazakh women married to foreigners through
content analysis, focusing on their intercultural marriages, personal and family dynamics,
cultural differences and similarities, as well as their challenges and peculiarities in adapting to
a new society while preserving their national identity. The findings reveal that Kazakh women
in mixed marriages actively use social media, attracting significant public interest in their
lifestyles.

Their posts often highlight everyday experiences, contrasting and comparing traditions
between their home and host countries. Notably, Kazakh women married into Muslim-majority
nations tend to face fewer conflicts regarding national identity and religious beliefs, while those
married to non-Muslim spouses experience a longer and more complex adaptation process to
both societal and family norms. The study underscores how social media serves as a platform
for these women to navigate cultural integration, negotiate identity, and showcase their unique
transnational experiences.

The digital technologies of the 21st century open new opportunities for the social integration
of transnational migrants. Social media has become an important platform for the self-
identification of women in migration, their cultural identity, and the perception of gender roles.
The activity of Kazakhstani female migrants in the online space influences their intercultural
connections and social adaptation processes.

The following main categories were defined for the analysis:

1. Content themes.

2. Manifestations of gender and national identity.

3. Level of audience engagement.

4. Emotional tone of the content.
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Figure 1. Content thematic direction

Content analysis results show that for Kazakhstani women, supporting family life and the
cultures of both countries are of utmost importance. A larger portion of the content focuses on
family and personal life. Specifically, 35% of posts focused on personal life. The subsequent 25%
of the posts illustrate the individual's connection to Kazakhstan. Kazakh women tend to publish
posts highlighting their connection by means of their home country, involving components
of national culture and traditions, the occurrence of visits to Kazakhstan, and comparative
assessments between their current and native environment. As research has shown, 20% of the
posts are for career and professional development. Career and gender issues are also important,
but they are not the primary focus. 10% posts concentrated on the gender issue and feminism,
posts about migration experience are few, indicating their efforts to adapt to the new society. In
addition, 10% of all content is focused on migration and social integration issues. Through their
page, they share personal experiences with migration challenges, emphasizing the paperwork
involved in mixed marriages and the process of acquiring a residence permit.

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Traditional direction: There is a trend of portraying women as the cornerstone of the family,
promoting Kazakh culture, and integrating Kazakh customs into lifestyles.

The modernist perspective emphasizes women's professional development, career
advancement, societal integration, gender equality, and educational growth. Social media
accounts of highly educated Kazakh women married abroad frequently feature discussions on
gender equality, women's rights, and empowerment, particularly among those living in Europe,
Switzerland, the UAE, and South Korea.

In the social media profiles of Kazakh women married to foreign nationals, marriage to
foreign men is portrayed as a strong motivation for improving economic status, with positive
portrayals of marriages and foreign husbands giving the content an inspirational character;
however, Kazakh society holds conflicting views on mixed marriages, with many netizens
believing international marriages undermine our nation's uniqueness and lead to detachment
from national traditions and values.

Social media users are divided in their views: one side expresses support for such marriages
with comments like Kazakh women deserve happiness no matter who they marry, love knows
no nationality or religion, and what matters is that Kazakh women are happy wherever they
are, while the opposing side rejects interethnic marriages, viewing them as a threat to national
unity; there are also netizens who remain neutral toward mixed marriages.

First, in the studied materials, foreign marriages are romanticized and viewed as a tool
for social and economic mobility. In this discourse, marrying foreign men is described as an
opportunity for Kazakhstani women to improve their quality of life. Gender equality and a high
level of social protection are also considered positive factors in this context.

Second, there is a widely spread negative discourse in the media regarding the phenomenon.
In this discourse, foreign marriages are linked to potential risks, including challenges in
intercultural relationships, legal issues, and the risk of women becoming vulnerable. The issue
of the threat to national identity and traditional values is often raised.

Third, the debates in the media continue on social networks, revealing conflicting views on
foreign marriages. Some readers support this trend as a personal choice and life strategy for
women, while others view it as a departure from national identity.

The role of women in intercultural marriages is closely related to the social norms and gender
policies of the host country. In Western countries, where the principles of gender equality
are highly developed, women are able to balance career and family life. In Eastern countries,
patriarchal traditions prevail, often forcing women to adapt to traditional roles. Kazakhstani
women in foreign marriages are influenced by two contrasting factors: on one hand, adapting
to the demands of the new society, and on the other hand, maintaining their cultural-gender
identity. Kazakhstani women living abroad are compelled to reconsider their initial gender
roles. The content analysis revealed the following key trends in modern interethnic marriages:

The visa-free regime between Kazakhstan and neighboring CIS countries facilitates Kazakh
women's migration for various reasons, while the unrestricted cross-border movement of citizens
between these nations also contributes to the increasing number of intercultural marriages.

There has been a noticeable increase in marriages with Western nationals. More Kazakh
women studying in Western Europe/America or working for international organizations are
forming marital unions with local citizens.
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Strengthening ties with Asian countries. Recent years have seen a rise in marriages between
Kazakh citizens and nationals of Asian countries, particularly South Korea. Content analysis
reveals that most Kazakh women initially move to South Korea for work or graduate studies,
subsequently marrying local citizens.

Influence of the Kazakh diaspora in countries like Turkey, Russia, Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan and
China. Due to the significant Kazakh diaspora in these countries, mixed marriages are common
both among compatriots and with the local population.

Factors influencing intercultural marriages:

» Role of digital dating platforms. Social media and international dating websites have
expanded the opportunities for citizens from different cultural backgrounds to meet and marry.

e Mutual Attraction Between Partners - genuine romantic connection between individuals
from different cultural backgrounds.

e Financial Considerations - interest in the foreign partner’s economic and social status.

e Intercultural marriages come with both advantages and challenges.

e Cultural and worldview similarities: Compatibility in core values, life goals, and worldview.

e Adaptation to the linguistic environment: Today, English has become a global communication
tool, and multilingualism facilitates intercultural connections (Crettaz & Dahinden, 2019).

Additionally, there are both positive and negative factors influencing intercultural marriages,
including:

¢ On the plus side:

o They help people grow - you learn new languages, cultures, and make diverse friends;

o Kids get a unique upbringing, becoming naturally bilingual and culturally aware.

o Strengthening cultural and economic ties between the two countries.

» Some negative aspects:

o Cultural and religious conflicts, family disputes;

o “Divided identity” syndrome, emotional distance between the home country and the
country of residence;

o Misunderstanding and social stigmatization from relatives and friends.

Explaining the new forms of migration and family life is the foundation of N.G. Schiller, L.
Bash, and Christiane Blank-Szaton's idea of the transnational social field. This idea holds that
Kazakhstani women who marry foreigners maintain their cultural and social identities in a
transnational setting without breaking off their connections to their homeland. Through social
networks, they actively engage in both communities. It is clear from researching women's family
experiences that they work to maintain the culture and values of their native country in addition
to adjusting to the society in which they live (Glick Schiller, Blanc-Szanton, 1992, p.124).

Conclusion

The intercultural marriages of Kazakhstani women living abroad are considered a multifaceted
social phenomenon influenced by globalisation processes and migration dynamics. As discussed
in the article, the key factors contributing to intercultural marriages include migration for
educational purposes, the labor market, and socio-economic interests. The freedom of personal
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choice, the ability to adapt to foreign cultural spaces, and the proliferation of digital dating
platforms significantly contribute to the acceleration of this trend.

The analysis reveals that while Kazakh women adapt to their host societies, they strive to
preserve their national identity and maintain balanced ties between both countries. The trend
of Kazakh women marrying foreigners has significantly intensified due to migration factors and
labor mobility.

The growing prevalence of intercultural marriages presents both global relevance and specific
challenges for Kazakhstan. While this trend reflects increasing international integration, it raises
critical concerns for nations with smaller populations like ours, where demographic preservation
is crucial. Maintaining national distinctiveness remains a paramount consideration in this context.

The findings of the study can aid individuals and organizations in developing policies and
strategies aimed at promoting and facilitating the adaptation of cross-cultural spouses to the
broader social environment. Thus, spouses should be provided with training to help them
understand and live in different cultures. Additionally, various forms of support should be
developed, including online groups, for Kazakh women married to foreign husbands.

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Abstract. Modern Kazakhstan actively shapes its national identity through
changes in the symbols of urban space, including mass renaming of streets.
This article analyzes the process of street renaming in the cities of Kazakhstan
from 1991 to 2019. The article presents a unique database of 6,832 cases of
street renaming. Most of the existing studies studying Kazakhstan on this topic
focus on qualitative analysis or the study of individual cities. This paper offers a
systematic statistical study of the factors influencing the intensity of renaming
using quantitative methods. The results of the study show that street renaming
occurs more often in large cities and regional centers. This trend indicates the
role of centralized and hierarchical national symbolic policy. Another factor
influencing the renaming policy is the ethnic composition of the population.
In cities with a high percentage of Slavic population, renaming occurs less
frequently, which most likely reflects the cautious behavior of the state in
symbolic changes in ethnically mixed regions. In addition, in the southern and
western regions of Kazakhstan, the active role of local clans in street renaming
practices is revealed.

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Introduction

Nation-building has been a central research focus in ethnosociology, ethnopolitology, and
nationalism studies over the pastfifty years. Since the shift from a primordialist to a constructivist
paradigm in the 1960s and 1970s, the topic of nation-building has consistently remained one
of the most popular areas of research. This shift in interest notably coincided with the rapid
disappearance of alternatives to the nation-state. As Andreas Wimmer, a prominent modern
scholar of nationalism, illustrates, empires and colonies - the main alternatives to the modern
nation-state - declined significantly from the end of World War II to the early 1960s (Wimmer,
2018).

Unlike primordialists, constructivists view the nation as a project rather than a given. This
perspective is more productive, as it allows us to trace the evolution of nation formation and
subsequent development, rather than accepting it as an essentialist phenomenon. Although
constructivists lack a strong consensus on what precisely underpins the initial formation of a
nation, they generally place significant emphasis on symbolic elements. Viewing the nation as
an "imagined community" (Anderson, 2020) highlights the special significance of the symbolic
field, where key processes of identity formation, belonging, cohesion, and unity take place. In
this context, cultural artifacts - such as street names - play an essential role in creating and
reinforcing the "imagined community," making symbols (e.g., the names of national heroes
commemorated in street names) an integral part of daily life. The level of public interaction
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with this symbolic space is thus much more intentional than with most other cultural artifacts
in urban spaces, such as monuments and statues.

The high frequency of interaction with newly named streets and avenues significantly
accelerates the process of gradual adaptation to these names, moving from mere recognition to
eventual acceptance. However, it is important to understand that this process is not always smooth
and can sometimes encounter considerable resistance. For instance, older generations in Almaty
often prefer using former street names in everyday conversation, such as when arranging to meet
at a café on Furmanova Street. It would be hard to imagine anyone in modern Astana suggesting
a meeting on Marx Street. Yet, one of the authors of this article recalls a childhood memory of an
elderly Kazakh woman expressing frustration at the renaming of a central street. She questioned
how the name of a "scientist" (Marx) could be replaced by that of a "bandit" (Kenesary). Today, it
is unlikely to encounter such strong objections in Astana, as these new names have been in place
long enough to become part of daily life. Individual and collective stories have developed, linking
the geographical locations with their new names in people’s minds. In other words, a process of
recognition and familiarity with the new names has taken root.

In this paper, we analyze street name changes using statistical methods, which enable us to
identify points of tension in the renaming process and assess how various social factors influence
the likelihood of renaming. To achieve this, we compiled a database of all street renamings in
Kazakhstani cities from 1991 to 2019, encompassing 6,832 name changes.

The contribution of this work to nation-building research is as follows. First, the study of
national state formation has traditionally been the domain of qualitative historical research.
Foundational works on nationalism and nation-state formation were authored either by
historians (Hobsbawm, 2012; Hobsbawm and Ranger, 2012), or by scholars from other social
and humanities disciplines with a strong emphasis on historical methods (Gellner, 2015; Mann,
2005). In Kazakhstan, research in this field has followed a similar pattern, with few quantitative
studies conducted, despite some exceptions (e.g., Burkhanov, 2017). This work aims to bring
quantitative analysis methods to the study of nation-building, offering a fresh perspective that
we believe will enrich this research area.

Secondly, this study is based on a unique database that includes the history of 6,832 city street
renamings from 1991 to 2019. By introducing this new dataset, we open up fresh possibilities
for research in this area. Previous studies on street renaming have typically been case studies
focusing on a single city (Kasikci, 2019), whereas the scale of our database allows for a broader
analysis and the ability to address additional research questions.

Finally, we shift the research focus beyond the classical studies of nation and nationalism.
The citation lists of prominent Kazakhstani scholars in these fields typically end with the
works of Rogers Brubaker, whose seminal contributions were written in the 1990s and 2000s
(Brubaker, 1996; Brubaker, 1999). In contrast, more recent literature from the last ten to fifteen
years—such as the works of Milonas or Wimmer—remains largely underrepresented (Mylonas,
2023). This study is one of the first in Kazakhstani nation-building research to engage with
contemporary literature, thereby aligning it with current leading research.

Through quantitative (statistical) data analysis, this study reveals the patterns underlying
street name changes, specifically identifying factors that correlate with these changes. The
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structure of the article is as follows. First, the methodological foundation of the study is
presented, detailing the database and analytical methods used. This is followed by a section
outlining the study's main findings. Finally, the conclusion summarizes the results and discusses
prospects for future research.

Literature review

In modern studies of nation and nationalism, the constructivist approach prevails. The idea
of primordialism that nations have a "natural” origin is more often found in nationalist rhetoric
than in the works of scientists. However, there are representatives of modern primordialists
who speak not about the "natural” origin of the nation, but rather about the deep emotional
perception of connections and attachments to the ethnic group and nation (Edward Shils,
Clifford Geertz).

Partially primordialist ideas (as well as the ideas of constructivism) are embodied in
ethnosymbolism. A. D. Smith, one of the representatives of this direction, emphasizes the
importance of symbols, myths, and collective memory, arguing that modern nations have deep
roots - they are built on the basis of previously existing communities that can go deep into
history (Smith, 2009).

In contrast to the primordialist and ethnosymbolist tradition, there are modernist,
instrumentalist and constructivist approaches. The most famous representatives (E. Gellner, E.
Hobsbawm and B. Anderson) emphasize the constructed, invented "imaginary" nature of the
nation.

Modern constructivists such as R. Brubaker, C. Calhoun, M. Billig, H. Mylonas, and A. Wimmer
continue the ideas of classical constructivism. R. Brubaker suggests considering the nation not
as a category of analysis, but rather as a category of practice. Based on the analysis of the post-
Soviet space, he examines how nations and nationalism were "reformatted" after the collapse of
the USSR (Brubaker, 1996; Brubaker, 1999). C. Calhoun examines how nationalism is associated
with democracy, modernization, and identity. Emphasizes the role of public institutions -
education, the public sphere in the formation of the nation as a social project (Calhoun, 2007).
M. Billig in his work "Banal Nationalism" points out how nationalism is present in everyday life:
in the language of the media, symbols, calendars, political and sports events (Billig, 1995). The
nation constantly reproduces itself in banal nationalism. H. Mylonas explores various forms
of nationalism, analyzing communities, narratives, and identities (Mylonas, 2023). A. Wimmer,
using quantitative data, proves the artificial nature of the nation, studies the formation of
nations in terms of networks of power and conflict (Wimmer, 2018).

Researchers of nationalism and nation-building in Kazakhstan largely continue the traditions
of constructivism. The processes of nation-building in independent Kazakhstan are studied by
S. Spehr and N. Kassenova (Spehr and Kassenova, 2012); E. Schatz (Schatz, 2000). Marlene
Laruelle points out how three discursive paradigms of state identity are formed after the collapse
of the Soviet Union: Kazakhness, Kazakhstaniness and transnationalism (Laruelle, 2015).

How do “imaginary” and “real” identities associated with state policy and the discourse
of national identity interact in the countries of Central Asia? This question is raised by Rico
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I[saacs and Abel Polese (Isaacs and Polese, 2017). The authors highlight the contested nature of
state-building in Central Asia and focus on new or less traditional analytical tools for studying
state-building, such as cinema, construction projects, and elections. The processes of forming
an “imagined community” through cinema, street names, and the erection of monuments are
studied by R. Isaacs (Isaacs, 2022), M. H. Kasikei (Kasikei, 2019), and A. Fauve (Fauve, 2015). S.
Insebayeva and N. Insebayeva emphasize the role of the national anthem and national currency
as key symbols linking symbolic politics with the formation of national identity (Insebayeva and
Insebayeva, 2019).

Most researchers studying nation-building and nationalism in Kazakhstan use qualitative
data. One of the studies that uses quantitative analysis is the study by D. Sharipova, A. Burkhanov
and A. Alpeissova (e.g., Burkhanov, 2017). The researcher uses original data, builds regression
models, analyzing which variables influence the formation of different types of nationalism:
civic and ethnic.

This study also utilizes quantitative data. However, these are not survey data, but observations
of street renamings starting from 1991. The author concludes that the process of street renaming
in post-Soviet Kazakhstan is a complex and multifaceted phenomenon that combines centralized
governance, ethnodemographic characteristics, and cultural-identification practices of various
regions.

Data and Method

This study is based on a unique database encompassing the renaming of 6,832 streets
across Kazakhstani cities from 1991 to 2019. The database includes renamings in 37 cities of
independent Kazakhstan, comprising 3 cities of republican significance, 17 regional centers
(14 during part of the period covered by the database), and 17 smaller towns (or 20 cities if
Zhezkazgan, Konaev, and Semey are excluded from regional centers). The database has some
limitations. First, it is not comprehensive; while it includes all major cities (those with at least
regional center status), smaller towns are not fully represented. For instance, the database lacks
information on smaller towns in the Aktobe region, such as Shalkar and Khromtau. Nevertheless,
from the perspective of external validity, the database remains reliable, as it covers more than
90% of cases when considering streets as the unit of analysis. According to statistical guidelines,
when using non-systematic sampling methods, such as the main array method, it is necessary
to collect data on at least two-thirds of cases. In this instance, the proportion is well above this
threshold.

Figure 2 illustrates the geographic distribution of these renamings across administrative-
territorial units. As shown, the scale of renaming is highly uneven.

In this context, a statistical analysis of influencing factors was conducted using correlation
coefficients, specifically the Pearson correlation. For this analysis, the number of streets renamings
in each locality was log-transformed using a decimal logarithm. Logarithmic transformation
is a standard methodological approach to address data with high irregularity. For example,
the number of renamings ranges from 1,767 in Shymkent to just one in Aktau, creating a large
disparity that could potentially skew Pearson correlation results and lead to inaccurate estimates.
After log transformation, the scale of variation narrows, with the values now spanning a single
order (e.g., 3.25 for Shymkent and 0 for Aktau). It is worth noting that logarithmic transformation
did not amplify but reduced the observed statistical effect, weakening the correlation strength
and decreasing significance (though the results remained robust and statistically significant -
see Table 1). Thus, while performing the analysis without logarithmic transformation might have
demonstrated stronger effects, the transformation was applied to adhere to methodological rigor.

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Results

The results of the correlation analysis are presented in Table 2 and reveal the following
pattern. The majority of street renamings occurred in cities of republican significance and
regional centers, as indicated by a strong positive correlation (0.632***). This correlation shows
a clear trend: most renamings take place first in cities of republican significance, followed by
regional centers, and lastly in smaller towns.

Based on this, it can be concluded that efforts to reshape the symbolic space are conducted
hierarchically and are largely centrally managed. The central elite is primarily interested in
renaming within the major (or "main") cities of the country, with significantly less focus on
smaller towns. A high proportion of renamings in smaller towns would indicate the presence of
influential local elites, while a lower proportion suggests the passivity of local elites (or perhaps
even their absence). At the very least, local elites appear to have little interest in transforming
the symbolic space by incorporating the names of notable ancestors into street names.

Another significant correlation is with the proportion of the Russian (Slavic) population. In
cities with a higher proportion of this ethnic group, the degree of renaming is lower, as indicated
by a negative correlation coefficient. Although this coefficient is smaller than that associated
with city status, it remains strong and statistically significant.

In our view, this finding suggests a more conservative approach by the state in shaping the
symbolic space in cities with a high proportion of Slavic residents. Different levels of tribal
activism among various Kazakh groups also influence this trend. According toa 2016 sociological
study, "in a regional context, it is clear that Kazakhs living in the Western, Central, and Southern
regions of the country place greatimportance on clan affiliation" (Zhusupova a, 2016; Zhusupova
b, 2016). Conversely, for Kazakhs in Northern and Eastern Kazakhstan, regions where the Slavic
population is also more concentrated, tribal activism is less pronounced, involving fewer clan
gatherings and activities related to Kazakh genealogies.

In certain regions, some tribal associations, organized as public funds, make significant
efforts to unite clan members through various means, such as holding clan congresses, writing
and publishing books, erecting monuments, and renaming streets to honor notable clan figures.
Such associations can heavily influence the street-renaming process. In Northern and Eastern
regions, where interest in clan affiliation is lower, tribal activism is also less prominent.

The findings of the 2016 sociological survey are indirectly supported by data from the Kazakh
Genealogy Forum, www.tumalas.kz, which lists experts on shezhire.

Here, we observe that there are fewer representatives from the clans of Northern, Central,
and Eastern Kazakhstan, despite the broad geographic scope.

Consequently, it can be said that the relatively lower importance of tribal activism in Northern,
Central, and Eastern Kazakhstan reduces the impact of this factor on street renaming in these
regions.

Conclusion

An analysis of renamed streets in Kazakhstan (1991 to 2019) revealed that the process of
symbolic construction of urban space is carried out mainly in a centralized and hierarchical
manner. A strong positive correlation between the administrative status of the city and the
number of renamings shows that street names are most often changed in cities of republican
significance and regional centers. This fact indicates the active role of central elites in the
formation of the national symbolic space, while in small towns, such activity is significantly
lower, which may indicate a weak influence or low interest of local elites.

The ethnic composition of the population is another factor that affects the intensity of
renaming. If there is a certain proportion of Russian-speaking (Slavic) population, then the
frequency of renaming is lower. This fact probably reflects a more cautious attitude of the state
to national policy in such regions.

Also, regional differences in the tribal activity of Kazakhs play an important role. In regions
with a strong interest in shezhire (Western, Southern, and partly Central Kazakhstan), clans
have a significant impact on the symbolic renaming of streets. The name changes are often
associated with famous representatives of local clans. On the contrary, in Northern and Eastern
Kazakhstan, where interest in clan identity is weaker, the influence of such factors is minimal. In
summary, the results emphasize the complex process of street renaming in modern Kazakhstan,
which combines state, centralized management, ethnodemographic features, and cultural-
identification practices of various regions of the country.

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Abstract: In modern Kazakhstani society, the social status of occupations
is determined not only by wage levels but also by public recognition, career
growth prospects, and the degree of business involvement in developing the
nation’s human capital. Corporate social responsibility (CSR) and investment
policy play a crucial role in shaping public opinion about the prestige of different
professions. This article explores how CSR and investment policies influence the
social status of professions in Kazakhstan. While existing studies have addressed
CSR from an ethical or economic perspective, its sociological effects, particularly
on professional prestige, remain understudied. The study employs a qualitative
case study design, focusing on Tengizchevroil LLP (TCO), one of the country’s
largest foreign investors. Drawing on TCO’s 2023 Corporate Responsibility
Report and related public documents, the analysis demonstrates how targeted
investments in human capital, education, and local infrastructure contribute to
enhancing the publicimage of various occupational groups. The findings indicate
that CSR and investment strategies not only improve material conditions but
also act as cultural and symbolic drivers of occupational valorization. The article
contributes to broader debates on sustainable development, labor market
transformation, and the role of business in shaping social hierarchies in post-
Soviet contexts.
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Social status of professions in Kazakhstan: the role of corporate social responsibility and investment policy

Introduction

This study explores the growing role of corporate social responsibility (CSR) and investment
policies in shaping Kazakhstan’s labor market and professional hierarchy. While previous
research has extensively examined CSR in the context of business ethics and sustainable
development, limited attention has been given to its impact on the perceived prestige of
various professions. This article seeks to fill that gap by analyzing how corporate initiatives and
government policies influence the attractiveness of different occupational fields and workforce
distribution in Kazakhstan.

The social status of professionsis a key indicator of societal values and development priorities,
reflecting the cultural and economic trajectory of a country. In Kazakhstan, amid economic
modernization, digitalization, and global challenges, public perceptions of different professions
are undergoing significant transformation. At the same time, both CSR and corporate investment
strategies play an increasingly important role in shaping these perceptions. Companies, by
implementing social initiatives, influence not only the broader community but also the career
preferences of young people by supporting the development of specific industries through
educational programs, scholarships, and infrastructure investments. In parallel, the investment
policies of the state and the private sector generate demand for highly qualified personnel in
strategic sectors, creating new dynamics in the labor market.

This research examines the relationship between CSR, investment policies, and professional
prestige in Kazakhstan. The main objectives include:

e to examine how corporate initiatives in CSR and investment contribute to the public
perception and prestige of professions;

* to identify specific mechanisms through which business actions influence labor market
structures and career preferences;

e and to evaluate the role of a major corporate actor, Tengizchevroil LLP (TCO) in shaping
local human capital through targeted social and infrastructural programs.

To achieve these objectives, the study adopts a qualitative case study approach, combining
document-based analysis and a structured review of a selected company. The case of TCO, a
major foreign investor operating in Kazakhstan, provides concrete insights into how CSR and
investment efforts can enhance the public perception and social value of certain professions.

By examining TCO’s long-standing programs in human capital development, social
infrastructure, and local community support, the study offers empirical grounding for
understanding the mechanisms through which corporate actions influence occupational
prestige.

The study is guided by the hypothesis that CSR initiatives and targeted investment policies
significantly influence the social status of professions in Kazakhstan by shaping public
perceptions, directing labor market incentives, and fostering the development of human capital
in priority sectors of the economy.

The significance of this study lies in its contribution to labor policy discussions, educational
reforms, and business strategies aimed at fostering a more sustainable and equitable
workforce distribution. By identifying best practices and potential pitfalls in CSR-driven labor
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market interventions, the research provides valuable insights for both academic and practical
applications.

The study’s findings can be utilized by policymakers to refine employment strategies, by
educational institutions to adapt curricula to evolving labor demands, and by businesses to
align CSR efforts with long-term workforce development goals.

Literature Review

In a rapidly developing economy and society, questions of the social status of professions
and the responsibilities associated with them are particularly relevant. As Kazakhstan strives
for high competitiveness on the global stage, it faces the need for comprehensive solutions to
a range of issues related to labor market development and the professional orientation of the
population. Understanding how the public evaluates different professions and which fields are
considered the most prestigious and socially responsible allows for the formulation of effective
state policies in employment and education.

Research interest in CSR has grown substantially since the 2000s, demonstrating increased
attention to businesses’ social responsibility and their interaction with society (Fernandez-Gago,
Cabeza-Garcia and Godos-Diez, 2020, p. 1809). This shows that issues of social responsibility are
becoming an important aspect for many occupations, especially in the corporate environment.

On the global stage, CSR typically encompasses ethical standards, environmental stewardship,
and contributions to sustainable development. As society increasingly demands transparency
and accountability, CSR has become a key aspect of business reputation and legitimacy (Kolk,
2016, p. 23). Scholars such as Kolk (2016) highlight the need for international corporations to
align CSR strategies with local market dynamics, often through collaboration with communities
and public institutions. In Kazakhstan, comparable tendencies are emerging, where companies
engage in initiatives that enhance employee welfare and promote skills development. However,
CSR frameworks must be sensitive to the distinctive political, economic, and cultural landscapes
of each region. For instance, in Central and Eastern Europe, the legacy of socialism and
communism continues to shape public expectations and CSR priorities (Kopp, 2015, p. 453).

Embedding CSR into a company's strategic framework contributes not only to enhanced
business performance but also to the strengthening of corporate reputation and social
legitimacy (Taysir and Pazarcik, 2013, p. 294). In the context of Kazakhstan, such integration
can positively impact the perception of various professions, especially when businesses support
social initiatives aimed at improving labor conditions. Although small and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs) may lack a formal CSR structure, they often exhibit strong ethical principles
in their interactions with employees and clients. This trend is reflected in Kazakhstan, where
CSR practices and professional recognition often differ based on company size and operational
sector (YersakoBa, JI.M., bataeBa, B.C. u MenuTtonsH, 0.A., 2018, c. 63). Leading organizations
tend to exceed legal compliance by voluntarily adopting safety protocols and fostering supportive
workplace environments, which in turn elevates the public image of professions connected to
those improvements (Sujova and Cierna, 2016, p. 289). These efforts can play a significant role
in reshaping how certain occupations are valued within Kazakhstani society. Furthermore,
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the adoption of international CSR standards such as the Global Reporting Initiative (GRI) and
the Extractive Industries Transparency Initiative (EITI) is gaining traction in Kazakhstan.
These frameworks offer guidance for advancing CSR practices, particularly in areas tied to
environmental and social development (Voronkova et al., 2020, p. 2170).

CSR is often a response to pressure from stakeholders, including foreign investors, which
elevates the role of professionals working in such environments to ensure compliance with and
successful implementation of CSR initiatives. This underlines that certain professions, especially
in global companies, are closely tied to expectations in the realm of CSR (Guo and Zheng, 2021,
p. 508). CSR efforts can have a significant impact on the development of professional fields such
as education and infrastructure. For example, a case study of Telekom Malaysia Berhad shows
that active development of educational initiatives to support information and communication
technology (ICT) professions can benefit both the company and society (Abdul Hamid, Atan, and
Saleh, 2014, p. 600). CSR also influences professional roles within a company: socially responsible
companies typically offer better working conditions and create opportunities for career growth.
This directly affects the perception of some professions, as companies with strong CSR practices
are seen as more attractive employers, thereby raising the status of professions in those sectors.

In the era of sustainable development, both professionals and companies are increasingly
expected to adhere to elevated ethical standards, particularly in alignment with the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). This expectation enhances the reputation of occupations that are
directly engaged with CSR, including those focused on environmental sustainability and human
resource management (Matytsin, Petrenko, and Saveleva, 2022, p. 1). In family-run businesses,
professionals often act as key agents of ethical leadership, guiding CSR efforts even under
challenging circumstances. Their expertise and value-driven decision-making significantly
influence the incorporation of CSR into organizational practices, thereby increasing their
internal status and perceived responsibility (Rivo-Lopez et al., 2021, p. 2041).

Kumar (2022) argues that social responsibility is becoming an essential element of
contemporary professional norms, contributing to long-term organizational and societal
success, a viewpoint especially relevant within the broader sustainability discourse (Oliinyk
et al., 2023, p. 5608). Moreover, CSR often serves as an attractive feature for professionals who
prioritize meaning and ethical purpose in their careers. This is particularly true for younger
generations, who tend to favor employment with companies demonstrating clear social
commitments. Consequently, those employed in CSR-active environments are often viewed
with higher regard due to their participation in socially meaningful work (Kumar, Kumar, and
Behura, 2022, p. 214).

Schreck (2009) points outthatcorporate accountability, especiallyin social and environmental
domains, is increasingly expected. This principle also extends to specific professions, as
societal perception frequently hinges on the tangible contributions those professions make to
public welfare. Fields such as healthcare, education, and law exemplify this overlap between
professional ethics and public trust, where adherence to social obligations forms a core part
of professional identity (Schreck, 2009). Williams (2013) frames CSR as a shift from a purely
profit-driven business model to one that acknowledges wider societal impacts. This broader
perspective also reshapes the understanding of professional responsibility, emphasizing not
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just technical performance but the social significance of one's work as seen in the roles of
doctors, educators, and similar vocations (Williams, 2013).

Materials and Methods

This study adopts a qualitative case study research design, which allows for an in-depth
exploration of how CSR and investment policy influence the social status of professions in
Kazakhstan. Following the methodological framework proposed by Yin (2018), the case study
approach is particularly suitable for answering explanatory questions such as “how” and “why,”
especially when the boundaries between the phenomenon and its context are not clearly
defined (Yin, 2018). In this research, the case study method enables the investigation of concrete
mechanisms through which corporate actions shape public perceptions and professional
hierarchies in a real-world setting.

Case Selection Rationale

The selected case is TCO, a major oil and gas joint venture in Kazakhstan and one of the
country’s largest foreign investors. TCO was chosen due to its long-standing economic presence,
comprehensive CSR programming, and publicly available documentation. The company serves
as a typical (instrumental) case, offering an illustrative context to test the hypothesis that CSR
and investment efforts can positively influence occupational prestige and the development of
human capital.

Research Question and Hypothesis

The central research question is:

How do corporate CSR and investment policies influence the social status and public
recognition of professions in Kazakhstan’s regional and national contexts?

Based on this, the study hypothesizes that CSR and investment policies implemented by
corporate actors can positively influence occupational prestige by reshaping public perceptions,
strengthening professional infrastructure, and fostering human capital development in key
economic sectors.

Data Sources

The primary data source is the 2023 Corporate Responsibility Report published by
Tengizchevroil LLP, which details the company’s strategic activities in the areas of workforce
development, community investment, and social infrastructure. Supplementary materials
include publicly accessible information from TCO’s official website and government reports.
These sources provide a triangulated evidence base for evaluating the CSR practices and
investment priorities of the company, particularly as they relate to human capital formation
and labor market development.

Analytical Procedures

The case study analysis was conducted through a multi-stage process:

7. Document Review of the TCO 2023 report, coded thematically around three key areas:
human capital development, education and healthcare infrastructure, and community initiatives.
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8. Data Extraction of program outcomes, financial commitments, and implementation
indicators.

9. Thematic Interpretation linking each category to indicators of professional prestige.

10. Integration with the study’s hypothesis and theoretical model.

Scope and Limitations

This case study is designed for analytical generalization, not statistical generalization. Its
goal is to offer a deep contextual understanding of the mechanisms through which CSR and
investment influence occupational prestige in a transitioning economy.

The following section presents the case of TCO in detail, illustrating how CSR and investment
strategies are operationalized and how they relate to the social status of professions in practice.

Case Study: Tengizchevroil LLP

Company Profile and Case Context. TCO is one of Kazakhstan’s largest oil producers and
a major foreign joint venture. Operating in the Atyrau region since the early 1990s, TCO has
implemented comprehensive CSR strategies while maintaining a dominant role in the national
energy sector. As of 2023, 95% of TCO’s core production roles and 87% of managerial positions
were held by Kazakhstani citizens. Over 450 expatriates have been replaced by local specialists
since 2007, demonstrating the company’s long-standing commitment to workforce localization
and skill development.

CSR Infrastructure and Community Investment. TCO’s CSR strategy encompasses
infrastructure development, social investments, and inclusive decision-making. The company’s
flagship initiative, the Igilik Program, focuses on the construction and modernization of
essential facilities. In 2023, its US$25 million budget financed projects such as a 350-seat school
expansion in Tushchykuduk, the renovation of a secondary school in Atyrau, and a 75-bed
hospital in Kulsary (Tengizchevroil LLP, 2023).

Complementing this is the Social Investment Program, launched in 2010. It supports
education, healthcare, and cultural heritage projects proposed by NGOs. The program operates
via a transparent, two-stage evaluation process and reflects an institutionalized approach
to business-community partnerships. In 2023, it financed 21 projects with a US$2.5 million
budget, demonstrating sustained engagement in regional development.

Human Capital Development and Workforce Strategy. Internally, TCO prioritizes the
professional growth of local employees. Its key initiatives include the Horizons Program for
early-career specialists, leadership pipelines, and succession planning. The company also
offers scholarships and certification opportunities to ensure alignment between employee
competencies and technical requirements.

To meet broader labor market needs, TCO collaborates with regional authorities. A notable
example is its vocational retraining initiative, implemented with the Atyrau Region Akimat.
Since 2019, over 1,200 participants have completed 2-4 month courses in 11 technical
specialties through APEC PetroTechnic College and Aktau Training Center, with 751 of them
gaining employment (Ak Zhaik News, 2023). This initiative addresses both unemployment and
future skills demand in the industrial sector.

Symbolic and Generational Impacts. Beyond material benefits, TCO’s CSR contributes
to reshaping professional aspirations. Programs like STEAM laboratories, youth robotics
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competitions, and skills camps promote engineering, education, and technology careers among
younger generations. These symbolic investments frame certain professions as innovative,
future-oriented, and socially valuable, thereby helping to shift long-standing hierarchies in
occupational prestige.

Key Findings. The TCO case illustrates how CSR and investment policies can be used as
tools of social transformation. Through sustained and structured engagement, the company
elevates the status of both internal roles (technical staff, engineers, managers) and external
professions (teachers, doctors, community leaders). TCO’s integration of business goals with
public development objectives reinforces the theoretical argument that corporate actors in
transitional economies are capable of shaping labor market perceptions and contributing to
the societal valorization of work.

Results and Discussion

In2025,Kazakhstanisfacingatransformation ofitslabor marketdriven by global technological
and economic changes. According to forecasts by the Ministry of Science and Higher Education,
the emergence of new professions will address challenges related to digitalization, sustainable
development, and automation of production. In the agriculture sector, demand will grow for
innovative bioproduct technologists, agronomist-economists, and agro-informatics specialists
focusing on automation and robotics. Specialists in environmentally friendly packaging and
robotics operators will also play important roles, reflecting the trend toward sustainable
development and digital transformation in agriculture. The construction industry is likewise
adapting to new requirements. There is expected to be an increased need for digital design
professionals (BIM specialists), engineers specializing in energy-saving technologies, and
developers of eco-friendly building materials. UAV (drone) dispatchers and robotics technicians
will become significant positions, indicating the rising influence of technology on construction
processes. The mining and metallurgical sector exhibits similar trends. This includes demand
for drone operators to monitor production processes and conduct geological exploration,
blockchain technology specialists, and supervisors for equipment modernization. It is also
projected that by 2030, there will be a need for managers to optimize logistics chains and
engineers to upgrade industrial equipment in this sector.

These changes underscore the necessity of reforming the education and professional training
system. Kazakhstan is already taking steps in this direction, having declared 2025 as the Year
of Working Professions to increase the prestige of vocational and technical specialties and
to modernize technical and vocational education (IIpaBuTenbcTBo Pecny6sinku Kasaxcrah,
2022). This initiative reflects the state’s desire to elevate the status of technical and blue-collar
occupations and to adapt educational programs to the new requirements of the labor market.
The development of such professions in Kazakhstan is influenced not only by the country’s
internal needs but also by global trends related to sustainable development, the digital economy,
and technological innovation.

The integration of new professions is closely related to the active involvement of foreign
investment in Kazakhstan. Foreign companies planning their activities in the country create a
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demand for qualified personnel capable of working with advanced technologies and innovative
solutions. Investments in sectors such as green energy, infrastructure, mining industry and
information technologies require new competencies, which stimulates the modernization of the
educational system. Thus, the development of the labor market and Kazakhstan’s investment
policy form complementary processes that ensure sustainable economic growth and prepare
the workforce for future global challenges.

Kazakhstan has positioned itself as a leading destination for foreign direct investment (FDI)
in Central Asia, accounting for over 60% of the region’s total inflows as of 2023 (IlpaBuTenbcTBO
Pecny6sinku KazaxcraH, 2024). The country’s appeal is driven by political stability, favorable
geographic location, and active government efforts to modernize the institutional environment.
Key reforms have included simplified administrative procedures, the establishment of the
Astana International Financial Centre (AIFC), and the introduction of investment ombudsmen
and long-term project agreements. These initiatives are aimed at ensuring legal transparency
and building investor confidence.

Recent years have seen a strategic emphasis on attracting FDI into sectors aligned with
sustainable development goals, particularly green energy, digital infrastructure, and industrial
modernization. Alongside this, the government has introduced tax incentives, customs
exemptions, and partial cost reimbursements for large-scale projects. These measures reinforce
Kazakhstan’s ambition to integrate social development objectives into its economic planning.

This evolving investment ecosystem forms the institutional backdrop for CSR-driven
transformations at the company level. These macro-level developments in Kazakhstan's
investmentlandscape provide the structural backdrop for understanding how foreign companies
implement CSR in practice. Among the most prominent examples is TCO, a long-standing joint
venture that has operationalized CSR across multiple domains. The following case illustrates
how such investment-driven engagement can shape public perceptions of occupational prestige,
workforce development, and societal value creation.

Thus, the investment climate of Kazakhstan is characterized by a favorable combination of
political and economic stability, strategic geographical location and progressive institutional
environment, which makes the country competitive in the global investment arena.

The findings from the case of TCO provide empirical grounding for the central hypothesis
of this study: that CSR and investment policies influence the social status of professions in
Kazakhstan. Rather than serving solely as economic mechanisms, these practices shape both
institutional expectations and symbolic recognition within the labor market.

TCO’s multifaceted approach illustrates how internal workforce development and external
social investments can reinforce each other. Professional training, leadership development, and
succession planning create upward mobility within the company, while public infrastructure
programs (e.g., in education and healthcare) amplify the social importance of service-sector
professions. These mechanisms align with the institutional theory (North, 1990; Scott, 2001),
where corporate actors simultaneously respond to and reshape societal norms.

This dynamic is further supported by Carroll’s CSR Pyramid (1991), particularly in the ethical
and philanthropic dimensions. TCO’s voluntary, non-commercial initiatives targeted toward
human developmentextend beyond legal obligations and reflecta strategicinvestmentin societal
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value. By associating teaching, healthcare, and technical professions with well-resourced,
future-oriented institutions, the company enhances its public visibility and desirability.

Moreover, the symbolic influence of CSR should not be overlooked. Programs like STEAM
laboratories and youth training contests not only develop skills but also reposition entire
professions in engineering, robotics, and education as modern, respected, and aspirational.
These indirect effects help foster a generational shift in professional preferences and address
long-standing biases against manual and technical labor.

From a policy perspective, TCO’s model reflects the kind of public-private synergy that
Kazakhstan’s investment framework seeks to promote. CSR, in this context, is not an auxiliary
activity, but a governance tool that translates economic presence into human capital gains and
social recognition.

Beyond corporate-driven initiatives, Kazakhstan's national discourse on labor plays
an important role in shaping societal perceptions of occupational prestige. A study by the
Kazakhstan Institute of Public Development explores public attitudes toward the ideology of
“Enbek Adamy” (“Person of Labor”) and evaluates how citizens assign value and trust to various
professions (Kazakhstan Institute of Social Development, 2023).

The research reveals that high-status professions are typically associated with income level,
job security, and opportunities for career growth. Occupations in education, medicine, and
agriculture consistently rank among the most trusted, reflecting their perceived contribution
to public well-being and long-term societal development. In contrast, lower levels of trust are
observed in fields such as civil service, advertising, and digital content creation, suggesting a gap
in perceived value and institutional legitimacy. These findings align with broader cultural values
in Kazakhstan, where professional respect is closely tied to societal benefit. Respondents also
describe the image of a “working person” as someone who not only earns a living but contributes
meaningfully to community development. This reinforces the relevance of the “Enbek Adamy”
ideology and highlights a collective demand to elevate the visibility and prestige of blue-collar
and vocational labor.

Notably, these perceptions intersect with corporate interventions. Tengizchevroil’s CSR
strategy hrough investments in technical education, healthcare, and teacher training supports
the very professions most highly valued by the public. This alignment suggests that well-
designed CSR programs can both respond to and reinforce cultural attitudes about the dignity of
work. By doing so, they help bridge the gap between national ideals and labor market realities.

Kazakhstanis’ perception of the image of a working person varies. The most common idea
is of a person who works for the benefit of society, but at the same time values material goods.
Some respondents interpret it as an individual for whom work is not only a way to earn money,
but also a form of self-realization. The overwhelming majority of respondents support the
promotion of the ideology, which indicates a demand from society to raise the status of labor and
recognize the value of blue-collar jobs. The ideology of “Enbek Adamy” is perceived as relevant
and useful. Respondents believe that professions related to helping people most accurately
embody the spirit of this ideology, referring to such professions as doctors and teachers. At the
same time, online professions such as consultants, bloggers and freelancers also find their place
in this ideological context, which indicates the growth of their importance in modern society.
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The findings also reflect Hofstede’s cultural dimensions, particularly in relation to power
distance and uncertainty avoidance. By localizing high-level roles and promoting STEM education
among youth, TCO contributes to reducing hierarchical barriers and preparing communities for
knowledge-based development, thus subtly shifting cultural attitudes toward autonomy, merit,
and technical expertise.

Taken together, the case supports the view that CSR and investment policies are not merely
economic instruments but also vehicles of social structuration. In post-Soviet contexts like
Kazakhstan, where the role of business in social development is still evolving, such interventions
can redefine both opportunity structures and value hierarchies. This theoretical integration
reinforces the argument that corporate actors influence not only what people do for a living but
also how society values those occupations.

While this study is limited to a single case, it offers analytical generalization and a strong
foundation for future empirical work. Comparative case studies or population-based perception
surveys could further clarify the mechanisms by which CSR affects occupational status across
regions, industries, and demographic groups.

Conclusion

This study has examined the intersection of corporate social responsibility (CSR), investment
policy, and the social status of professions in Kazakhstan, using the case of TCO as an empirical
reference point. The analysis demonstrates that CSR initiatives and targeted investments by
foreign companies can significantly contribute not only to economic development but also to
the revaluation of professions that are crucial for long-term social sustainability.

By financing education and healthcare infrastructure, supporting technical and vocational
training, and fostering public-private partnerships, TCO has contributed to the elevation
of traditionally undervalued professions such as teachers, healthcare workers, and skilled
technical labor. These contributions were not limited to direct financial investments but also
included the creation of institutional mechanisms such as structured training systems, grant-
based initiatives, and NGO collaborations that enhance both the material and symbolic value of
these roles.

The findings also suggest that corporate actors can influence labor market perceptions and
professional hierarchies by aligning business strategies with social development priorities.
This confirms the relevance of institutional and stakeholder theories in understanding CSR’s
role within transitional economies. The empirical evidence supports the view that CSR, when
integrated into long-term corporate planning, can act as a mechanism for shaping human capital
and fostering public trust in socially significant occupations.

While this research focuses on a single case, it provides a basis for analytical generalization
and opens avenues for further study. Future research may apply a comparative case approach
or incorporate primary data (e.g., interviews or surveys) to assess the broader applicability of
these findings across sectors and regions. Nonetheless, the example of TCO illustrates that CSR
can serve not only economic objectives, but also as a lever for social transformation, especially
in emerging economies such as Kazakhstan.

Activities of secondary education organizations: conditions and limiting aspects
(according to the international TALIS survey)

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the social conditions of school problems. The
empirical basis is the data from the international TALIS study; the sample consists of 15,980 respondents.
Using mathematical procedures of multidimensional scaling and clustering, analysis of the data on the
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questionnaire was carried out, in which school principals were asked to identify problems complicating
the organization's activities. The study shows that a third of the principals note a shortage of teachers
capable of teaching students with disabilities and support staff, slightly less - difficulties with digital
technologies, the availability of educational space and physical infrastructure, and one in four supervisors
sees a lack of time to communicate with students. The scientific significance of the article lies in the
expansion of the methods of analysis of the indicated research to understand the problems in the field of
secondary education. Based on the results of the simulation, two scales and six clusters were obtained,
which showed that school problems can be divided, on the one hand, into material-oriented (lack of digital
technologies, inadequate physical infrastructure, limited Internet access, lack of educational materials)
and human-oriented aspects (lack of teachers and support staff, lack of time for mentoring); On the
other hand, there are basic problems (low qualifications of teachers and difficulties with educational
literature) and promising ones (professional growth of teachers and high-quality teaching, including
inclusive education). Understanding school issues and their relationship to social factors contributes to
informed decision-making in policy development in secondary education.
