THE DISCOURSE OF POSTMEMORY IN THE NATIONAL MEDIA LANDSCAPE

Abstract. Memory as a central element in theoretical and discursive explorations of the nation offers
multiple avenues for rethinking established historical narratives. The question of how a collective past
becomes embedded in contemporary identity gains particular relevance in current debates about what
a nation should remember-and how. Within this context, the study of postmemory emerges as a critical
framework for examining collective engagement with the past and its influence on the construction of
national identity.

The aim of this research is to develop an analytically grounded perspective on the mnemonic
discourse of postmemory as a meaningful factor in the evolving processes of national self-identification.
The methodological approach draws on contemporary theories and memory studies frameworks,
including the works of Pierre Nora, Maurice Halbwachs, and Jeffrey Olick, as well as key concepts from
postmemory theory (Marianne Hirsch) and translocal memory studies (Astrid Erll, Ann Rigney). These
perspectives consider collective memory and postmemory as integral to mnemonic communities that
shape the contours of national identity.

The study employed a qualitative thematic analysis of representative media texts to identify the
symbolic and semantic content of postmemory discourse. The findings demonstrate that postmemory, as
a product of sociocultural communication, is expressed through diverse forms of memorial practices by
its carriers. These practices reinterpret the collective past and contribute to the production of symbolic
frameworks for national identity.

The conclusions presented in this article may serve as a methodological foundation for future research
into the dynamics of postmemory within national identity discourse, as well as inform the development
of memory policies aimed at civic reintegration. This research enhances our understanding of how
postmemory functions within the mnemonic discourse and plays a pivotal role in shaping national
identity, while also influencing the transformation of the public memorial landscape in the national
context.

SOCIO-ECONOMIC DETERMINANTS OF REPRODUCTIVE BEHAVIOR:
A COMPARATIVE STUDY OF ALMATY (KAZAKHSTAN) AND KUOPIO
(FINLAND)

Abstract. Delayed motherhood is becoming increasingly common, reflecting
the impact of socio-economic transformation and inequality. This article is an
empirical study that presents the results of a comparative study aimed at solving
practical social problems. The postponement of the birth of the first child is
associated with an increase in the level of education, instability in the labor
market, changing gender roles, and uneven access to medical and social services.
The purpose of this study is to conduct a comparative analysis of the socio-
economic determinants of delayed motherhood using the example of Almaty
(Kazakhstan) and Kuopio (Finland). The empirical base includes quantitative
data from a survey conducted in Almaty (n=934), as well as a secondary analysis
of Finnish sources, including data from the Kuopio Birth Cohort. The results show
that in Kazakhstan, low income, lack of stable housing, and economic barriers
are the key factors of late motherhood, whereas in Finland, it is personal choice,
career attitudes, and institutional support. Regression analysis confirms the
significantimpact of financial status and marital status on women's reproductive
decisions. The study highlights the need for a comprehensive social policy
combining economic, medical, and educational support, and contributes to the
development of cross-country comparisons of women's reproductive behavior
in conditions of inequality.
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Introduction

Delayed motherhood is becoming an increasingly common feature of modern societies,
reflecting changes in socio-economic conditions, gender attitudes, and institutional support for
the family. In the context of urbanization, rising levels of women's education, job insecurity, and
the transformation of cultural norms, the decision to have a first child is increasingly being made
at a later stage of life. This process affects both countries with stable institutions of the welfare
state and post-Soviet societies in transition. Of particular interest is the comparative analysis
of Kazakhstan and Finland, two countries with different histories of demographic transitions,
levels of social support, and value orientations. Despite the differences in context, there are
similar trends: the desire for professional self-realization, the need for economic stability, and a
rethinking of parental roles. The present study aims to identify the socio-economic determinants
of late motherhood, with an emphasis on financial barriers, employment, reproductive health,
and access to medical services.

Literary review

Economic factors and costs of alternatives

Financial constraints and the assessment of opportunity costs significantly affect the
duration of maternity. In Belgium, women with the lowest incomes are almost four times more
likely to delay the birth of their first child compared to those with high incomes (Jansen, 2007).
However, the differences are mainly between the extreme income groups, which are related to
the partner's income and the general standard of living.

Careerfactorsarealsocritical: womenwith high career growth potential postpone motherhood
in order to minimize losses in income and trajectories (Kravdal, 1994, Edwards, 2002). Highly
educated women have a "catch-up" effect: the delay in having a child is compensated as the
labor market stabilizes (Liefbroer, 2005; Jansen, 2007). The type of employment is important:
women in the public sector are less likely to postpone motherhood due to stability and support
(Adsera, 2003). Flexible schedules promote earlier motherhood in low-educated women, but
delay it in highly educated women (Jansen, 2007).

In Chile and Australia, late motherhood reflects an adaptation strategy: women seek economic
and professional autonomy before giving birth to a child (Diaz, 2021; Wijk & Billari, 2024).

Education is a stable predictor of late primogeniture. In Spain, women with higher education
give birth to their first child at an average age of 29.8 years, while women with a low level of
education give birth at 23.4 years (Gomez-Acebo et al, 2020). In Poland, having a university
degree increases the likelihood of late motherhood by more than five times (Kaczmarek,
2013). Similar dependencies can be traced in the UK, where education affects fertility through
employment and partnership (Bijlsma & Wilson, 2020).

Employment is also critical: in Germany, high-income women are more likely to postpone
motherhood until they achieve career stability (Gordo, 2009), and the first child appears on
average 3-4 years after starting work (Nicoletti & Tanturri, 2005). However, unstable employment
and temporary contracts, as in Italy, also lead to a delay in the birth of children (Modena et al,
2013; Del Boca & Pronzato, 2007).

Cultural and psychological factors enhance the effect. In Chile, Iran, and Australia, motherhood
is postponed in favor of self-realization and maturity (Diaz, 2021, Behboudi-Gandevani et
al, 2015; "Pathways into childbearing delay”, 2022). In Germany, highly educated women are
particularly sensitive to economic risks (Kreyenfeld, 2005).
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Socio-economic determinants of delayed motherhood in Finland

From 2010 to 2019, the total fertility rate in Finland decreased from 1.87 to 1.35 (Statistics
Finland, 2020), mainly due to a decrease in the number of first births among women under 30
(Hellstrand et al,, 2020). This indicates not only a delay but also a decrease in the total number
of children.

The key reasons arerisinglevels of education, economicinstability, delayed marriage, changes
in parenting standards, and access to contraception (Mills et al, 2011). Stable employment
remains an essential condition for the birth of a first child (Lebano & Jamieson, 2020; Goldstein et
al, 2018). The theories of Lesthaeghe (2010) and Hakim (2003) explain the decrease in fertility
by an increase in individualism and a change in women's preferences but ignore the paradox of
low fertility with high family support.

Modern research focuses on the perception of uncertainty and narratives of the future
(Jalovaara et al, 2019), the influence of the digital environment and career-centered attitudes
(Savelieva, 2022), as well as stratified differences (Berg et al,, 2023). In the context of the Finnish
welfare state, postponing motherhood is becoming a reflection of structural inequalities and
psychosocial vulnerability, rather than solely a personal choice.

Socio-economic factors and employment stability

Employment stability is a key factor in shaping reproductive decisions. Unemployment and
financial instability are closely linked to delayed motherhood, especially among women over
the age of 30 (Miettinen, 2023). A woman's economic status has a significant impact on fertility
attitudes (Jalovaara & Miettinen, 2013). Financial stability is considered as a condition for
creating a safe environment for a child and reflects a rational calculation of opportunity costs.

Value orientations also influence the postponement of the birth of children. Career ambitions
and high digital engagement predict late motherhood, especially for educated women (Savelieva
etal, 2022). This is due to the changing gender roles and the increasing importance of personal
autonomy.

Socio-economic inequality reinforces differences in reproductive behavior: women from
higher strata are more likely to postpone motherhood, while vulnerable groups demonstrate
early childbirth (Berg et al, 2020). The perception of motherhood also depends on age and
social context (Kelhd, 2009).

Mental disorders (CMDs) before pregnancy are associated with low income and limited
fertility (Rénd et al., 2019).

Despite the developed social policy, Finland faces unequal reproductive outcomes. Fear of
childbirth (FOC) reducesthelikelihood ofasecond child, especially after cesarean section (Vaajala
etal,2023).Institutional support, including affordable education, healthcare, and parental leave,
remains insufficient to overcome underlying psychological and economic barriers, especially
for women with low incomes and precarious employment. Delayed motherhood manifests
itself as a marker of social stratification, reflecting not a universal choice but a combination of
structural inequality, cultural shifts, and vulnerability. Effective social policy should be based on
an interdisciplinary approach that takes into account not only individual decisions but also the
social context, offering measures that combine economic support with affordable psychological
assistance.

Socio-economic determinants of delayed motherhood in the CIS and Central Asian
countries

In the CIS and Central Asian countries, delayed motherhood is increasingly determined
by a combination of educational, economic, and cultural factors. Higher education and
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professionalization contribute to the revision of traditional femaleroles, especially in Kazakhstan,
Uzbekistan, and Azerbaijan, where urban women postpone having children until they achieve
financial stability (Billingsley & Duntava, 2021). In conditions of economic instability, as in
Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, job uncertainty and lack of housing become the basis for strategic
postponement of motherhood (Solaz, 2016). In rural areas, on the contrary, early motherhood
remains rational with limited access to education and medicine (Billingsley & Duntava, 2021).

The transformation of gender roles is also important: in Tajikistan, a decrease in marriage is
associated with a change in family expectations and an increase in female autonomy (Clifford
et al, 2016). In Kyrgyzstan and Kazakhstan, the number of women consciously choosing later
motherhood is growing. Social egg freezing is being discussed in a number of countries, which
raises ethical questions about the balance between reproductive autonomy and social pressure
(Bernstein & Wiesemann, 2014).

Research methodology

The methodology is based on the concept of structural stratification and a model of
reproductive choice in conditions of inequality, which makes it possible to compare differences
in women's reproductive strategies in a developed welfare state (Finland) and a transitional
economy (Kazakhstan). It should be emphasized that the Finnish case is based on a secondary
analysis of cohort and national studies, unlike the Kazakh case, with an original empirical base,
which can create an asymmetry in analytical depth and requires caution when interpreting and
comparing the results.

The empirical part uses a quantitative sociological method using structured questionnaires.
The Finnish case is presented based on a systematic analysis of scientific publications based on
representative data (Jalovaara & Miettinen, 2013; Rotkirch et al, 2017; Vaajala et al, 2023, etc.).

Sampling and field implementation

The field stage of the research was conducted by the author of the article, Ainur Bakytzhanova,
as part of her dissertation work in coordination with her supervisor. The empirical database
was formed on the basis of hand-held data collection in Almaty with the participation of interns
from the Center for the Study of Public Opinion (CIOM), who helped in recruiting respondents. A
stratified quota sample with snowball elements was used to include hard-to-reach groups. The
sample included 934 women of reproductive age who permanently reside in Almaty and women
who have lived there for at least five years. The criterion for inclusion in the sample was being
of reproductive age (18-49 years old) and having sexual experience, which corresponded to the
goals of the study aimed at analyzing reproductive behavior. The quotas took into account age,
marital status, income, area of residence, and ethnicity. This approach ensured the reliability of
the data and allowed us to identify differences in reproductive strategies depending on socio-
economic status.

The survey was conducted in a hybrid form:

1. Face-to-face interview;

2. Online survey through the Qualtrics platform.

Toolkit and key variables

The questionnaire included more than 60 questions grouped into five thematic blocks: (1)
demographicand socio-economic characteristics; (2) reproductive health and pregnancy history;
(3) Access to medical services; (4) financial barriers and behavior in conditions of resource
scarcity; (5) cultural and value orientations. To analyze the factors of delayed motherhood,
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variables from sections S17 (influence of socio-cultural attitudes on women's reproductive
behavior and decisions), S23.1-S23.7 (financial constraints and reproductive decisions), and
S24 (expected forms of government support) were used.

Data analysis methods Data

processing included descriptive statistics, correlation (Spearman, Pearson), and regression
(linear and logistic regression). The analysis was performed in SPSS 23. An integrated
approach has made it possible to identify the individual and structural determinants of delayed
motherhood.

Ethical aspects: The study was conducted in strict accordance with the Helsinki Declaration of
the World Medical Council (1964, as amended), the UNESCO Universal Declaration on Bioethics
(2005), and was guided by the Code of Ethics of the International Sociological Association (ISA,
1999). The research methodology and tools were approved by the Local Ethical Committee for
Scientific Research of the Al-Farabi Kazakh National University (No. IRB-A1594, approved on
April 17, 2025).

The survey was conducted on a voluntary basis, observing the principles of anonymity
and confidentiality. All respondents provided informed consent. Sensitive questions were
formulated taking into account ethical standards, and it was possible to refuse to answer
without consequences.

Results

Socio-demographic profile of the study participants

934 women of reproductive age living in Almaty participated in the survey. The average age
of the respondents was 32.8 years (range: from 17 to 50 years). The most represented age
group was women aged 24 to 30 years old.

The ethnic composition of the sample reflects the multinational population typical of Almaty:
Kazakhs made up 49.7%, Russians - 21.1%, Uighurs - 10.4%, Koreans - 6.0%, Tatars - 4.9%.
Representatives of other ethnic groups (Kurds, Kyrgyz, Chechens, Germans, Uzbeks, etc.) also
participated in the study, which highlights the interethnic diversity of the urban environment.
This sample structure increases the validity of the conclusions and brings the study closer to
the ethnocultural representativeness characteristic of Kazakhstan as a whole.

Religiously, the majority of respondents identified themselves as Muslim (70.3%). Orthodox
Christians made up 10.3%, Buddhists 3.6%, and Catholics 2.4%. Atheistic views (agnosticism
and atheism) were expressed by a total of 7.9%.

At the time of the survey, half of the women were officially married (50.2%), and another
14.8% lived in an unregistered union. 17.5% of the respondents were divorced, 13.7% had
never been married.

The presence of children varied: 26.1% had no children, 18.6% had one child, 29.8% had two,
18.5% had three, and the rest had four or more children. This indicates the high reproductive
burden of some of the respondents.

The level of education was predominantly high: 41.5% had a bachelor's degree, 13.3% had
a master's degree, 2.4% were studying for a PhD, 2.0% had a PhD degree or higher. 26.9% had
secondary special education, and 10.8% had general secondary education.

The employment of the respondents was distributed as follows: 24.9% work in the private
sector, 16.5% in the public sector, 15.7% in the civil service, and 21.3% are self-employed.
Housewives and those on parental leave accounted for 7.2%, the unemployed - 4.0%, students
-7.6%.
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The estimate of personal income per month showed a wide range of values, from zero to
several million tenge. The main concentration was in the range from 150,000 to 300,000 tenge
(approximately 30% of the total sample). The updated classification allowed us to identify three
groups:

1. Lowincome - up to 150,000 tenge: about 26.4%.

2. The average income is from 150,000 to 350,000 tenge: about 41.0%.

3. High income - over 350,000 tenge: about 30.9%.

4. The restrefused or found it difficult to answer.

The financial well-being of the household was assessed by the respondents themselves:
50.5% stated that they had enough income for daily needs, but not for large purchases. Only
10.3% noted the absence of financial difficulties. 26% had enough money only for food and
clothes, 9.8% experienced significant restrictions, and 1% lacked funds even for food.

In the housing issue, 47.6% live in their own real estate, 32.9% rent an apartment, 14.5% live
in rooms, with relatives or friends, in dormitories, or in provided housing.

The section "Results of the socio-demographic profile of the respondents” contains diagrams
reflecting the interrelationships between the key socio-demographic characteristics of the
respondents. The analysis includes: the relationship between marital status and financial well-
being, with an emphasis on the vulnerability of single and divorced women; the relationship
between having children and marital status, which makes it possible to trace differences in
reproductive patterns; the relationship between the number of children and self-assessment of
financial status, showing potential risks for women with many children.

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The analysis of the socio-demographic profile of the respondents confirms the hypothesis
aboutthe multilevel influence of social status and family circumstances on women's reproductive
strategies. The data obtained demonstrate a pronounced stratification by the level of material
well-being: more than half of women have incomes sufficient only to meet basic needs, while
only one in ten notes the absence of financial difficulties. A comparative analysis of the charts
indicates that a stable financial situation is more common among married respondents, while
divorced and single women are more likely to show signs of economic vulnerability. Similarly,
there is a link between the number of children and a deterioration in self-assessment of
well-being, reflecting economic pressure on large families. These patterns are consistent
with theories of structural functionalism and social stratification, emphasizing the uneven
distribution of resources and opportunities, including in the field of reproductive choice. The
research methodology, quantitative analysis using frequency distributions and cross-diagrams,
allows us to identify stable relationships between the socio-economic status of women and their
reproductive behavior, confirming the validity of the inclusion of socio-economic determinants
in the conceptual model of reproductive strategies.

Turning to the analysis of the main results, it is important to emphasize that deferred
motherhood in conditions of socio-economic inequality is formed not as an arbitrary individual
strategy, but as a result of a multi-layered interaction of institutional, financial, and cultural
factors. The empirical data presented below make it possible not only to record the scale and
characteristics of delayed motherhood in Almaty, but also to identify the structural mechanisms
that determine differences in women's reproductive behavior depending on their social status.

The data obtained demonstrate the predominance of a rational approach to reproductive
decisions: 41.5% of women indicate that they take into account family traditions but are guided
by personal preferences and realities. Only 13.2% follow the traditional approach of early
motherhood, while 26.6% emphasize their autonomy, making choices regardless of external
pressure. This indicates the formation of an individualized reproductive identity, especially
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in an urban context. The proportion of women who grew up in a conservative environment
(10.3%) indicates the presence of cultural barriers that they are gradually overcoming.

1.1.1. The influence of social factors on the perception of family traditions in women's
reproductive decisions: results of logistic regression

The analysis was carried out using a multi-nominal logistic regression, in which the
dependent variable was the S17 variable - women's attitudes about the influence of traditions
on reproductive decisions (5 response categories). The following variables are included
as predictors: age, nationality, marital status, education level, subjective assessment of the
household's financial situation, and region of previous residence. Sample size: n= 934; valid
observations in the regression model - 631 (67.6%).

The results of logistic regression showed that the model is statistically significant (x2
= 291.644; df = 235; p = 0.007), which confirms the improvement in its quality when socio-
demographic predictors are included. Pseudo R2 made up: Cox and Snell - 0.268, Nagelkirk
- 0.284, McFadden - 0.108. This corresponds to the moderate explanatory power of the model
and indicates that variables such as age, education, marriage, income, and region are associated
with differences in women's attitudes about the influence of family traditions on reproductive
decisions.

An analysis of the contribution of predictors to explaining the variation in women's attitudes
showed that only two sets of variables were statistically significant at the level of p <0.05:

1. Family status: x2 = 34.019; df = 20; p = 0.026

2. Financial situation: x2 = 37.828; df = 25; p = 0.048

This means that it is these socio-demographic characteristics that have a significant impact
on the differences in the attitudes of the respondents regarding the influence of traditions on
reproductive decisions.

Other predictors - nationality, education, and region of previous residence - did not reach
the level of statistical significance (p > 0.05); therefore, their contribution to explaining the
variability of the dependent variable was considered insignificant within the framework of this
model.

An analysis of data from Almaty revealed a statistically significant relationship between
women's social status and their reproductive attitudes: family status (x2 = 34.019; p = 0.026)
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and a subjective assessment of financial status (x2 = 37.828; p = 0.048) turned out to be key
predictors shaping attitudes towards family traditions in childbearing. Married women with
a stable income are more likely to focus on traditional models, while single, divorced, and
economically vulnerable respondents demonstrate a departure from them, choosing deferred
motherhood as an adaptive strategy in conditions of social instability.

In the Finnish sample presented as part of the KuBiCo (Kuopio Birth Cohort) Cohort
(Huuskonen et.al,, 2018), the emphasis is shifted to the influence of biological, behavioral,
and environmental factors in the long term. Although the focus is on medical and epigenetic
mechanisms, a descriptive analysis of 1,172 women confirms that socio-economic parameters
also play a significant role. The average age of pregnant women was 29.8 years, and an increase
in the proportion of women over 35 was recorded, which is interpreted as an indicator of a
trend towards later motherhood. Up to 50% of women use medications during pregnancy,
which is associated with chronic conditions and reflects the availability and systematic nature
of medical monitoring. Thus, delayed motherhood in the Finnish context is caused not only by
social factors, but also by institutionalized health and pregnancy planning practices provided
through government channels.

The analysis of the data obtained indicates a pronounced influence of financial factors on
women's reproductive strategies. Almost 28% of respondents admitted that they refused to
have a child because of financial difficulties, and 25.5% postponed motherhood for the same
reason. More than 22% saved on contraception, which highlights vulnerability in access
to basic reproductive control. At the same time, almost 40% consider medical care to be
insufficiently affordable, taking into account their financial situation. This indicates the need
for comprehensive solutions aimed at eliminating financial barriers, including subsidizing
contraception, expanding free compulsory health insurance services, providing tax and housing
benefits, and supporting women in vulnerable social situations. Financial constraints in the
reproductive sector require a coordinated policy at the intersection of health, social protection,
and employment.
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1.2.1 Multinomial logistic regression of the dependence of the financial situation on financial
and reproductive constraints

This section examines how financial difficulties and access to information and medical care
affect women's perception of their financial situation. For this purpose, the answers to the S23
block of questions were analyzed, in which the respondents were asked to assess the impact
of finances on their reproductive decisions, such as refusing to have a child, family planning,
access to contraception, and medical care. The question used for the analysis: S23. How do your
financial situation and the availability of reproductive health information affect your family
planning decisions? The answers were offered on a scale of

1 - Yes, 2 - No, 3 - I find it difficult to answer.

The list of statements (predictors S23.1-S23.4):

- S$23.1.Did you have to refuse to have a child (terminate pregnancy) for financial reasons?

- S23.2. Does your financial status affect your ability to plan a family (for example,
postponing the birth of children)?

- §$23.3. Have you saved on buying contraceptives due to a lack of money?

- S23.4. Is medical care for reproductive health sufficiently accessible to you, taking into
account your income?

These four variables were included in the multinomial logistic regression as predictors to
reveal how they relate to the assessment of one's own financial situation. The table below shows
the coefficients of this model, followed by a detailed interpretation of the results.

The color scheme reflects the levels of statistical significance of the coefficients:

- The red color indicates statistically significant results (p<0.05), indicating a significant
influence of the predictor.

- The yellow color indicates the marginal significance (p from 0.05 to 0.1), which allows
for a possible influence, subject to additional verification.

- The green color corresponds to the absence of statistical significance (p 2 0.1), that is,
the effect is not confirmed at the selected confidence level.

This design helps to visually interpret the differences between the levels of financial status
and identify the predictors with the greatest contribution.

Evaluation of the model and the quality of the fit

The multinomial logistic regression calculated by the maximum likelihood method on a
sample of 934 observations showed a statistically significant improvement compared to the
null model (x2(df) =..; p < 0.001), confirming the significance of the included predictors (block
S23.1-523.4) reflecting financial and reproductive constraints. The dependent variable is a
subjective assessment of the financial situation (6 categories), the basic one is "I find it difficult
to answer". Pseudo-R2 values (Cox-Snell = 0.22; Nagelkerk =~ 0.25; McFadden = 0.12) indicate
an acceptable level of explanation and adequacy of the model for social regression, taking into
account the features of categorical data.

The following are the coefficients of the multinomial logistic regression for each Q9 category
compared to the reference category. The table shows the estimates of the coefficients (B), their
standard errors (SE), exponentiated coefficients (Exp(B), i.e., relative chances), 95% confidence
intervals Exp(B), and p-significance levels. The results are described below by category of the
initial variable, with an emphasis on statistically significant effects (a = 0.05).

Regression coefficients by category Q9

1. Category 1 (the lowest assessment of the financial situation) vs "I find it difficult to answer":
For this category, there is a positive and statistically significant association with two of the four
predictors. In particular:

In the context of assessing the probability of respondents being classified in the lowest
financial category, the regression results revealed three significant predictors: refusal to have a
child for financial reasons (S23.1; Exp(B) = 3.32; p < 0.001) and the impact of finances on family
planning (523.2; Exp(B) = 2.23; p = 0.01) demonstrate a strong and statistically significant
association with extremely low self-assessment of well-being; savings on contraception (S23.3;
Exp(B) = 1.65; p = 0.04) are also significant, but with less confidence. At the same time, limited
availability of medical care (S23.4; Exp(B) = 1.49; p = 0.11) showed no significant effect. Thus,
economically determined reproductive restrictions - refusal, postponement, saving - are the key
indicators of women's social vulnerability.

2. Category 2 (low score) vs "I find it difficult to answer": The results for the next financial
situation category are in many ways similar to category 1, although the scale of the effects is
somewhat smaller. In the second category of financial situation, two factors remain significant:
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refusal to have a child for financial reasons (523.1; Exp(B) = 2.72; p < 0.01) and the impact of
finances on family plans (S23.2; Exp(B) = 1.82; p = 0.03), both of which increase the probability
of being in this category. At the same time, savings on contraceptives (523.3; p = 0.23) and
limited access to medical care (S23.4; p = 0.60) are statistically insignificant. This confirms that
it is the fundamental economic constraints, denial, and uncertainty in family planning that are
most sensitive to the level of material vulnerability.

3. Category 3 (average grade) vs "I find it difficult to answer": none of the factors under
consideration demonstrated a statistically significant effect on the average level of financial
situation. All the coefficients obtained are small in absolute value and statistically insignificant:

- S23.1: B=0.40 (SE = 0.30), Exp(B) = 1.49,95% CI [0.8; 2.7], p = 0.18.

- §23.2:B=0,30 (SE =0,25), Exp(B) = 1,35,95% CI [0,8; 2,2], p = 0,23.

- S§23.3:B=0,20 (SE =0,20), Exp(B) =1,22,95% CI [0,8; 1,8], p = 0,32.

- S23.4:B=0,02 (SE=0,17), Exp(B) =1,02,95% CI [0,7; 1,4], p = 0,90.

Conclusion for category 3: the coefficients at $S23.1-S23.4 for the average category of
financial situation are close to zero; the influence of financial and reproductive restrictions on
the probability of choosing the average option of financial assessment has not been statistically
detected.

4. Category 4 (high score) vs "I find it difficult to answer": At higher levels of well-being, the
influence of predictors changes to a negative sign (which is expected, since financial constraints
rather prevent entry into the prosperous categories). However, none of the negative effects in
category 4 reach the 0.05 significance threshold.:

- S23.1: B=-0,50 (SE =0,27), Exp(B) = 0,61, 95% CI [0,3; 1,1], p = 0,06. Refusal to have
a child for financial reasons is associated with a reduced chance of belonging to this (high)
category, but the relationship is only marginally significant (at the 10% level, with a = 0.05
trend).

- §23.2: B=-0,70 (SE = 0,40), Exp(B) = 0,50, 95% CI [0,2; 1,1], p = 0,09. Similarly, the
impact of finance on family planning reduces the likelihood of a high financial assessment (by
about half), but this effect has not been statistically confirmed.

- §23.3: B =-0,40 (SE = 0,30), Exp(B) = 0,67, 95% CI [0,4; 1,2], p = 0,20. Savings on
contraceptives show a negative but insignificant coefficient.

- S23.4: B =-0,30 (SE = 0,25), Exp(B) = 0,74, 95% CI [0,5; 1,2], p = 0,27. The lack of
affordable medical care for reproductive issues also has no statistically significant effect on the
likelihood of falling into this category.

Conclusion for category 4: Although the coefficients S23.1 and S23.2 indicate reduced chances
of high material prosperity in the presence of appropriate financial constraints (Exp(B)<1),
their degree of statistical significance is insufficient (p = 0.06 - 0.09). None of the predictors
significantly affects belonging to category 4.

5. Category 5 (highest score) vs "I find it difficult to answer": In the highest category of
financial situation, the opposite statistically significant effects were found for a number of
indicators. In other words, some financial constraints significantly reduce the likelihood that
the respondents will attribute their financial situation to the most prosperous level.

In the highest category of financial situation, the opposite effect of most predictors is
expressed: refusal to have a child (S§23.1; Exp(B) = 0.30; p < 0.01) and financial difficulties in
family planning (523.2; Exp(B) = 0.37; p = 0.02) significantly reduce the likelihood of achieving
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it. Limited access to medical care (S23.4; Exp(B) = 0.45; p < 0.01) is also statistically significantly
associated with reduced chances. Savings on contraception (523.3) show a similar trend, but
remain at the margin of importance (p = 0.08). These results emphasize that the absence of
financial and medical barriers is closely related to a high subjective assessment of well-being.

Conclusion for category 5: for the most affluent group of respondents, financial constraints
play a significant role: indicators S23.1, S23.2, and S23.4 turned out to be negatively and
statistically significantly related to belonging to this category (p < 0.05). This indicates that
people experiencing the listed financial and reproductive difficulties are much less likely to
assess their financial situation as "very good". The S23.3 indicator (savings on contraceptives)
also reduces the chances of being in the highest category, but the evidence of this effect is
insufficient (p > 0.05).

Model comparison: In addition to the complete model presented, its comparability with
alternative specifications has been verified. In particular, the comparison with the null model
(without predictors) confirms a significant improvement in the tests mentioned above (x2-
likelihood ratio criterion). Other models (for example, excluding individual predictors) did
not demonstrate a better match: removing any of the key factors led to a deterioration in the
model's performance (an increase in - 2LogL and a decrease in pseudo-R2), although formal
testing of individual coefficients is indicated above. Thus, the selected model is preferable and
includes all four predictors of the S23 block.

Marginal effects and predicted probabilities

To illustrate the effect of financial constraints on the subjective assessment of well-being,
predictive probabilities were calculated for four key situations (S23.1-S23.4). The most
pronounced impact was recorded in terms of refusal to have a child (§23.1) and financial
barriers to family planning (S23.2): the presence of these factors increases the likelihood of
self-assessment of the "lowest" financial situation by 2-3 times, while reducing the likelihood of
being classified as the "highest" level (for example, with S23.1 - from 14% to 5%). For indicators
of savings on contraception (S23.3) and limited access to medical care (523.4), the differences
in forecasts were less significant. The visualized data (Fig. 5) clearly demonstrate these trends,
emphasizing the role of financial and reproductive constraints as indicators of perceived social
vulnerability.

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Figure 5 demonstrates how the presence or absence of financial and reproductive constraints
affects the likelihood of how women assess their financial situation. The graph compares the
predicted probabilities for the two states:

e X =0 - there are no restrictions,

e X =1 - there are restrictions.

For example, women who faced financial reasons for refusing to have a child (S23.1) were
significantly more likely to rate their position as "lowest" (12% vs. 4%), and as "highest" (5% vs.
14%). A similar effect is observed for feature S23.2 (financial impact on family planning). At the
same time, the probability of assessing one's position as "the highest" decreases on the contrary
(for example, from 14% to 5% for S23.1), which confirms the significant impact of restrictions
on the perception of one's own well-being.

For indicators S23.3 and S23.4, the differences between the groups are minimal, which
indicates that there is no pronounced influence of these factors on the self-assessment of the
financial situation.

The analysis was performed on a complete sample (n = 934) without stratification by
subgroups: all categories of the dependent variable were simultaneously taken into accountin a
single model. Verification of the stability of the results showed that the exclusion of the reference
category ("I find it difficult to answer") did not change the key conclusions. Despite the moderate
values of pseudo-R2, which are typical for logistic models, the results remain interpretable,
although the proportion of unexplained variation is large. At the same time, the proximity of the
Hesse matrix to the singular indicates potential multicollinearity, which requires caution when
interpreting insignificant effects. The model does not cover all possible predictors (for example,
demographic ones), which limits its explanatory potential. All statistical results are given in the
"Results" section, and interpretations and practical implications are put into the "Discussion” in
compliance with scientific rigor and significance level a = 0.05.

In the survey, the respondents evaluated 15 proposed measures in the field of reproductive
health. This list was compiled based on international experience (Finland, France, Canada) and
our research data, taking into account Kazakhstan's realities (Rono et al.,, 2019; Savelieva et al.,
2022;Savelievaetal,, 2022). Many measures, such as free ultrasound, subsidies for contraception,
access to private medicine, and support for Assisted reproductive technology (ART), were
proposed by the survey participants themselves. The list reflects both the expectations of the
State and the personal strategies of women, and serves as a guideline for a more effective and
equitable reproductive policy.

The surveyresultsdemonstrate aclear hierarchy of public prioritiesin the field of reproductive
health, focused primarily on institutionalized and socially accessible measures. The top 4 offers
reflect basic reproductive needs: free medical services for family planning (19%), subsidies
for contraceptives (17.3%), improved conditions for maternity leave and payments (16%),
and increased access to IVF and other ART technologies (13%). Collectively, these measures
cover more than 65% of all responses, forming the backbone of the public demand - strategies
before and during pregnancy, where financial accessibility and government participation are
key conditions.

The first place, "free family planning services," deserves special attention. Even though such
services are already formally present in the structure of the guaranteed volume of free medical
care, their support in the first place may indicate several important factors: low awareness
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of the population, poor representation of these services in practice, or problems of trust in
the quality of provision. Similarly, proposal No. 5, the "state program for free examination and
diagnosis" (8%), also represents a de facto existing service, but its demand signals the need
for increased communication, navigation, and legal awareness. Respondents seem to perceive
these measures not as effective but as desirable, which indicates a lack of awareness campaigns
about rights and guarantees in the healthcare system.

The proposal for "subsidies for contraceptives” (17.3%) reflects an urgent public demand
for the recognition of contraception not as a woman's private responsibility, but as an element
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of guaranteed state support. Despite the fact that the topic of contraception appears in national
strategies and programs, in practice, women are forced to purchase protective equipment on
their own, without systematic financial or informational support. This is especially critical for
socially vulnerable groups, for whom even basic methods of contraception become economically
unaffordable. It is important to add to this situation that the burden of contraception falls almost
entirely on women, while men's participation in reproductive responsibility remains extremely
low. The lack of a government information campaign aimed at involving men in the use of barrier
methods and joint family planning exacerbates the gender imbalance and shifts all risks and
costs exclusively to women. This situation transforms access to reproductive autonomy from a
universal right into a social privilege, thereby increasing inequality and limiting the exercise of
the right to informed parenthood.

It is also worth noting proposal No. 8 (4.3%) "free or preferential care for women with
diagnoses affecting fertility (for example, polycystic ovary syndrome (PCOS), endometriosis,
etc.)". Despite the relatively low frequency of choice, this measure highlights the problem of
chronic underestimation of reproductive diseases such as polycystic ovary syndrome and
the need for long-term support programs for women with diagnoses that directly affect their
reproductive potential.

Reducing the tax burden for families with children and pregnant women (1.6%) was among
the least supported measures, which may indicate both low public awareness of existing or
potential tax benefits and limited faith in the effectiveness of such tools in real life. The lack of
knowledge about international practices of tax support for families only increases distrust of
such measures and reduces their perceived importance among the population. In conditions
where respondents focus on the need for direct and tangible assistance (free services, subsidies,
payments), indirect forms of support, such as tax breaks, are perceived as less significant or
difficult to access. This may also indicate a lack of information and explanatory work on the
part of the State, as well as the complexity of administrative procedures that make it difficult to
obtain such benefits in practice.

Less than 3% took measures related to educational initiatives, tax preferences, and support
for private childbirth. This trend may indicate either a lack of awareness about the potential
benefits of these options or that respondents do not consider them a priority over basic needs.

For the purposes of interpretation, it is advisable to divide preferences into four semantic
areas that can be used as a basis for policy.:

1. Preventive measures: subsidies for contraception, free family planning, and educational
programs.

2. Support during pregnancy and childbirth: improvement of maternity leave conditions,
state examination, and tax benefits.

3. Access to high-tech care: expansion of IVE, infertility treatment, and ART.

4. Chronic and difficult-to-diagnose conditions: PCOS, endometriosis, comprehensive support
measures in private and state clinics.

The results demonstrate not only the need to expand the range of available services but
also the need for systematic education, navigation, and promotion of information about
existing support measures that are perceived by the population as non-existent. This suggests
that the reform of the reproductive health system must combine institutional changes with
communication and educational strategies, even if the measures already available will remain
invisible to the bulk of the target group.
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The results of the study indicate a strong public demand to expand the availability of basic
medical services and financial supportin the field of reproductive health. These priorities largely
coincide with the experience of Finland, where, according to the Kuopio Birth Cohort, over 90%
of women undergo early screening, and the state provides access to infertility treatment and
controls IVF practice to reduce risks. The availability of medicines is also relevant: almost half
of pregnant women need prescription drugs. Thus, the preferences identified in Kazakhstan
(affordable diagnostics, subsidies, IVF support) reflect the universal importance of systemic
measures to improve the quality of reproductive health.

Discussion

It should be noted that the differences in cultural attitudes and social expectations between
Kazakhstan and Finland described in the work do not pretend to be universal and may vary
depending on the region, generation, and level of education; the interpretations given reflect
generalized trends recorded in the framework of the study and comparison with national data,
rather than absolute norms.

The results confirm the pan-European trend towards delayed motherhood: in Finland, the
average age of first-time mothers is approaching 30 years, and the number of mothers over
35 is growing. Similar processes are observed in Kazakhstan, using the example of Almaty.
However, the differences in motives are noticeable: while in Europe, postponement is associated
with career and education, in Almaty, low income and lack of stable support are more often
decisive factors. In our sample, it was income and family circumstances, rather than the level of
education, that turned out to be key. This highlights that universal trends manifest themselves
in different ways depending on the social context.

The results of the study not only confirmed the hypothesis of a significant influence of
socio-economic determinants on women's reproductive strategies but also revealed the deep
nature of delayed motherhood as a social symptom, rather than solely an individual choice.
Women in Almaty, faced with economic instability, lack of housing, and limited access to
contraception and medical services, find themselves in a position where deferred motherhood
becomes a form of adaptation, but not freedom. This is not a voluntary strategy, but a forced
postponement, which hides anxiety, distrust of the system, and fear of the future. Unlike in
Finland, where institutional support provides women with a space for reproductive autonomy,
the Kazakh context shows that deferred motherhood can be a form of social protection and
fear/anxiety in conditions of constant uncertainty. Regression models clearly indicate that
the uneven distribution of resources from income to basic medical information leads to the
fact that the right to motherhood is implemented unevenly, and motherhood itself becomes a
privilege of a stable position. Thus, the study not only confirmed the hypothesis of the structural
conditionality of reproductive behavior but also questioned the universality of the concept of
"reproductive choice", emphasizing its dependence on the economic, cultural, and institutional
environment. The conclusion is obvious: without a systematic and interdisciplinary policy that
removes hidden barriers to parenthood, any discussion of informed choice remains incomplete
and socially dishonest.

To better understand why socio-economic determinants so significantly influence women's
decision to postpone motherhood, it is necessary to go beyond the superficial arguments about
"economic expediency” and consider a more complex system of interrelated structural and
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cultural mechanisms. In the Kazakh context, delayed motherhood is not just a consequence of
a lack of resources, but a form of adaptive survival strategy developed in conditions of social
uncertainty and instability. Income instability, lack of housing, and the high cost of medical
services are not abstract risks, but an everyday reality in which the birth of a child can mean
a deterioration in the financial situation, loss of control over the life situation, and increased
vulnerability. A woman in such a situation does not act out of selfish motives, but out of an
effort to protect the unborn child from deficiency and instability; that is, she decides the logic
of responsible parenting.

However, cultural transformations are no less significant. Modern urban society, in
particular, Almaty, is increasingly moving from the traditional model of "early" parenthood to
an individualized logic of the life path, in which motherhood is understood as a mature, delayed,
but morally responsible choice. The younger generation of Kazakhstani women is less likely to
perceive the birth of a child as a social obligation or a step regulated by age expectations. The
idea of reproductive autonomy is coming to the fore, where a woman has the right not only
to give birth, but also to choose when and under what conditions she is ready for it. This is a
profound cultural shift: from following prescribed roles to forming conscious life strategies. In
this sense, cultural attitudes play a dual role: on the one hand, they free women from the pressure
of traditional norms; on the other, they impose on them even greater individual responsibility
for making the "right" decision, which involves financial and emotional preparedness.

Finland demonstrates a different model: there, deferred motherhood has become part of an
institutionally supported norm, where society and the state share the burden of reproductive
decisions with women. Government policies that provide access to child care, medical services,
generous parental leave, and subsidies have created conditions in which having a child does
not threaten a woman's social mobility or economic stability. In such a model, postponing
motherhood is not a refusal or a forced measure, but a form of life planning in conditions of
predictability and social security. In Kazakhstan, however, despite the availability of individual
support measures, the overall institutional architecture of reproductive policy remains
fragmented, unstable, and often symbolic. Mortgage subsidies or one-time payments do not
compensate for the fundamental risks that a woman has to take into account when deciding to
become a mother in conditions of social and economic vulnerability.

Thus, socio-economic barriers form not only objective limitations, but also cultivate a special
type of reproductive rationality in which a Kazakhstani woman is forced to compare personal
desires with institutional reality. She learns to "accept” and "bear" not only cultural, but also
structural responsibility, not for choice, but for its consequences in an environment where
reproductive decision-making is fraught with risks. And in this sense, reproductive choice turns
out to be not so much an expression of freedom as a form of moral duty to the unborn child.
That is why the conversation about motherhood cannot be conducted outside the broad agenda
of social justice, risk redistribution, and strengthening institutional support: because not every
woman can afford the luxury of "postponing” or "planning"” life, but everyone should have the
right to do so.

The study is based on data collected in Almaty, Kazakhstan's largest metropolitan area, with
high social stratification. The stratified quota sample provided representativeness for the urban
female population of reproductive age. The results obtained reliably reflect the peculiarities of
the reproductive behavior of Kazakhstani women in conditions of urbanization and institutional
diversity.
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However, extending the findings to the whole country, including rural regions with different
socio-cultural characteristics,is methodologically incorrect. On the contrary, the dataemphasizes
the need for spatially differentiated analysis. The Almaty study should be considered as a model
for understanding the mechanisms of delayed motherhood in an urban environment, while it
also reveals unclosed research gaps.

The comparison with the data from the Kuopio Birth Cohort from Finland does not serve as
a direct parallel, but as an analytical tool for identifying differences in institutional and cultural
patterns of reproductive behavior. The survey methodology met scientific and ethical standards;
however, as with any self-reporting study, there may be distortions due to social desirability.

Implications for politics, medical practice, and gender equality

In politics: The identified economic reasons for postponing motherhood clearly indicate the
need not just to expand, but to rethink the state policy of supporting families, including young
families in Kazakhstan. We are not talking about fragmented measures, but about a systematic
approach aimed at reducing structural barriers to parenthood. In conditions of high cost of
living, unstable employment, and poor accessibility of basic social services, especially in large
cities and megacities, the priority should be the development of institutional mechanisms
that contribute to the financial and social stability of young parents. This includes not only
increasing benefits and introducing differentiated tax benefits, but also expanding social
housing programs, ensuring guaranteed access to high-quality preschool and school education,
as well as reforming the employment system with an emphasis on creating flexible forms of
work for women, especially in the postpartum period. At the same time, it is important to
develop a nationally oriented approach that takes into account the cultural and demographic
characteristics of Kazakh society, and not just borrowing external models.

The key challenge remains not so much the expansion of support measures as ensuring their
quality, transparency, and trust from the public. The lack of clear standards and evaluation
mechanisms reduces the effectiveness of public policy. The goal should be not just to stimulate
fertility, but to create an environment where motherhood is not a risk, but a protected, socially
recognized choice. In Finland, the emphasis is shifting to supporting work-family balance,
flexible employment, and the involvement of fathers, which strengthens the sustainability
of family strategies. In healthcare, there is an increasing need to adapt to late motherhood:
access to expanded screening, information about fertility, and ART opportunities are needed. In
terms of gender equality, postponing the birth of a child indicates both an increase in women's
autonomy and structural barriers. Their elimination requires systematic measures to ensure a
real balance between work and parental roles.

Conclusion

A comparative analysis of the socio-economic determinants of delayed motherhood in Almaty
and Kuopio (Finland) has shown that, regardless of differences in the socio-cultural context,
the key factors of the late birth of the first child are similar: women's desire to obtain higher
education and build a career, as well as the need for economic stability are the main reasons for
postponing motherhood.

In Finland, there has been a noticeable shift in attitudes towards family life over the past
decades, which directly affects the decision to postpone the birth of children. Motherhood is
increasingly perceived as a conscious choice rather than a socially obligatory role for women.
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While for previous generations, starting a family was considered the "norm" and childlessness
was an aberration, today's young Finns are much more tolerant of voluntary childlessness.
Research shows that a significant proportion of young adults do not consider having children to
be a prerequisite for a fulfilling life, preferring to devote time to other goals and pleasures. For
example, according to the family barometer, about 15% of Finns aged 20-45 explicitly state that
they do not want to have children at all, motivating this with the desire to "do something else in
life" and the lack of a feeling that a child will give their lives a special meaning (Yle, 2023; 2024).
Such sentiments reflect profound cultural changes: parenthood has ceased to be an alternative
life strategy and has become one of the options for self-realization, along with a career, travel,
hobbies, etc.

At the same time, the role of marriage as a necessary condition for the birth of children
is decreasing. Finnish society is characterized by a high tolerance for illegitimate birth and
cohabitation. Statistics show that today, only about half of children are born to married parents,
whereas a century ago, 91% of births were registered marriages (Yle, 2023). In other words,
almost 50% of Finnish children are born out of an official marriage, which indicates the cultural
norm of having children and building a family without legal registration of the relationship.
The attitude towards marriage has become more pragmatic: Finns tend to get married at a
more mature age or do without it altogether, without fear of public condemnation. This
demarginalization of extramarital parenting allows couples to take their time with marriage
and childbearing. Young people often first live for themselves, get an education, try themselves
in a career, travel, and only then think about children.

The age norms of childbearing have shifted significantly. In Finland, there is an understanding
that having your first child at the age of 30-35 is normal and even typical. According to the
National Institute of Health and Well-being, the average age of first-time mothers in 2021
reached 30.0 years, and the average age of all women in labor was 31.6 years. Moreover, the
proportion of women over 35 years of age has already accounted for a quarter of all births
(FinlHW (THL), 2024). These figures confirm that most women postpone the birth of their first
child until they are thirty or older, which in the past was considered a late age. For comparison,
back in the 1980s, the average age of a mother at the birth of her first child was significantly
lower; the trend towards its increase is associated with long-term education and a change in life
priorities. Despite late motherhood, there is no serious stigmatization of "age-related" women
in labor in society; on the contrary, it has become a social norm. In general, about 65% of Finnish
women aged 15-88 have realized themselves as mothers, and most of them are limited to two
children (FinlHW (THL), 2024), which indicates a shift in the ideal of a family towards the model
of "two children" or even one child.

One of the most important cultural attitudes influencing procreation postponement is the
value of personal autonomy and professional development. Many Finns and Finns consider it
necessary to "get back on your feet" first - get a higher education, start a career,; achieve financial
stability - and only then think about children. According to research, modern young women in
Finland increasingly place education, work, and financial stability above the role of mother,
even if they recognize children as an important part of life (Nikander, 2020). Career aspirations
and self-realization outside the family are perceived as equivalent or more attractive life goals.
In a recent survey, it was noted that having an "extremely demanding job" is among the main
reasons for not having children (Yle, 2024). Stress at work and a high pace of life make many
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people wonder if they can combine a child with their current career, and often the answer is to
postpone motherhood.

In addition, Finns' reproductive plans are influenced by new values and generation anxieties.
For example, environmental awareness and climate anxiety have become unexpected factors.
Some young couples deliberately postpone or reject childbearing due to concerns about the
climate crisis and the state of the planet (FinlHW (THL), 2024). They perceive the birth of a child
through the prism of responsibility for the carbon footprint or possible environmental disasters
in the future, which was previously not taken into account in life strategies. The influence of the
media environment is also discussed: experts note that social networks and modern ideals of
life can push young people towards alternative scenarios of self-realization and increase feelings
of insecurity in the future (Reuters, 2024). Collectively, these cultural attitudes, individualism,
the priority of personal comfort and career, a change in attitudes towards marriage, and
environmental values form a pattern of behavior in which the birth of children is postponed to
a later date than it was for previous generations.

Relation to socio-economic determinants in Finland

Finns' cultural attitudes do not exist in a vacuum; they are closely intertwined with the socio-
economic conditions of the country. A high level of education and the availability of long-term
education is one of the key factors for later entry into parenthood. In Finland, the majority of
young people receive higher education, and their studies often last until the middle of the third
decade of life. Naturally, when starting a family, many people want to finish their studies and
start a career first. As a result, the average age of entry into an economically independent adult
life increases, delaying the time of the birth of the first child.

After graduation, the situation on the labor market becomes influential. The Finnish
economy, despite its success, is experiencing the same trends as other developed countries:
the proliferation of temporary contracts, project employment, and high competition for jobs.
As noted by Finnish politician and statesman Petteri Orpo, uncertainty about job stability has
increased in the modern working world. Young people face temporary contracts and uncertainty
about the future. According to him, this economic instability has become one of the reasons
why people postpone "plans for children" (Reuters, 2024). Indeed, the feeling of financial and
professional instability is an important determinant of reproductive behavior. Many potential
parents want to gain confidence in income, career, and housing first, and only then have a child.
In conditions when permanent work and own housing become achievable closer to the age of
30, it is logical that the birth of children is shifted to this age.

Gender equality achieved in Finnish society is also an important factor. The high economic
activity of women, equal rights in education and work, means that women have the opportunity
to build a career on an equal basis with men. The social role of women has expanded - they
are no longer expected to devote themselves solely to the home and children. This, on the one
hand, increased the requirements for a combination of roles (you need to have time to realize
your career and create a family), and on the other, reduced the pressure to immediately have
children. Finnish women enjoy the freedom to choose the moment of their child's birth based
on their personal circumstances. Moreover, studies have noted a change in gender stereotypes:
now, men and women in Finland look at the issue of children in approximately the same way;
the difference in the desire to have a child between the sexes has been smoothed out (Yle, 2024).
Many young men are willing to postpone fatherhood for the sake of self-development, just like
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women. Thus, gender equality, which has given women more opportunities outside the family,
indirectly leads to the family being postponed until both men and women consider that the time
has come.

The role of the state and the welfare system should be mentioned separately. Finland
is a welfare state with well-developed family support: long parental leave for both parents,
child support payments, and affordable kindergartens. Theoretically, such measures should
reduce economic barriers to childbearing. Historically, it was generous social support that
helped Finland keep the birth rate down - it is noted that previously a high level of well-being
prevented a sharp drop in fertility (Ciganda et.al, 2023). However, in the last decade, despite
all the benefits, the birth rate in the country has fallen to a record low. The total fertility rate
decreased from 1.87 children per woman in 2010 to only 1.35 in 2019, significantly below the
level of simple reproduction of the population (Wang et.al, 2024). In 2020-2021, there was a
small surge in births (against the background of COVID-lockdown), but by 2022 the downward
trend resumed. This has sparked discussions among politicians about how effective traditional
family support measures are in the new environment. In fact, the Finnish government is faced
with a situation where financial incentives (perks, benefits, promotion of paternity leave, etc.)
do not provide the desired increase in the birth rate, because they run into the changed values
and priorities of young people.

The reasons for the decline in the birth rate are complex, a combination of economic realities
and deeper cultural shifts. On the economic side, the factors already mentioned (long-term
education, job insecurity, high cost of living - especially housing in large cities - etc.) create
rational obstacles to early parenthood. But in many other countries with similar problems,
the introduction of benefits temporarily raised the birth rate. In Finland, the effect is different
because the lifestyle has changed. As noted by Finnish demographer Anna Rothkirch, the
younger generation perceives parenthood as a difficult compromise with other life goals:
many feel that they will have to choose between family and alternative ways of self-realization
(Fin[HW (THL). This concerns ideas about the desired lifestyle, values, and ideals. In fact, the
question is "Do [ want to be a parent now or at all?" He became part of a personal value system.
In such circumstances, no simple policy decision guarantees an increase in the birth rate, since
it is difficult for the state to influence the worldview.

In Finland, cultural attitudes (the value of personal development, new views on the meaning
oflife, and family) go hand in hand with socio-economic determinants (level of education, nature
of the labor market, model of the welfare state). They mutually enhance each other's effect,
leading to the fact that the average woman gets her first child closer to the age of 30, while the
total number of children remains below two. Despite all the academic controversies, one thing
is clear: the phenomenon of deferred motherhood in Finland is a product of the synergy of a
highly modernized economy and a society with significantly liberalized views on marriage and
parenthood.

The contrast between Finland and Kazakhstan in matters of reproductive behavior is
very significant. Kazakhstan, although it is a secular state, is culturally closer to traditional
societies where the value of family and children remains extremely high. Based on the collected
data, several key differences can be identified.:

The age of motherhood and marriage. On average, women in Kazakhstan become mothers
earlier than in Finland. Although the average age of a mother at birth in Kazakhstan is gradually
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approaching 30 years, a significant proportion of women still give birth to their first child at
the age of 23-25 years. In Finland, however, most women enter into parenthood closer to the
age of 30 or later. Teenage motherhood in Finland is extremely rare, while in Kazakhstan, the
proportion of young mothers under 20 is still noticeable. This reflects the continuing influence
of traditional attitudes in Kazakh society, where early marriage and early parenthood remain
the norm in some regions.

The role of marriage and family. In Kazakhstan, marriage and the birth of children remain
closely linked: most births occur in official marriages. Unmarried women without children may
face social pressure by the age of 30. In Finland, on the contrary, almost half of children are
born out of wedlock, reflecting a high level of social tolerance and a flexible attitude towards the
institutionalization of family relations. There is a different cultural attitude here: first, personal
readiness, then the child, regardless of marriage.

Fertility and family size. Kazakhstan maintains a high total fertility rate. Families with three
or more children are considered desirable, especially in traditional regions. The ideal of a family
here is closely related to intergenerational continuity, the desire to "leave a mark", to have both
sons and daughters. In Finland, on the contrary, the "one-two child" model is widespread, and
large families are rare. Even among those who theoretically want to have children, the actual
number of children is often less than planned. The quality of life, personal space, financial
stability, and the possibility of self-realization are the most important guidelines hindering the
growth of fertility.

Life strategies and support. Young people in Kazakhstan are more likely to plan early marriage
and the birth of children, which is facilitated by both pressure from older generations and the
presence of strong informal support networks. Relatives, especially grandparents, actively
participate in the upbringing of children, reducing the burden on young parents. In Finland,
the role of the extended family is limited, and young couples rely primarily on themselves and
government support mechanisms. That is why it is common practice in Finland to postpone
motherhood until maximum financial and psychological stability is achieved.

Conclusion. We can say that Kazakhstan and Finland are at different stages of demographic
and value development. Finland is a country with a persistently low birth rate, despite a well-
developed support system, which indicates the leading role of cultural factors. Kazakhstan still
maintains high fertility due to traditions, religious background, and strong family attitudes.
However, urbanization, increased access to education and the growth of women's employment
are gradually changing the Kazakh pattern, bringing it closer to global trends.

Delayed motherhood in Finland has become the result of a long-term cultural shift: here,
parenthood is increasingly perceived as a project that should be perfectly integrated into the life
strategy of an individual. The possibility of choice, respect for individual goals, as well as a high
level of education and female autonomy, contribute to the postponement of parenthood. At the
same time, economic opportunities, paradoxically, create new barriers: instability of the labor
market, high standards of living, and competition for resources, all of which contribute to a late
decision on the birth of a child.

In Kazakhstan, the picture is different: parenthood is still perceived as an obligatory stage
of life, supported by both society and family. Women, even in conditions of limited resources,
strive to realize themselves as mothers, often relying on informal forms of support. However, as
urbanization increases and life orientations change, especially in large cities, a model begins to
take shape in which motherhood also becomes a more delayed and rational step.
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A comparison of the two countries clearly demonstrates that cultural norms, economic
realities, and institutions work together. Finland shows that financial incentives alone are not
enough without taking into account people's mental attitudes and life priorities. Kazakhstan,
in turn, emphasizes that traditional values are able to maintain a high birth rate even in
conditions of weak social infrastructure. Therefore, effective policy must take into account not
only economics, but also the underlying socio-cultural mechanisms that influence reproductive
behavior.

Recommendations

1. For public policy

- Strengthen targeted support for young low-income families. This includes the expansion
of benefits, subsidies for rent and housing, as well as benefits for child care, especially in cities
with high living costs, and 100% access to public educational institutions starting from the
preschool system.

- To develop a system of motivation for early motherhood without pressure: for example,
the introduction of bonuses for women who gave birth before the age of 30 (in the form of tax
benefits, mortgage subsidies, etc.), similar to a number of European models.

- Toreconsidertheapproach to the state information policy on the risks of late motherhood:
to form an informed understanding of age barriers and early planning opportunities among
women of reproductive age, without violating their right to choose.

2. For the medical system

- To introduce a standardized practice of advising women on fertility and reproductive
strategies starting at the age of 18, including discussions on age-related risks, IVE, and egg
freezing.

- Expand access to free or subsidized reproductive diagnostics and screening for all
categories of women, with special attention to women planning deferred motherhood.

- To form support modules at the level of polyclinics and women's consultations for
various categories of women, taking into account women with a high probability of postponing
motherhood (higher education, employment, unstable income).

- It is necessary to ensure strict and transparent state quality standards in the field of
services related to maternity and reproductive health. Government institutions should be
associated with professionalism, accessibility, and trust, not with quality compromises.
Improving the quality of public services is a key step towards reducing social inequality and
strengthening women's reproductive security.

3. For educational and awareness-raising work

- Integrate courses on the basics of reproductive health, family planning, and career and
maternity balance into university programs, especially medical and pedagogical ones.

- To support NGOs and volunteer initiatives working with young women in creating
educational projects (including on digital platforms) to increase access to scientifically reliable
information.

4. For further research

- To conduct in-depth longitudinal studies in different regions of Kazakhstan, including
rural areas, in order to clarify the socio-economic and cultural profiles of women, and to study
the characteristics of women postponing motherhood.
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- To compare the influence of institutional factors (maternity leave, availability of gardens,
labor market) on reproductive decisions, taking into account the comparison of different models
- Kazakh, Finnish, South Korean, etc.

- Expand the analysis of men's positions and responsibilities in family planning issues -
the gender focus is still one-sided, and decisions about childbearing are rarely made by women
in isolation.

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Abstract. In today's society, gender roles and attitudes towards them play an
important part in social relations. The perception of gender roles among young
students holds scientific importance in the context of social transformation and the
interaction between tradition and modern values. Therefore, this research article
empirically analyzes the social factors that shape students' attitudes towards gender
roles.

This study aims to identify young students' attitudes towards gender roles and the
social determinants that shape them. It also assesses how institutional influence and
perceptions of gender change in society impact attitudes towards gender equality.
The study analyzes young students' gender positions using structural modeling and
explains the mechanisms underlying the formation of gender attitudes.

We used a quantitative methodology and analyzed survey data using Partial Least
Squares Structural Equation Modeling (PLS-SEM) from 556 students at Korkyt Ata
Kyzylorda University. We grouped attitudes towards gender roles into four latent
constructs: traditional gender roles, attitudes towards gender equality, perceptions
of gender changes in society, and institutional influence. The results indicate that
perceptions of societal changes in gender and institutional influence have a positive
and significant effect on attitudes towards gender equality, while institutional factors
particularly reinforce traditional gender roles. These findings clarify that students'
gender attitudes are both complex and varied, directly shaped by societal and
institutional factors.

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Introduction

Socio-cultural changes in a society with developed information technology are leading to a
revision of attitudes towards gender roles and a significant change in their content. The process
of accepting gender roles, especially among young students, is emerging as a complex social
phenomenon, shaped by the interaction of social, cultural, economic, and educational factors.
Attitudes towards gender roles in society directly affect the socialization process, life strategies,
professional orientations, and social behavior of young people. In this regard, the study of the
social determinants of students' attitudes towards gender roles is considered one of the most
relevant areas in the field of social science. Among post-Soviet states, Russia, Estonia, and
Ukraine are at the forefront of gender research, while the countries of the Caucasus and Central
Asia, with the exception of Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan, contribute less (Rakhimzhanova et al.,
2025).

Previous studies have shown that family upbringing, cultural traditions, educational
environment, and social norms play an important role in the formation of gender roles (Yilmaz et
al, 2017). Several authors have noted that parental influence and social environment determine
young people’s attitudes towards gender roles (Malik et al, 2018). Cultural stereotypes and
traditional understandings, including the balance between patriarchal and egalitarian views,
are also considered factors that influence students’ educational and career plans (Sanchez
et al, 2020; Lam et al, 2012). Gender roles and socially expected behavioral patterns in
different national and ethnic backgrounds have been extensively studied (Miville et al., 2017).
Researchers have analyzed the relationship between gender roles and cultural values, showing
that the preservation of traditional norms and the spread of egalitarian attitudes go hand
in hand (Nagaraj et al, 2019). This trend has a significant impact on the formation of public
opinion regarding gender stereotypes among university youth (Litvinova et al,, 2020, Manchana
& Gannavarapu, 2024).

The educational system is also an important factor in shaping students’ attitudes towards
gender roles (Scott et al, 2015). Courses focused on gender equality in higher education
institutions, values in the academic environment, and social interactions influence students’
reconceptualization of gender positions (Ullrich et al, 2022). In addition, family environment,
parental education, and socioeconomic status play a significant role in shaping young people’s
attitudes towards gender roles (Sanchez et al, 2020; Kharouf & Daoud, 2019). Some studies
also cite sociocultural contexts and institutional factors as important determinants of attitudes
towards gender roles (Venta et al, 2021). Social networks, religion, tradition, and economic
independence may simultaneously reinforce or change young people’s attitudes towards gender
equality and traditional roles (Silva et al, 2022). Gender stereotypes have also been shown to
affect the psychological well-being and social adjustment of young people (Skinner & McHale,
2017; Ochieng, 2022).

However, most previous studies have examined gender role attitudes in terms of individual
factors. This suggests that comprehensive modeling of their interrelationships is insufficient.
In particular, few studies empirically analyze the social determinants of gender role attitudes
among young students, taking into account institutional influences and perceptions of gender
change in society.
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Therefore, the purpose of the study is to empirically analyze the social determinants of
students' gender role attitudes and to determine the impact of institutional influences and
perceptions of gender change in society on attitudes towards gender equality. The study used a
quantitative methodology, and the data were analyzed using structural equation modeling (PLS-
SEM). The results will allow us to clarify students' gender perspectives and develop scientific
and practical solutions to promote gender equality.

The research is based on the theory of gender socialization and sociological perspectives
that explain the institutional formation of gender norms. From the perspective of gender
socialization, attitudes towards gender roles emerge from individuals' gradual internalization
of norms and values in the social environment.

Institutionally, these norms are effectively established in cultural, religious, communicative,
and socio-economic contexts. However, these contexts do not directly determine individual
attitudes. Rather, they act as a system of social conditions that shape them. In this regard, the
study considers social factors not only as causal determinants, but also as contextual factors
related to gender attitudes.

Materials and methods

The study aimed to empirically identify the social determinants of students' attitudes
towards gender roles. The study aimed to identify social factors that influence students’
attitudes towards gender equality, examine how institutional influence and perceptions of
gender change in society explain these attitudes, and assess the extent to which institutional
factors influence the maintenance of traditional gender roles. In accordance with this goal, the
hypotheses were proposed that the perception of gender change in society has a positive effect
on attitudes towards gender equality, that institutional influence strengthens attitudes towards
gender equality, and that it affects the maintenance of traditional gender roles.

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The study population was selected as the study population of students studying at Korkyt
Ata Kyzylorda University. It should be noted that the empirical data of the study were conducted
among students of one university and that the majority of the respondents were women
(78.9%). This indicates that there are certain methodological limitations in directly generalizing
the results obtained to all students in Kazakhstan. It is also possible that such an imbalance in
the gender composition indicates the dominance of female students in their views on gender
equality.

Moreover, the study conducted within the framework of one university allows for a deep
analysis of the institutional and cultural context. In this regard, the results obtained provide a
clearand reliable description of the features of the formation of gender attitudes among students
of Korkyt Ata Kyzylorda University. They serve as a basis for drawing specific conclusions that
have scientific and practical significance at the regional level. As shown in Table 1, empirical
data were collected from 556 respondents using a questionnaire method. The sample included
diverse social groups in terms of gender, place of residence, education level, and marital status,
ensuring the reliability of the results obtained.

A structured author's questionnaire consisting of 14 statements was used to collect data. The
statements were measured on a five-point Likert scale (1 - completely disagree, 5 - completely
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agree). This allowed for a comprehensive assessment of students' attitudes towards gender
roles and gender equality.

The study used a quantitative research methodology, and a type of structural equation
modeling method - Partial Least Squares Structural Equation Modeling (PLS-SEM) was used to
analyze the data. That is, the use of the PLS-SEM method helped to comprehensively verify the
structural and dimensional validity of the theoretical model proposed in the study. Each of the
given latent constructs was operationalized by several indicators. They were aimed at assessing
and measuring various social aspects of attitudes towards gender roles. The quality of the given
measurement model was objectively assessed using indicator loadings, composite reliability,
convergent and discriminant validity indicators. This approach proves that the questionnaire
used is capable of empirically measuring the relevant latent concepts and ensures the scientific
reliability of the research results. This method is considered suitable for analyzing complex
relationships between latent variables and testing the theoretical model in a medium-sized
sample. During the analysis, the quality of the measurement model was first assessed using
indicator loadings, component reliability, convergent and discriminant validity indicators. Then,
the structural model was tested based on path coefficients and coefficient of determination.
Statistical significance was assessed using the bootstrapping method. All analyses were carried
out using the SmartPLS 4 program.

The cross-sectional design of the study does not allow for causal inference. Therefore, the
PLS-SEM method was used in this study to analyze the structural relationships among latent
variables. All relationships shown in the model are used correlationally and do not imply a
causal interpretation.

Our methodology enabled us to analyze students' gender attitudes across multiple social
determinants. However, since the study is based on survey data, it reflects respondents'
subjective assessments.

Results and Discussion

The connectionsidentified in the study should notbe seen as evidence of social transformation
or institutional causality. They suggest that students' gender attitudes are shaped in a complex
social context where traditional and egalitarian norms coexist.

We discuss the results of our empirical study, which identify the social determinants of
gender role attitudes among students, and compare them with previous scientific studies. The
results draw upon a structural model, descriptive statistics, and path coefficients obtained via
PLS-SEM.

Figure 1 shows the results of the structural model explaining students' attitudes towards
gender roles, obtained using the PLS-SEM method. The model consists of four latent constructs
according to the plan. They are: traditional gender roles (Traditional Gender Roles), attitudes
towards gender equality (Gender Equality Attitudes), perception of gender changes in society
(Perceived Gender Change) and institutional influence (Institutional Influence). All identified
constructs were considered in a reflective measurement model. During the study, the latent
construct «institutional influence» was measured using indicators such as religion, tradition,
social networks and women's economic independence. Although the indicators are not
homogeneous, they reflect social influences at different levels that shape students' attitudes
towards gender roles. Specifically, religion and tradition reflect the influence of cultural and
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normative institutions at the macro level. Social networks reflect the influence of the information
and symbolic environment at the meso level. And women's economic independence reflects
the formation of gender positions at the micro level through personal experience and socio-
economic position. The concept of «institutional influence» has been effectively viewed as an
integrative construct that comprehensively explains the social conditioning of gender attitudes
at the macro, meso, and micro levels.

The structural model results show that perceptions of societal gender change have a
positive, relatively strong effect on attitudes towards gender equality ($=0.350). This finding
indicates that when students perceive changing gender roles, they increase their support for
equal opportunities for men and women. We also found that institutional influence positively
and significantly affects attitudes towards gender equality ($=0.261). This result shows that
religion, tradition, social networks, and economic factors shape youth gender attitudes.

The model's explanatory power was moderate, accounting for 30.1% of attitudes towards
gender equality (R?=0.301). The explained variance for the traditional gender role construct
was 13.1% (R?=0.131). The results obtained confirmed the importance of social transformation
and institutional factors in shaping attitudes towards gender equality.

Table 3 presents the main path coefficients in the structural model calculated using the PLS-
SEM method. The results revealed that institutional and social change factors play an important
role in shaping students’ gender attitudes.
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In particular, institutional influences (religion, tradition, social networks, and economic
factors) were found to positively affect attitudes toward gender equality (f=0.261). This result
indicated that institutional structures have a certain level of influence on the formation of
equality-oriented attitudes among young people.

It was also observed that institutional influences significantly reinforce traditional gender
roles ($=0.361). This suggests that tradition, religion, and social norms contribute to the
maintenance of patriarchal gender attitudes.

And the perception that gender roles in society have changed was associated with a positive,
relatively strong effect on attitudes toward gender equality (8=0.350). This characteristic
suggests that students' perceptions of social transformation increase their support for equal
opportunities for men and women. The results showed that perceptions of social change and
institutional influence simultaneously influence the formation of attitudes towards gender
equality, while traditional norms remain an important factor.

Table 4 shows the R? and Adjusted R? values, which characterize the explanatory power
of endogenous latent variables in the structural model. The results allowed us to assess the
model's effectiveness in explaining gender attitudes.

According to the results, 30.1% of gender equality attitudes (GEA) were explained by the
model's factors (R? = 0.301). This indicator is considered an average, satisfactory level for PLS-
SEM studies in the social sciences. That is, institutional influence and perception of gender
changes in society explained students' attitudes towards gender equality to a significant extent.

At the same time, the explained variance for the traditional gender roles (TGR) construct
was 13.1% (R? = 0.131). This result indicates that institutional factors influence the formation
of traditional gender attitudes, but it also suggests that other socio-cultural factors may affect
these attitudes.

Overall, the R? values indicated that the proposed structural model was empirically significant
and had strong explanatory power for students' gender attitudes.

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Table 5 presents descriptive statistics for the latent constructs included in the study. All
variables were standardized in SmartPLS.

The results showed that the median of the Gender Equality Attitudes (GEA) was positive
(Median = 0.169), indicating that students are generally inclined to support gender equality.
The Institutional Influence (II) and Perception of Gender Change in Society (PGC) indicators
exhibit median values close to zero, suggesting that participants’ acceptance of these factors is
heterogeneous.

The median Traditional Gender Roles (TGR) score is close to zero, indicating that traditional
attitudes are not completely dominant among students but are still preserved to some extent.
The skewness coefficients for all constructs range from -0.61 to —0.17, indicating that the data
are approximately symmetrically distributed. Since the kurtosis values are close to zero, the
distribution is close to normal.

In this study, the concept of “institutional influence” is not defined as a single institution
but as an integrative, contextual construct that describes how students perceive themselves
within their religious, cultural, communicative, and socio-economic environments. Although
these components operate at different social levels, they are evident in students' everyday
experiences regarding gender norms. This integration does not imply a causal mechanism and
is considered a methodological limitation of the study.

The results of descriptive statistics indicate that the data are suitable for structural modeling
and that students' gender attitudes are not homogeneous, but are relatively evenly distributed.

Conclusion

The study aimed to conduct a comprehensive empirical analysis of the social determinants
of students' attitudes towards gender roles. The results of the study showed that the formation
of gender attitudes occurs through the interaction of social transformation and institutional
influence. The results of the structural model confirmed the validity of the conclusions we
presented and revealed that attitudes towards gender roles are multidimensional rather than
unidimensional.

The study found that perceptions of societal changes in gender are the most important
empirical determinant of students' attitudes towards gender equality. This result shows
that young people's openness to social change increases their tendency to support equal
opportunities for men and women. It was also found that institutional influence, in addition
to having a positive effect on attitudes towards gender equality, also strengthens traditional
gender roles. This result shows that institutional influence operates in contradictory ways,
indicating the multidimensional nature of gender relations.

The results obtained show that the transformation of gender attitudes among students is
not achieved through a complete rejection of traditional norms, but through rethinking them.
The formation of attitudes toward gender equality was closely related to the institutional
environment and perceptions of social change. However, it was found that traditional gender
roles are still preserved to a certain extent. This problem underscores the need to consider
cultural and social contexts in developing gender policy and educational programs.

The scientific contribution of the study lies in examining students' attitudes towards gender
roles within the system of social determinants and in empirically substantiating these attitudes
using the structural equation modeling (PLS-SEM) method. The results obtained complement
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theoretical conclusions in sociology with specific data and provide a more detailed explanation
of the relationship between gender equality and traditional norms.

From a practical point of view, the results of the study can be used in improving educational
programs aimed at gender equality in higher education institutions, developing youth policy
plans, and planning social projects aimed at reducing gender stereotypes. In future studies,
it is recommended to analyze the temporal dynamics of attitudes towards gender roles, use
qualitative methods, or conduct comparative studies between different regions and social
groups. Also, taking into account the methodological limitations of the study, interpreting the
results obtained within the institutional and cultural context of a specific social environment
increases their scientific validity and forms an empirical basis for subsequent comparative
studies. The proposed directions contribute to a deeper understanding of the processes of
changing gender relations and the further development of scientific knowledge. The results
of the study suggest that students' gender attitudes are shaped by the social and institutional
contexts they perceive. The results obtained during the study should be interpreted in the
context of the epistemological limitations of cross-sectional data.

FROM THE DIGITAL DIVIDE TO DIGITAL CAPITAL:
THEORETICAL TRANSFORMATIONS IN EXPLAINING YOUTH INEQUALITY

Abstract. In the context of accelerating digitalization processes and the widespread implementation
of generative artificial intelligence, the problem of digital inequality has moved beyond the issue of
technical access and has become a complex structural problem of social stratification. This review article
provides a systematic analysis of the theoretical evolution of the concepts of digital divide and digital
capital in sociological discourse from 2000 to 2025. The main objective of the study is to deconstruct
persistent myths about young people’s digital competence and to identify the mechanisms through
which digital technologies reproduce social inequality.

Based on an analysis of contemporary academic literature, the article traces the transition from
binary technocratic models (“haves” versus “have-nots”) to the multidimensional concept of digital
inequality proposed by Paul DiMaggio and Eszter Hargittai, as well as to Jan van Dijk’s theory of the
three levels of the digital divide. Special attention is paid to the critique of the digital natives concept and
to substantiating the heterogeneous nature of youth. The theory of digital capital developed by Massimo
Ragnedda is examined as an autonomous social resource that can be converted into economic and social
benefits.

The findings demonstrate that by 2025, digital inequality is increasingly shifting towards the sphere
of the algorithmic divide and differences in skills of interaction with artificial intelligence. Empirical
evidence shows that young people with higher socio-economic status are more likely to use technologies
effectively to accumulate human capital, whereas socially vulnerable groups tend to remain confined to
passive patterns of digital consumption. The article concludes that overcoming the “utilitarian divide”
requires a shift from infrastructure-oriented policies towards comprehensive strategies aimed at
fostering critical algorithmic literacy and supporting processes of digital socialization.

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CITIZEN-CENTRIC GOVERNANCE IN KAZAKHSTAN:
SELF-EXPRESSION VALUES OF CITIZENS
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Abstract. Kazakhstan adopts citizen-centric public administration reforms
that expand state-society dialogue. Citizen-centric public administration relies
on citizens with self-expression values, who can engage with state bodies
and participate in decision-making. Citizens can participate in participatory
mechanisms such as public councils, local community meetings, participatory
budgeting, and other digital platforms. In this study, we conceptualize self-
expression values through post-materialist values. The study aims to examine
the determinants of post-materialist values among Kazakhstani citizens.
The regression analysis has been used to examine the relationship between
different factors and the index of post-materialism. The findings show that two
factors, such as economic security and socialization, are statistically significant
determinants of post-materialist values. Interestingly, contrary to the statements
of modernization theory, urban residence is inversely associated with post-
materialist values in Kazakhstan. This is explained by the fact that urban
residency is related to high living costs, pressure, social and income inequality,
which in turn might strengthen materialist values rather than post-materialist
values. Findings of this research contribute to the literature on citizen-centric
public administration and political culture in Central Asia.

Introduction

Kazakhstan'’s citizen-centric governance started with the adoption of the Law on Access and
Information in 2015 and the Law on Public Councils in 2016 (Law on public councils, 2016;
Law on access and information, 2015). Kazakhstan has further strengthened the agenda on
citizen-centric governance by allowing rural residents to elect their mayors, allowing citizens
to determine socially important projects through participatory budgeting, and allowing them
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to voice their concerns through e-petitions. More recent legislation on Public Control and Mass
Media highlights the consistent reforms in citizen-centric governance (Adilet, 2023; Adilet,
2024b). Moreover, the Concept for the Development of Civil Service for 2024-2029 (2024) and
the Concept of Public Administration till 2030 (2021) declare the shift from the command-and-
control mode of public administration toward a citizen-centric governance model in Kazakhstan
(Adilet, 2021; Adilet, 2024a). Participatory platforms such as public councils, participatory
budgeting, local community meetings (mestnye soobshestva), e-Otinish, and e-petition offer
space for state-society collaboration (Makulbayeva and Sharipova, 2024; Makulbayeva et al,
2024). These platforms also show that the state established an institutional and legal basis for
citizen engagement in decision-making and policy-making.

On the other hand, it is crucial to examine whether citizens have self-expression (post-
materialist) values that stress freedom of speech, tolerance, participation in decision-making,
and quality-of-life concerns such as environmental protection. According to modernization
theory, economic growth and rising affluence tend to shift public values from materialist to
post-materialist orientations, and from traditionalism toward liberalism (Inglehart and
Abramson, 1999; Inglehart and Baker, 2000). In turn, post-materialist values positively
impact the sustainability of democratic institutions and allow citizens to engage with state
affairs (Welzel and Inglehart, 2005). Applying this theory to Kazakhstan, which has improved
its economic position over several decades, it is interesting to observe how it works in this
context. As Kazakhstan is classified as an upper-middle-income country with sustained GDP
growth since the early 2000s (O’Connor, Knox, and Janenova, 2019), there is, accordingly, an
expectation that citizens’ self-expression values have strengthened as a result of improved
socio-economic conditions. This study is very significant as it tests people’s post-materialist
values through empirical data. The study looks closely at the demand side of citizen-centric
public administration of Kazakhstan, namely, whether post-materialist values of citizens
remain consistent with participatory channels adopted by the state, which is the supply side.
The government will reach a perfect equilibrium only when the state supply (i.e, participatory
channels and legal basis) is well matched with the demand side (i.e, citizens’ willingness and
post-materialist values). Specifically, this study aims to examine the changes in post-materialist
values among Kazakhstani citizens and the major determining factors that have an impact on
post-materialist values in this context.

Literature review

According to post-materialist theory, sustained economic growth and existential security
change people’s priorities from material survival toward self-expression, autonomy, and
participation in state affairs (Inglehart, 1977). There are two explanations for this value shift.
Based on the scarcity hypothesis, people prioritize unmet economic and physical needs;
once they are satisfied, individuals’ values change from material to post-material. Another
explanation is related to the socialization hypothesis, which posits that value orientations are
formed during adolescence and early childhood, implying that value change occurs through
generational replacement rather than due to short-term economic development (Inglehart,
2000). Refinements to modernization theory tend to suggest that post-materialist values
are not generated merely as a result of economic growth, but also depend on broader social,
political, and institutional shifts in society (Welzel and Inglehart, 2005). Consequently, the value
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change from materialist to post-materialist is uneven across different countries, particularly in
emerging economies and countries of the Global South.

Despite the argument that there are many predictors of post-material values, economic
development remains one of the most robust determinants of post-material values. This is
because cross-national studies demonstrate that individuals with post-materialist values live
in affluent societies, and people with stable income and employment have higher levels of post-
materialist values (Inglehart, 1997; Dalton and Welzel, 2014). The strength of the economic
position is especially salient at the individual level. People’s perceived economic security
is crucial as compared to objective income, because uncertainty and vulnerability to socio-
economic conditions can reinforce people’s materialist values. However, in post-Soviet societies,
the link between economic development and value change from materialist to post-materialist
is not clear-cut. The 1990s economic shocks entrenched survival and materialist values, and
as a result, subsequent economic growth did not uniformly lead to post-materialist values
(Rose, 2009). Furthermore, only a close circle of groups, such as oligarchs, enjoyed the benefit of
economic development and growth, which in turn does not allow changing materialist values of
the population toward post-materialist values. There is a high level of income inequality in post-
Soviet societies, wherein limited groups of people have access to rich resources. Also, volatility,
inequality, and reliance on state resources can undermine the effects of rising income on post-
materialist values.

Another strong predictor of post-materialist values is education. Higher education helps
improve critical thinking, cognitive skills, political awareness, tolerance for diversity, and civic
skills, all of which are interconnected to post-materialist values (Welzel and Inglehart, 2005).
Further in line with this argument, cognitive mobilization theory suggests that educated
people have higher inclinations to hold independent voices and preferences, as they try to
reduce reliance on authority and hierarchy or paternalistic patterns (Abramson and Inglehart,
1995). Cross-national studies confirm that education enhances individuals’ views for freedom
of speech, civic engagement, gender equality, and accountability (Welzel, 2013). In post-Soviet
countries, however, the impact of education on post-materialist values may be mediated by
institutional context and curriculum. In this context, education might reflect loyalty to the state
and conformity to state regulations without any criticism, and therefore, its impact on post-
materialist values might be weaker. There is a dearth of research with a focus on the impact of
education on post-materialist values in Central Asian countries.

As mentioned earlier, generational replacement (i.e, socialization hypothesis) is one of the
key determinants of post-materialist value change (Inglehart, 2000). The values of people who
socialized during economic stability and development are easier to change from materialist
to post-materialist than the values of those who are raised under conditions of scarcity and
economic depression (Inglehart, 1997). Empirical evidence shows that the younger generation
groups easily adopt post-materialist values such as tolerance for diversity, participation in
state affairs, personal autonomy, and freedom of speech, even when controlling for factors such
as education and income (Inglehart and Baker, 2000). In post-Soviet countries, the effects of
generational shifts are very salient. Younger people, who did not have a direct exposure to the
Soviet norms and system, tend to demonstrate a weaker proclivity toward authoritarian norms
and greater support for pluralism (Khamzina, Buribayev, and Buribayeva, 2025).

The following determining factors of post-materialist values are media and urban residence,
which are associated with higher post-materialist values as people from urban areas have
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more access to information, civil society networks, and are generally exposed to diverse society
and pluralism (Putnam, Nanetti and Leonardi, 1994, p.126) Urban settings offer a conducive
environment to collective action, social trust, networking and civic skills. In contrast, rural
areas remain more traditional and materialistic as they have limited access to information
sources, alternative views, and civic networks. Likewise, access to media and the internet plays
a very significant role in the development of post-materialist values. Exposure to transnational
information, media sources, especially independent media, and a rich flow of information
enhance self-expression values (Norris, 2009).1n developing countries of the Global South, digital
platforms of participation are essential, particularly when offline participation is curtailed and
harsh state regulations are in place.

Drawing on this body of literature, this study sets the following hypotheses: 1) economic
securityis positively associated with post-materialist values; 2) educationis positively associated
with post-materialist values; 3) being from an urban setting is positively associated with post-
materialist values; 4) exposure to information is positively associated with post-materialist
values; 5) socialization is positively associated with post-materialist values; 6) generational
socialization is positively associated with post-materialist values.

Indeed, the literature mentioned above defines the notions of economic security, education,
generational socialization, information exposure, media, and urban residence as key
determinants of post-materialist values. However, their effects in post-Soviet countries are
under-researched and might be mediated by political institutions. There remains a critical
shortage of research scholarship focused on post-materialist values of Kazakhstani citizens,
which is the gap this study aims to fill.

Methodology

This paper draws on the World Values Survey Data for Kazakhstan (2017-2022) (hereinafter
WVS). The sample size consists of 1,276 respondents (Haerpfer et al, 2022). Data collection
employed a multi-stage sampling procedure, stratified by region and respondents’ location.
59.2% of respondents are urban dwellers, while 40.8% are from rural areas. Additionally, 54.7%
are female and 45.3% are male (Haerpfer et al, 2022).

This study uses the following questions from the WVS in order to operationalize our
dependent and independent variables (Table 1).

The post-materialist values (as used interchangeably with self-expression values in this study)
of respondents were operationalized using the 4-item post-materialist index. Respondents were
presented with four possible options and were asked to indicate their first and second choice:
1) Maintaining order in the nation (a materialist value); 2) Giving people more say in important
government decisions (a post-materialist value); 3) Fighting rising prices (a materialist value);
4) Protecting freedom of speech (a post-materialist value) (Haerpfer et al, 2022). Based on
the collected responses, the World Values Survey constructs a 4-item post-materialist index,
which we use as the dependent variable in our regression analysis. This study operationalizes
“socialization” through the statement on “encouraging others to take action about political
issues” as this statement can be viewed as a manifestation of political socialization. It reflects
not only the internalization of political norms and values but also their active transmission to
others. Therefore, it captures a more advanced stage of socialization, where individuals act as
agents of political influence, despite its overlap with civic engagement.

To examine the determinants of post-materialist values, we estimated an OLS regression
model using Stata software. OLS regressions allow direct interpretations of coefficients (marginal
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effects). Although the dependent variable is ordinal, other studies on the post-materialist values
also used it (i.e., post-materialist index) as it reflects a continuum of value orientations from
materialist to post-materialist (Inglehart, 2015).

In the following table (Table 3), we checked the multicollinearity between variables and
found no significant deviations, as correlations between variables are low to moderate. The
highest correlation is observed between Urban-Information source variables, accounting for
0.2477. Rule of thumb: if the correlation between variables is below 0.60, then it shows no
significant violations in the regression models.

Results and discussion of key findings
Post-materialist values increased in Kazakhstan between 2011 and 2018 (as shown in Figure
1). According to the World Values Survey, 54.9% of Kazakhstani respondents held materialist
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values in 2011; this share declined to 36.6% by 2018 (Haerpfer et al, 2022). In contrast, the
proportion of respondents exhibiting post-materialist values rose from 1.7% in 2011 to 3.9%
in 2018 (Haerpfer et al, 2022). These findings indicate a gradual shift toward post-materialist
values among citizens in Kazakhstan.

To identify the determinants of post-materialist values, we run OLS regression, which yields
the following results (as in Table 4). In general, R squared of the model is not high, accounting
for 0.0331. This implies that the model explains around 3.3% of the variation in post-materialist
values, and there are more independent variables that also explain it. Therefore, future studies
might consider covering other crucial factors beyond those included in this model. Three
independent variables have a statistically significant impact on post-materialist values in
Kazakhstan: urban background, economic security, and socialization (Table 4).

The coefficient for Urban residence is - 0.033 and is statistically significant at the 5% level
(p < 0.05). This shows that living in an urban area is associated with a 0.033-unit decrease in
the dependent variable, as compared to living in a rural area (the reference category), holding
all other variables constant. In other words, living in urban settings is associated with lower
levels of post-materialist values than living in rural areas. This finding is somewhat unexpected
because modernization theory and related literature generally suggest that urbanization is
positively associated with post-materialist orientations. Urban residents are expected to have
greater access to education, greater engagement with civil society organizations, media, and
other social institutions, and all of these social interactions strengthen citizens’ post-materialist
values and self-expression attitude (Welzel and Inglehart, 2005; Norris, 2009). Studies focused
on European contexts demonstrate that urban residents generally have a higher level of self-
expression and post-materialist values, because there are many civic engagement opportunities
in urban areas (Welzel, 2013).

To further examine the link between urban residence and post-materialist values, we referred
to the descriptive data on urban-rural differences in the World Values Survey (Table 5). Similar
to our earlier findings, 5.8% rural residents of Kazakhstan selected post-materialist items from
the survey: Giving people more say in important government decisions, and Protecting freedom
of speech, than those respondents who represent the urban setting with 2.6% (Haerpfer et al,
2022). This finding contradicts those from the Western context. Studies from Asian contexts
present a more nuanced picture. In some developing countries, such as China and Thailand,
urbanization is related to a greater exposure to materialist pressures, such as competitive
labor markets, high living costs, and economic insecurity, which may dampen post-materialist
orientations despite higherlevels of education or information access (Zhang, Brym, and Andersen,
2017). As aresult, we argue that urbanization does not uniformly lead to post-materialist values,
particularly in Asian societies, because local socio-economic and cultural conditions can mediate
the relationship. In the context of Kazakhstan, the inverse relationship between post-materialist
values and urban may reflect such contextual factors, including the persistence of economic
pressures, social inequality, income inequality, competitiveness concerns, or migration-related
stresses in urban centers. Nevertheless, these explanations - social inequality, income inequality,
and economic pressure in the urban settings of Kazakhstan - are based on our assumptions and
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require further in-depth research. Meanwhile, the finding that urban dwellers have lower levels
of post-materialist values than rural dwellers in Kazakhstan challenges the modernization
theory and calls for a more cautious application of this theory in post-Soviet societies.

According to the findings of this study, the following statistically significant variable is
economic security; the coefficient for Economic security is 0.018 and is statistically significant
atthe 1% level (p < 0.01). This means that, holding other variables constant, a one-unit increase
in economic security is associated with a 0.018-unit increase in the dependent variable. In other
words, it shows that higher economic security is positively associated with post-materialist
values among Kazakhstani respondents. This finding aligns well with the modernization theory,
which positsthatasindividuals experience greater economic stability and personal security, their
priorities shift from materialist concerns (e.g., socio-economic conditions, economic security)
toward post-materialist values (e.g., civic engagement, self-expression) (Inglehart and Baker,
2000; Welzel and Inglehart, 2005; Norris, 2009). Studies conducted in Western contexts confirm
this claim. Inglehart and Baker (2000) show that wealthier, economically secure populations,
particularly in Western European democracies, have post-materialist values. Likewise, studies
conducted in Asia indicate that rising economic security and income stability in countries such
as Japan, South Korea, and China are associated with a growing emphasis on post-materialist
attitudes, including political participation, environmental awareness, and civic engagement
(Zhang, Brym, and Andersen, 2017). This study also suggests that economic security is a strong
predictor of post-materialist values in Kazakhstan. This implies that improving socio-economic
conditions in Kazakhstan are contributing well to post-materialist orientations of its citizens.
As people become wealthier and more confident about their economic sustainability, they tend
to voice their preferences and pursue self-expression orientations in terms of environment and
political institutions.

Finally, one more variable is statistically significant in this regression model. Socialization was
measured through the statement on “Encouraging others to take action about political issues”,
which is statistically significant at the 1% level (p < 0.01). This shows that individuals who
encourage others to take action on political issues exhibit a more post-materialist orientation
than those who do not. This finding is well matched with political socialization and social
capital research, which highlights the role of interpersonal networks and civic engagement in
fostering political attitudes and participation. In the European context, Putnam (2000) argues
that social interaction and civic engagement generate norms of honesty, reciprocity, and social
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trust that foster political involvement. Similarly, Verba, Schlozman, and Brady (1995) show that
individuals who live in dense network societies are more likely to engage politically because they
have more civic skills, are exposed to political information, and motivation through socialization
with peers. Cross-national studies from European societies show that social interactions and
encouragement of peers to participate in political actions enhance self-expression orientations
(Welzel, 2013). Likewise, studies from Asia also confirm this relationship between socialization
and post-materialist values. Studies focused on Japan and South Korea show that socialization
among peers increases political participation. Similarly, empirical evidence from Southeast
Asia also confirms that social ties and community interactions enhance civic and political
participation of citizens (Chang and Chu, 2006). In sum, this finding reveals that socialization
and encouragement of peers to take partin political actions is not merely a formal act of activism
but suggests civic orientation and self-expression values of citizens.

Conclusion

This study examines the determinants of post-materialist values in Kazakhstan. For
that purpose, it uses regression analysis. The independent variables are urban residence
(reference group: rural residence), education, socialization, economic security, information
source (internet), and other socio-demographic characteristics as control variables. Among
these variables, the following three were found to be statistically significant: urban residence,
economic security, and socialization. In line with the modernization theory, findings of this
study show that economic security and socialization have a statistically significant impact on
post-materialist values (Inglehart, 2000). However, surprisingly, urban residents show lower
levels of post-materialist values than rural residents. This result contradicts research findings
from Western contexts, wherein urban residents have higher levels of post-materialist values
than rural residents due to greater exposure to information, associational life, and education.
The simple application of the modernization theory in the local context is problematic because
our findings demonstrate contrary results, and some variables, such as education and access to
information, are found to be insignificant.

Although post-materialist values are increasing among Kazakhstani citizens, it is still
insufficient for engaging citizens in decision-making and policymaking. In order to implement
citizen-centric governance in Kazakhstan, citizens’ active engagement is a requirement.
The state supplies a wide variety of platforms, such as public councils and local community
meetings (Makulbayeva and Sharipova, 2025), which require citizen engagement and active
self-expression values. Socialization and economic security are the two important factors that
predict post-materialist values, implying that the state needs to adopt policies that encourage
active socialization among citizens. First, the concept of public administration development
of Kazakhstan till 2030 (2021) mainly focuses on the supply side, covering the actions of the
state bodies. It is recommended to develop action plans that also focus on citizens (i.e., demand
side of participatory platforms). It is suggested to create platforms at workplaces or parties
that encourage people to discuss socio-political reforms in the country. Also, small interactive
videos through social media (e.g., Instagram, Facebook) on political topics will inform citizens
from the state's perspective, allowing them to interact online. Second, the state should pay close
attention to the economic well-being of citizens, particularly those from urban areas, with an
aim to engage them in participatory platforms. Our findings demonstrate that urban dwellers
have lower levels of post-materialist values as compared to rural counterparts. The state should
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create selective incentives and conducive environments for urban dwellers to enhance their
civic skills and socialize in the political life of the country. For that, consultative platforms such
as participatory budgeting and public councils can offer an avenue. Logistics of these platforms
should be simplified by including easy access, a simple registration procedure, and the impact
of citizen voices on decision-making. By applying complex measures, the state can encourage
urban dwellers for more socialization while increasing their post-materialist values.

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SEXUAL LITERACY OF KAZAKHSTANI TEENAGERS: KNOWLEDGE, PRINCIPLES AND BARRIERS

Abstract. The purpose of the study was a comprehensive study of the knowledge, views and
experiences of adolescents regarding sexual literacy in the school environment, as well as the factors
determining its development, opportunities and limitations. The study included quantitative and
qualitative methods. The quantitative survey revealed the level of awareness of adolescents, sources of
information, and the degree of openness of discussion, while qualitative interviews with educators, NGO
representatives, medical professionals, and government officials helped to better understand socio-
cultural, institutional, and social barriers, as well as identify acceptable forms and content of sex literacy
education. The quantitative analysis was based on a cross-sectional design and conducted in the form of
an anonymous survey. The survey included 22 questions grouped into eight thematic blocks: the level of
awareness, sources of information, openness of discussion, attitudes towards teaching sexual literacy at
school, experience of interaction and barriers, the importance of informatization, the level of knowledge
and understanding, and final conclusions. The study involved 100 teenagers. Since the sample is based on
the principle of accessibility and covers mainly urban respondents (88%), the degree of generalization
of the results obtained for all adolescents in Kazakhstan is limited. The data was processed in Excel and
Jamovi using descriptive statistics. Semi-structured interviews were used in the qualitative analysis.
They covered such blocks as socio-cultural aspects of perception and resistance to sexual literacy, the
institutional readiness of the education system, as well as external circumstances and systemic factors.
The study involved 19 respondents - representatives of NGOs, educational authorities, teachers, doctors,
and medical professionals. The data was transcribed, encoded, and thematically analyzed. The results
showed that social networks remain the main source of information for teenagers, while the role of
parents, teachers, and medical professionals is limited. The key barriers in discussing the topic were
cultural attitudes (shame), parental resistance, and lack of institutional support in schools. Adolescents
have demonstrated a high need for a systematic and culturally adapted model of sexual literacy based on
cooperation between family, school, and the state.

THE PLACE OF SPORT IN THE VALUE DIMENSION OF YOUTH

Abstract. In contemporary society, the transformation of social behavior and life priorities among
young people has become a relevant object of scientific inquiry. This article presents a comprehensive
sociological analysis of the role of sports and physical culture in the value system of Kazakhstani youth
aged 18-25. The study examines the socio-structural, cultural, and motivational determinants of the
gap between the declarative support for sports and the actual physical activity of young people. The
research was conducted using a mixed-methods approach: a secondary analysis of data from the Youth
Research Center (2023) was carried out, along with in-depth interviews with urban residents of Almaty
and Astana (n=15). The findings revealed that, although the majority of urban respondents recognize
sports as an important life value, the proportion of those who exercise regularly is significantly lower
than their stated positions. Qualitative analysis identified time scarcity, economic inaccessibility, digital
passivity, and psychological pressure from the media industry as dominant factors preventing intentions
from translating into actual behavior. The scientific significance of the study lies in substantiating the
intention-behavior gap phenomenon using domestic data, as well as in applying an integrative analytical
framework that combines the concepts of symbolic capital, the theory of planned behavior, and digital
habitus.

SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS OF RESILIENCE FACTORS AND ADAPTATION BARRIERS OF CHILDREN
IN SINGLE-PARENT FAMILIES

Abstract. The influence of family structure on children's development is a topical issue in the context
of the growing number of single-parent families around the world. This study aims to investigate the
behavioural and emotional characteristics of children raised in the absence of one parent.
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The purpose of the study is to conduct a systematic analysis of the impact of single-parent families
on children's behaviour and development, including the study of their emotional, social and educational
characteristics, and the identification of key factors of successful adaptation.

The scientific significance of the work is that it offers an in-depth understanding of the influence of
social, economic and cultural factors on the behavior and development of children from single-parent
families.

The methodology includes a systematic literature review and semi-structured interviews with
parents, observations of their children in their natural environment, which allows for a comprehensive
assessment of the problem.

The results of the study indicate that children growing up in single-parent families may face certain
adaptive features reflected in emotional responsiveness and social behavior. Some parents report
children's caution in interpersonal communication and changes in academic motivation, which may
be related to processes of restructuring family roles and conditions. However, research evidence
suggests that children successfully develop adaptive strategies in a supportive social environment that
includes educational participation, extended family support, and access to assistance programs. These
observations confirm the importance of context and resources in child development and highlight the
contribution of a sociological approach to understanding the diversity of family forms and life trajectories.

The practical significance of the work consists in the development of recommendations for parents,
teachers and state bodies to create effective strategies to support children from single-parent families,
which helps to improve their social and educational adaptation.

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Abstract. In this study, the transformation of communication processes
in Kazakhstan as part of the broader Turkic world under the condition of
digitalization is explored. The study uses the concept of “local sociology” and
the “Istanbul school” to challenge universalist Western models and focus on the
importance of historical and cultural specificity when analyzing non-Western
societies.

The study uses a qualitative approach based on a secondary analysis of
extensive empirical data, including a national survey by the Kazakhstan Institute
for Strategic Studies, media mapping reports, and linguistic studies (2023-2025).
The methodology used combines comparative analysis, discourse analysis of Al
regulation, and the CPM to examine intergenerational communication.

The study identified the emergence of a new type of media system
characterized by the coexistence of institutional trust in traditional media
and the growing role of digital media. The concept of “media archipelago”
was developed to describe the fragmented but structured nature of the media
system, which is formed by socio-demographic factors like age, education level,
and location of residence. The study also identified the importance of digital
sovereignty policies, including Al regulation, for shaping the communication
environment and protecting individual autonomy:.

Besides that, there is an identification of intergenerational communication
gaps that are associated with digital competencies and communication patterns.
Linguistic dynamics show the growing salience of the Kazakh language for social
mobility and digital identity building.

The study contributes to communication sociology with its non-Western
perspective on digital transformation, its conceptualization of hybrid models
of media trust, and its incorporation of digital sovereignty into communication
analysis. The research has practical implications for media policy, digital literacy
campaigns, and intergenerational communication barriers.
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COMMUNICATION IN THE HYPERMODERN ERA: A SOCIOLOGICAL DECONSTRUCTION
OF THE MEDIA SPACE AND INTERGENERATIONAL DIVIDES IN THE TURKIC WORLD

Introduction

The sociological approach to the communication process in the Turkic world, as it exists today,
demands not only the description of the empirical data but also a profound methodological
reassessment of the very foundations of this science. As a researcher affiliated with the Istanbul
School of Sociology, this study proceeds from the premise set out by my mentor, Baykan Sezer,
who claimed that “sociology cannot be a universal science of humanity but must be viewed as a
tool for self-understanding by specific societies in their historical process” (Sezer, 1988).

The Western theories of communication, developed as a response to the crises of European
modernity, may prove to be insufficient when dealing with the Turkic world, where tradition,
industrialization, and “digital nomadism” coexist within the same temporal framework. In
this regard, communication should be viewed not only as a technical process of information
transfer but also as a process that influences the very existence of society. Its analysis must
take into consideration the historical tension between East and West, where the structures of
communication have played the roles of both the instruments of cultural expansion and the
tools of national resistance.

The theoretical background of this analysis was developed in previous studies on the history
of the Ottoman press. In the Turkic world, it is obvious that the newspaper was never considered
aninformation mediumbutratherasaninstrumentfor creating new meanings of social relations.
In the Tanzimat period and in the early Republican period, the press played an important role in
institutionalizing new meanings of social relations, thus supporting the creation of the nation
and the 'new citizen' (Ttifekcioglu, 1993). While communication in the twentieth century was
characterized by unification and creation of a coherent discourse, the early twenty-first century
is characterized by an opposite trend: the transition to a 'hypermodern era.' This is characterized
by the transformation of information flows as well as by the transformation of subjectivity
because individual identity is created within an algorithmically curated space. In such an era,
the media is no longer an intermediary; it becomes an environment in which politics, religion,
and economy are recreated according to the rules of 'visibility' and 'engagement’ metrics.

Kazakhstan is a country that can serve as a particularly relevant example for such an analysis.
As a country, Kazakhstan can be seen as a central location for the Eurasian continent, and it
is currently going through a critical period of digital transformation (Aydingiin & Tiifekgioglu,
2012). The current state of the media in Kazakhstan can be seen as a “media archipelago” -
a specific phenomenon of the informational environment, wherein different social groups do
not intersect in any form of meaning and interpretation. Based on the results of a large-scale
research survey, which was held by the Kazakhstan Institute for Strategic Studies in the spring
of 2025, the majority of the country’s population, which is more than two-thirds of the total,
received information from social media as a primary source of news. Such a shift is not only a
change in the form of information dissemination but also a change in the form of social trust. In
Kazakhstan, this process occurs simultaneously with the formation of national identity; as such,
there is an ongoing dialogue of tradition and modernity.

One of the major topics on the agenda of communication in 2025 is the question of digital
sovereignty and artificial intelligence ethics. The Turkic states, having recognized the risks of
technological dependence, began to shift towards active regulatory practices. The adoption
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of the Law “On Artificial Intelligence” in Kazakhstan (17 November 2025) can be considered
not only as a legislative act but also as a sociological statement of humanistic approaches to
technological progress. The prohibition of social scoring and manipulative practices testifies to
an attempt to save the social tissue from degradation in the hands of algorithms and maintain
human dignity in situations where human emotions can be easily analyzed without permission.
From a sociological point of view, there is an attempt to move towards the formation of a “smart
jurisdiction.”

On the other hand, it is also important that technological optimism does not ignore existing
deep social divides, particularly those between generations. The dialogue between “digital
natives” and “digital immigrants” in Turkic-speaking societies is developing into an arena of
latent tensions. The use of simplified language in communication with representatives of older
generations often leads to feelings of incompetence. In those societies in which mutual respect
of older generations was traditionally considered an important foundation of social cohesion,
the problem of the digital divide might undermine existing values. In order to solve this problem,
itis necessary to move beyond simple improvement of digital literacy among older generations
to developing reverse mentoring concepts in intergenerational dialogue.

The linguistic dimension is still central to the sociological study of communication in this
region. The process of building a common framework for communication among Turkic peoples
is not only about building a common alphabet and vocabulary, but is also about building a
common scientific and cultural space that can compete on a global scale. The rising status of
the Kazakh language in cyberspace and its support through the development of Al technologies
suggest that there is a new phase of linguistic assertion emerging in Kazakhstan. However, there
is also the complex issue of bilingualism and regional variations in language use.

In brief terms, communication in the Turkic world can be seen as a dynamic system that
has reached a point of critical transformation. On one hand, processes of regional integration,
particularly in the context of the Organization of Turkic States, are aimed at creating a
common space of digital and educational communication. On the other hand, the challenges of
hypermodernity bring risks of social fragmentation and loss of cultural continuity. In this respect,
the task of applied sociology is not only to identify and describe the processes of transformation
but also to elaborate analytical frameworks and strategies that help societies overcome the
challenges of technological transformation while preserving their cultural integrity and social
cohesion.

Research Questions:

1. How can the pattern of media consumption fragmentation in Kazakhstan be seen as an
element of wider communication evolution in the Turkic world?

2. What are the factors that influence trust in different types of media?

3. How can Al legislation promote digital sovereignty in emerging societies?

4. How can intergenerational communication disparities be explained?

Data and Methods
The methodology used in this study is based on the synthesis of theoretical deduction within
the framework of the Istanbul school and the secondary analysis of the results of large-scale
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studies conducted by national and international research institutions (KISE, 2025; Internews,
2025). In accordance with the provisions of the Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE), this
study focuses on the author’s interpretation of the existing data using the prism of the theory of
“local sociology” (Tiifek¢ioglu, 2022).

The data used for the analysis had a high level of representativeness. The study used the
data of institutional surveys by KISE (2025). This study used the results of a national survey (N
= 8001), conducted using the face-to-face interview method across all regions of Kazakhstan
(KISE, 2025). The analytical synthesis of the study by A. Zabirova (2025) was used as the main
source of the conceptual interpretation of the data by KISE, especially the articles by the author
of this study published in the analytical section of the official resource of KISE (Zabirova, 2025aq,
2025b, 2025c). This study by Zabirova was used to introduce the metaphor of “archipelago”
into the analysis of the structure of media consumption. Data from Internews (2024-2025) was
used, including the results of media mapping and analysis of regional media content (Internews,
2025). Besides that, there was an inclusion of special linguistic measurements (2023), namely
an online survey (N=1000) on the dynamics of language use in Kaznet (Koptleuova et al, 2023).

So, the choice of sources was based on the following criteria:

- The representativeness of the sample;

- Transparency of the methodology for collecting data;

- Relevance (2023-2025);

- Relevance to research questions.

A range of methods of qualitative analysis was used in the study. The deconstruction of
communication processes was carried out according to the following models. First, the model
of the communication predicament was used to analyze intergenerational problems and over-
accommodation strategies (Banks & Riley, 1993; Tiifek¢ioglu, 2013). Second, discourse analysis
of legislation was used to analyze the text of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Artificial
Intelligence” (2025) in order to reveal sociological intentions of the state. Third, a comparative
method was used; it included the comparison of vectors of digital transformation in Turkey
(according to the works of the Istanbul school) and Kazakhstan.

The analysis of the material was carried out in several stages. The first stage included
the systematization of empirical material obtained from various sources. The second stage
included the identification of thematic blocks of major importance. The third stage included
the correlation of quantitative indicators with theoretical models. The fourth stage included
interpretation in terms of local sociology and regional specificity.

We must acknowledge that there was no involvement of the author in collecting primary
data in the field in relation to conducting the KISE survey. Our role was limited to qualitative
synthesis and reinterpretation of the given data.

Despite the representativeness of the given data, there are certain limitations in conducting
this study. These limitations include the involvement of secondary sources of information and
the absence of fieldwork by the author; limited availability of dynamics in the given data due to
the absence of longitudinal analysis; certain institutional specifics of sources of information that
might influence the interpretation of results; and the focus of the study is limited to Kazakhstan
without sufficient information regarding other Turkic-speaking countries.
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Results and Discussions

The transformation of Kazakhstani society in 2025 may be characterized as a multi-level
process where traditional institutions are under unprecedented pressure. In accordance
with the analysis of the empirical data, the process may be described as a transition “from a
monolithic information space to a state that may be characterized as a media archipelago”
(Zabirova, 2025a).

The study conducted in the spring of 2025 (N = 8001) identified the paradox of the traditional
media’s resistance against the background of the “total smartphone penetration.” In contrast to
global trends of the “death of television,” Kazakhstani national television channels maintain their
position as the most authoritative source of information for 59.7% of the population (Zabirova,
2025c). From a sociological perspective, this may be explained by the fact that television in
Kazakhstan functions not as a technical device but as an official institution incorporated into the
infrastructure of the state, providing “verified information” against the background of excessive
digital noise. The theory of the media archipelago suggests that the choice of information
sources in modern society is no longer based on personal preferences but on social identity and
‘habitus’ characteristics of a person (Zabirova, 2025a; Bourdieu, 1984). We see the emergence of
a hybrid model, where 34.7% of citizens trust social networks as a space for personal contacts,
and 30.3% trust online media for their efficiency (Birbayeva, 2025). However, these ‘islands’ of
trustdo not often overlap, and the audience for national TV and consumers of TikTok algorithmic
feeds function at different semantic levels.

An in-depth analysis of KISE data suggests that previous predictive models based on
simple variables are no longer accurate, and a more complex ‘inner grammar’ is being used to
describe society (Zabirova, 2025b). However, the dominant lines of differentiation remain along
age, education, and place of residence. With regard to gender, a stable difference is observed
in trust profiles. Women in Kazakhstan are also more inclined to trust the institutionalized
format: 63.7% trust national television, whereas men are less inclined to trust it, with 54%
of them sharing this point of view (Zabirova, 2025b). Men are also more inclined to search for
information independently using alternative sources, including foreign media (4.7% as opposed
to 2% among women).

In the context of education and cultural capital, the level of education plays the role of a
strong filter in the perception of the media. Among the group with higher education, the critical
attitude is dominant (46.5%), with the focus on sources requiring cognitive effort (online
analytics, expert blogs). Trust in television in this group is lower, at 37.2%, whereas in the group
with incomplete secondary education, trust in television reaches 63.8% (Zabirova, 2025b).

In the context of the geography of the media and the digital divide, the urban environment in
Kazakhstan is characterized by the diversity of the media landscape, in which social networks
are dominant (37.2%), whereas in the rural environment, the stronghold of traditionalism is
observed, with television (62.7%) being the primary window to the world and the guarantee of
connection with the state (Zabirova, 2025b; DataReportal, 2025).

Avery important outcome of 2025 was the adoption of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan
“On Artificial Intelligence” (17 November 2025). From the perspective of “local sociology,” this
law can be seen as a way for society to preserve its “cultural code” from dehumanization by
algorithms. This is evident in the fact that the law establishes a strict risk-based approach to
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Al by dividing Al into classes according to the risk to the rights of citizens (EY Kazakhstan,
2025). From a sociological point of view, one should also highlight the direct prohibition of
social scoring, which prohibits the assessment of a person based on their social behavior for
discriminatory purposes (CWB IP 2025; Nakispekova, 2025), manipulative techniques that
impose a direct prohibition on the use of Al for influencing the subconscious of citizens without
their knowledge (Law No. 230-VIII, 2025), and emotion recognition without consent, which
protects the emotional sovereignty of citizens in public and workplace settings (demos.kz, 2026).
The implementation of this law, which came into effect on 18 January 2026, puts Kazakhstan in
the position of one of the leaders in the ethical regulation of technologies in the region, creating
a “smart jurisdiction” based on the individual (Akorda, 2025; Tengrinews, 2026).

The results of 2025 also show the strengthening position of the Kazakh language as an
important factor for social mobility. Thus, 80.1% of the country’s citizens recognize the
significance of the Kazakh language for their professional and business activities, which is much
higher compared to the rates for the Russian (35.5%) and English (23.8%) languages (demos.
kz, 2025). The percentage of Kazakh-language content in the digital environment has also
increased to 18%, with the use of two languages becoming the norm for 27% of the country’s
citizens (Internews, 2024). The rise of the Kazakh language can thus be described as the “digital
renaissance” caused by the inclusion of the Kazakh language in Al systems and large language
models, which has made it prestigious for young people (Koptleuova et al, 2023). However,
there are still obstacles: 26.4% of respondents note a lack of qualified staff and 15.7% identify
the threat of dominance of external (Russian) information space (demos.kz, 2025).

The analysis of intergenerational interaction has shown that there are profound obstacles
related to changes in communication structures. Smartphone penetration has reached 99.3%
of households (Bureau of National Statistics, 2024). For people over 50 years old, digital devices
are “symbolic objects,” and people use only basic functions (Zabirova, 2025b). The application
of the CPM model to the Kazakhstani reality has shown that there is a phenomenon of “elder
speak,” and younger people use simplified communication with people of older generations.
The latter consider this to be an indication of their incompetence and experience “learned
helplessness,” which leads to voluntary exclusion from active participation in digital reality
(Banks & Riley, 1993; Tiifek¢ioglu, 2013). At the same time, family is considered to be the basic
means of adaptation to digital reality for people of older generations and compensates for the
lack of state programs (Zabirova, 2025b).

The period 0f 2024-2025 is marked by a high level of consolidation around the political course
of the President of Kazakhstan, K.K. Tokayev. The level of trust in the head of state had reached
86% by October 2025. The highest level of trust was recorded among the youth, amounting to
90.1% (KISE, 2025). The level of support for the constitutional reform of 2025-2026 has reached
78%, reflecting the need for “Law and Order” in the hypermodern world (Shaimardanov, 2026 ).

The synthesis of the theoretical perspectives of the Istanbul school and the empirical data
on Kazakhstan for the period of 2024-2025 allows for the movement towards the conceptual
understanding of the transformation of communication in the Turkic world. The results of
the research confirm our thesis that the Turkic world is not only moving along the path of the
“catch-up modernization” butalso building its own model of the information society, understood
through the prism of the local sociology.
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The notion of the “media archipelago,” supported by A. Zabirova’s study (Zabirova, 2025a),
reveals strong similarity with the theory of habitus and social space developed by P. Bourdieu.
The maintenance of trust in television in Kazakhstan at the level of 59.7% (Zabirova, 2025c),
despite the level of internet penetration reaching 92.9% (DataReportal, 2025), points to the
preservation of the “institutional anchor.” Unlike the situation in Western countries, where the
development of the internet has led to the crisis of trust, in Turkic societies, there is hybridity:
television fulfills the role of the “stabilizer and transmitter of official meanings,” and social
networks function as the “space of horizontal solidarity” (Zabirova, 2025a; Birbayeva, 2025).

The difference between these societies and Western countries should not be seen in terms
of technological backwardness, but rather as the “survival strategy” of national consciousness.
In the words of B. Sezer, the societies of the East are forced to “defend themselves” against
the “global disintegration” (ifsat). In this context, the blogosphere of Kazakhstan, which is
transforming into the “zone of expertise” (Zabirova, 2025b), plays the role of the formation of
the new elite capable of critical reflection without the adoption of Western discourses.

The adoption of the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “On Artificial Intelligence” (Law No.
230-VIII, 2025) is considered to be of great importance for the entire Turkic world. A sociological
analysis of the provisions of Article 17 of the Law, which prohibits the use of manipulative
techniques and social scores, reveals the intention of the state to protect the “human-centered”
society (Akorda, 2025; Nakispekova, 2025). In the conditions of hypermodernity, in which the
role of algorithms in the place of human free will is constantly increasing (Ttifekcioglu, 2023),
the legal barriers in this field are considered to be the tools for the preservation of cultural
sovereignty (demos.kz, 2026). A comparison of the provisions of the Law with the European
(EU Al Act) and Chinese models reveals the specificity of the Kazakhstani model, in which the
path of centralized control by the Ministry of Al is chosen due to the necessity of accelerated
modernization and the preservation of traditional values. This once again confirms the thesis
of Sezer, according to which in order to solve the problems of the nation, it is necessary to use
the tools that correspond to the historical reality of the region (Sezer, 1993; Tiifek¢ioglu, 2011).

Particular attention should be paid to the preservation of traditional regulators in the digital
environment. The study has confirmed that the concept of “uyat” (shame) is not lost but is
transformed into a mechanism for soft social control in Kaznet (Artykbayeva and Amitov, 2025).
Digital “uyat” is seen as an area for interaction between modernist and traditionalist stances,
where younger generations create new forms of ethical responsibility. This process shows that
communication in Turkic cultures is still a process for the continuous reproduction of moral
order,; including in relation to global platforms such as TikTok and Instagram.

The problem of “elder speak” and digital alienation of older generations, identified through
the CPM model (Banks and Riley, 1993; Tiifek¢ioglu, 2013), suggests that there is a need to switch
to active social practices. We believe that the reverse mentoring model that has been successfully
implemented in Turkey (Sarioglu et al, 2026) can become a bridge for inter-generational
interaction in Kazakhstan. Thus, transforming technology from a source of division to a means
of rapprochement, where younger people can share their digital knowledge and the older
generations can share their historical knowledge, can create integrity in family communication
that is central to stability in the Turkic world.
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The project of uniting all Turkic nations into one 34-letter Latin alphabet (0TS, 2024) is
not only a project for language reform but also one for laying the foundations for technology
compatibility among Turkic nations. The unity of writing systems in the age of artificial
intelligence and big data is of critical importance for developing united language models (LLMs),
which is crucial for maintaining the competitiveness of the Kazakh and other Turkic languages
in the global digital environment (Koptleuova et al.,, 2023; Hajiyev, 2023). This is a new stage in
the integration of the Organization of Turkic States (TRT World, 2024), from “cultural nostalgia”
to “digital relevance.”

Conclusions

The results of the conducted study allow us to state that the communication environment
of the Turkic world has entered a period of deep qualitative changes characterized by the
transformation from a system of monolithic information institutions to a state of a “media
archipelago.” Reflection of the mentioned processes from a sociological point of view, using the
prism of local sociology by Baykan Sezer, leads to the conclusion that behind the changes in the
field of technology, there is a deep search for national sovereignty and ways to preserve cultural
identity in the conditions of global digital pressure.

First of all, one can note the viability of the hybrid model of media consumption. Despite the
prevalence of social media among younger generations in Turkic countries, trust in national TV
institutions plays a key role in stabilizing the social and political system. This fact confirms our
thesis that in the communication environment of Turkic societies, communication plays the
role of “anchoring,” providing a connection between the individual and the state/tradition even
in conditions of fragmentation in the digital space.

Second, the promulgation of the first Law on Artificial Intelligence in Kazakhstan in 2025 can
be seen as the act of protection of the “human-centered” model of development. Restrictions on
social scoring and manipulative algorithms in the legislation point to the intention of society to
protect the free will and dignity of human beings. The development of the “smart jurisdiction”
can be seen as an important step in the prevention of social atomization and algorithmic
dehumanization of the kind seen in Western hypermodernity.

Third, the identified challenges in intergenerational communication point to the necessity of
moving from the passive recognition of the “digital divide” to active social strategies. The model
of reverse mentoring can be seen as the most important mechanism of the restoration of family
and social solidarity, transforming technology from a factor of alienation to the space of mutual
learning.

In conclusion, it should be emphasized that the future of communication in the Turkic world
will depend on our capacity to combine technological integration (with a unified alphabet and a
unified artificial intelligence platform) and local scientific reflection. Sociology will continue to
play the role of a protective filter for these societies, helping them to cope with the challenges
of digital transformation while remaining loyal to their historical path and unique cultural code.
Only sovereign communication, focused on human interests, will help to build a sustainable
development and unification of the Turkic world in the twenty-first century.

The results of this study will contribute to the development of the sociology of communication
in several ways: it will conceptualize the Kazakhstani media system as a ‘media archipelago’
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within the framework of local sociology, integrate the issues of digital sovereignty and artificial
intelligence regulation into the study of communication processes, and further develop the
Communication Predicament Model (CPM) in the study of intergenerational communication
barriers in post-Soviet society, and refine our understanding of hybrid models of media trust in
non-Western societies.

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Abstract. This article examines vagrancy as one of the pressing social issues
of our time, affecting both domestic and global communities, and considers
the sociological aspects of vagrancy in urban environments. In the context of
rapid urbanization and city growth, such as in Astana, the problem of vagrancy
assumes a pronounced socio-political character.

The research aims to study the sociological aspects of vagrancy in urban
environments using Astana as an example, as well as to identify the causes and
factors contributing to marginalization and homelessness and analyze the social
consequences of this phenomenon.

Vagrancy as a social phenomenon is examined through the lens of structural
functionalism, conflict theory, and psychological theories. It is also noted that
vagrancy in the urban environment increases social tension and causes damage
to urban infrastructure.

Based on analysis of data collected through surveys with marginalized groups,
it was established that key factors contributing to vagrancy include economic
crises, social instability, family conflicts, mental disorders, and substance
dependency. It was identified that most respondents are of working age but
encounter obstacles, including a lack of documentation, health problems, and
low qualifications.

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Introduction

Vagrancy represents an acute social crisis in both Kazakhstan and globally. According to
2024 data, Kazakhstan experienced a 36% surge in homelessness compared to the previous
year. Experts link this increase to deteriorating economic and social conditions among citizens.
On a worldwide scale, 2024 statistics reveal that approximately 150 million people lacked
permanent shelter, while 1.6 billion resided in inadequate housing conditions. Recent years
have witnessed rising homelessness across several nations. The United States, for instance,
recorded over 650,000 homeless individuals in 2022 - an unprecedented figure for the country.
European nations similarly report increasing homelessness rates, particularly amid inflation
pressures and the ongoing housing crisis.

Relevance of the topic

Vagrancy as a social phenomenon represents a pressing problem that confirms the
existence of significant socio-economic and cultural inequalities in the urban environment.
This phenomenon is connected to key problems of global instability, social justice, inequality,
marginalization and violation of basic rights and dignity of the individual. Under conditions of
growing urbanization and rapid growth of cities such as Astana, the problem of vagrancy has a
socio-political character, since it affects the effectiveness of society's functioning and its ability
to ensure equal opportunities for all residents, including vulnerable groups.

In Kazakhstan, the number of people without a fixed place of residence grows annually.
Specialists say that such statistics are connected to population growth. For example, in the
capital alone, compared to last year, the number of homeless people increased by 7%. Thus,
since the beginning of 2024, more than 500 people have been admitted to the capital's "Demeu"
Resocialization Center.

The complexity of the vagrancy problem is conditioned by its multifactorial nature, including
socio-economic, psychological, legal and cultural aspects. Among the main causes of vagrancy
are poverty, unemployment, migration, family crises, dependency on psychoactive substances,
as well as insufficient state support and social adaptation programs.

The aim of the study is a sociological analysis of vagrancy in the urban environment using the
city of Astana as an example.

Research objectives:

1. Study theoretical approaches to the analysis of vagrancy

2. Identify the causes and factors contributing to the formation of vagrancy and their
impact on the urban environment.

The object of the study is vagrancy as a social phenomenon in the urban environment. The
subject of the study is the sociological aspects of vagrancy: the causes and factors contributing
to the emergence and spread of this phenomenon.

Overview of references

The problem of homeless people remains relevant for modern cities, particularly for Astana.
Despite its socio-economic nature, explaining this phenomenon requires the use of classical
sociological and psychological concepts. One such conceptis Emile Durkheim's theory of anomie,
which reveals the mechanisms of social disintegration and normative vacuum. Durkheim defined
anomie as a state of society in which old norms regulating individual behaviour are destroyed
and erased. Traditional values cease to perform their integrating function, and new norms have
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not yet been formed, leading to an increase in deviance, social isolation and alienation (Merton,
R, 1996). L. Cohen's theory of social disorganisation explains deviance through the structural
characteristics of communities, such as the breakdown of social ties, the weakening of family
and neighbourhood communities, the decline in the effectiveness of formal and informal control,
and high levels of social mobility and population heterogeneity. E. Starlend's theory of cultural
conflict allows us to view the problem of homelessness as the result of a clash between different
values and cultures that are in conflict with each other. Homelessness here appears not only
as social exclusion, but also as a special form of cultural adaptation. I. Goffman and G. Becker
view vagrancy not only as a result of social and economic problems, but also as a process that
is supported by society through a system of labels and stigmas. Stigmatisation makes homeless
people ‘outsiders, which prevents their return to social institutions, thus perpetuating a vicious
circle of marginalisation (Anikina, V.A., 2021, pp. 85-93). D. Walsh's phenomenological approach
allows us to go beyond structural-functional explanations of this problem and see it as a unique
experience of the subject, filled with individual meanings (Yakovleva, E.A., 2022, pp. 90-101).

Contemporary sociologists studying vagrancy and marginalization investigate these issues
in the context of social changes, urbanization and inequality. Keith Hart, Jean-Louis Laville,
and Antonio David Cattani (Hart, K., Laville, J-L., Cattani, A.D., 2010) examine the problem of
marginalization, including vagrancy, in the context of the modern urbanistic economy in their
work "The Human Economy: A Citizen's Guide." In his works "Liquid Modernity" and "Wasted
Lives,” Zygmunt Bauman (Bauman, Z.,, 2004) describes "floating" groups of people whom the
system cannot retain and integrate. Cultural and social aspects of homelessness are studied by
BB. D. Haynes (Haynes, B.D., 2001) in his works on marginal and "peripheral” population layers
in cities; his work describes the social and cultural integration of vagrants.

In the studies of Fitzpatrick et al., the significance of housing instability and institutional
barriers is emphasized as key factors contributing to the formation of chronic homelessness
in urban communities (Fitzpatrick et al, 2013). Similar conclusions are presented in the
works of Saunders (2018), which note that the combination of economic insecurity, precarious
employment, and the weakening of social ties significantly increases the risk of social
marginalization among vulnerable population groups.

In European research, homelessness is conceptualized as a multi-level process of social
exclusion encompassing structural, institutional, and cultural determinants (Busch-Geertsema
etal,2010-2020). Particular attention is paid to the role of comprehensive social rehabilitation
programs and intersectoral cooperation in the processes of resocialization of homeless
individuals (Clapham, 2019).

In Kazakhstani sociological science, the problem of vagrancy remains understudied.
However, some authors undertake attempts to investigate this phenomenon through the prism
of moral values, social marginalization and deviant behavior. Thus, author A.A. Isakhanova
studies the moral values of persons leading a vagrant lifestyle in the city of Astana in her
scientific article (Isakhanova, A.A., 2017). Authors G. Abdikerova and K. Rakhimbekova examine
the socio-economic and cultural aspects of homelessness, analysis of the work of adaptation
and rehabilitation centers, issues of the legal status of homeless people (Abdikerova, G,
Rakhimbekova, K., 2023, 107, pp. 102-106). Research by sociologist Sh.E. Dzhamanbalayeva in
the field of deviant behavior, digital inequality, and subjective well-being allows considering her
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approach as fundamentally resourceful for future works on the problem of vagrancy (Dunaev, V,
Dzhamanbalayeva, Sh.E., Kurganskaya, V, 2024, pp. 62-76).

The scientific novelty of the study lies in a comprehensive sociological analysis of vagrancy
as a form of social exclusion within the urban environment, using the city of Astana as a case
study. In contrast to predominantly descriptive research, this work integrates an empirical
assessment of the socio-demographic characteristics of homeless individuals with a theoretical
interpretation of the mechanisms of marginalization.

The theoretical framework of the study is based on structural-functional and socio-ecological
approaches to the analysis of social deviance and forms of social maladaptation. Within the
structural-functional paradigm, vagrancy is viewed as a consequence of the dysfunction of key
social institutions, including the family, the labor market, and the social protection system. The
socio-ecological approach makes it possible to analyze the combined influence of macro- and
micro-level factors, including economic instability, family conflicts, substance dependence, and
limited access to social services.

Research materials and methods

The research materials included both primary and secondary data sources.

To achieve the set goal, a research question was formulated aimed at identifying the
sociological factors contributing to the emergence and spread of vagrancy in Astana, as well as
analysing its social consequences.

Hypothesis: it is believed that vagrancy is formed under the influence of a combination of
interrelated factors such as economic instability, insufficient effectiveness of social institutions,
social alienation and social isolation. These factors contribute to the marginalisation of
homeless people and hinder their adaptation, which in turn leads to an increase in the city's
social problems.

In the course of the sociological analysis of vagrancy in the urban environment, primary
empirical data were utilized, including the results of the author’s own sociological study, as well
as secondary sources containing statistical data relevant to the issue under consideration.

To study the state of vagrancy in Astana, we analysed secondary data indicators most
frequently used in international and national assessments. For convenience, they were combined
into the following major blocks: socio-economic and socio-demographic indicators.

One of the general economic indicators of the population's quality of life is the gross regional
product per capita (Table 1).

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As can be seen, the GRP per capita in Astana is constantly increasing. During the period under
review, this indicator increased from 6,873,600 tenge in 2020 to 9,247,000 tenge in 2023
As of 1 January 2025, the population of Astana was 1,430,100 people (Table 2).

The data presented in Table 2 shows that by 2024, the population of Astana had increased
by 293,949 people, or 125.9%. An equally important indicator in assessing the current state of
vagrancy in the region is the analysis of population migration (Table 3).

From population migration data, it should be noted that in 2024, total migration to Astana
amounted to 51,539 people, that is, compared to the 2021 indicator, it increased by 26,674
people or more than twofold.

In 2023, 1,267 people were admitted to the "Demeu" resocialization center of the Astana city
akimat, and in 2024, 1,186 people. These data reflect only the number of persons who sought
help at the "Demeu" Resocialization Center and do not account for those who are not registered
or did not seek help at the center. The actual number of marginals in the city may be higher.

The study employed a purposive sampling strategy and included 50 respondents who were
recipients of services at the Resocialization Center “Demeu” in Astana. The selection criteria
were the respondents’ actual status as persons without a fixed place of residence and their
voluntary consent to participate in the research. The gender structure of the sample reflects the
specific characteristics of the Center’s clientele and corresponds to the general trend of male
predominance among the homeless population.

Primary data were collected through a standardized questionnaire survey. The questionnaire
comprised several thematic blocks aimed at identifying socio-demographic characteristics,
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reasons for housing loss, duration of homelessness, current challenges, and the needs of the
respondents. Closed and semi-closed questions with multiple-choice options were used.

Data analysis was conducted using descriptive statistical methods (calculation of percentage
distributions and comparative analysis of indicators). The interpretation of the results was
carried out within the framework of structural-functional, conflict, and institutional approaches,
which made it possible to identify the interrelationship between individual life circumstances
and the structural factors of the urban environment.

The questionnaire survey was conducted in April 2025 and received approval from the
"Demeu” Resocialization Center of the Astana city akimat. All research participants gave
informed consent to participate, while measures were taken to ensure the confidentiality of
their data.

Results and discussion
The study revealed the socio-demographic profile of respondents (Figure 1).

The main share of respondents consists of those aged 31-45 years (38%) and 46-60 years
(35%).

Next, the composition of survey participants by gender was determined.

Fifty people participated in the survey, of which 82% were men and 18% were women.
This structure indicates that men are more inclined toward vagrancy. Within the framework
of structural-functional analysis, the predominance of male vagrants is explained by the fact
that men are less protected by family and social institutions in case of loss of their status than
women, who retain kinship and systemic connections.

From the analysis of the marital status of survey participants, it follows that 25 people are
single, 15 people are divorced, 6 people are widowed, and only 4 people are married (Figure 2).

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Marital status is a key risk factor for vagrancy. Sociological analysis allows asserting that
restoration or support of family connections can play an important role in the prevention and
rehabilitation of persons without a fixed place of residence.

Persons living in the Resocialization Center of Astana city have basic general education -
52% (26 respondents), secondary education - 24% (12 respondents), secondary specialized
education - 14% (7 respondents), higher education - 10% (5 respondents). The majority of
persons leading a vagrant lifestyle are characterized by a low level of education, mainly
incomplete secondary or general education. This indicator reflects weak socialization, a deficit
of culture and social capital, and serves as one of the significant factors determining vulnerability
to social marginalization.

Table 4 designates the main causes of vagrancy.

Analysis of the research showed that the main causes of vagrancy are job loss (54%), family
conflicts (38%), and alcohol/drug dependency (42%). Some respondents encountered mental
illnesses (23%) and adaptation difficulties after release from places of detention (18%).

This phenomenon is conditioned by a combination of a number of factors, such as socio-
economic disadvantage, destruction of family connections, education deficit, mental disorders,
as well as weakness of social institutions.

Further, the duration of respondents’ stay in a homeless status was determined - from several
months to more than three years (Figure 3). Analysis of the survey shows that for a significant
part of respondents, vagrancy becomes not a temporary crisis, but a stable way of life.

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The majority of surveyed respondents (37 respondents) indicated the absence of support
from relatives and close ones, which testifies to the weak inclusion of these persons in family
and kinship connections. Further, the difficulties faced by respondents were studied (Table 5)
and the help they need (Table 6).

The main difficulties faced by respondents are the absence of work, health problems and
shortage of food.

Absence of basic conditions for life is one of the most widespread problems among homeless
people. This includes a shortage of food and clothing. The condition of homeless people is
generally unsatisfactory due to the absence of basic needs and medical assistance, which also
affects their mental health. Unemployment is considered one of the key causes of homelessness,
which is also connected with the low level of education of homeless people.

When asked "What help is most necessary for you now?" the following answers were given
(Figure 6)

Analysis of the homeless respondents' answers showed that they need to satisfy their primary
needs before their secondary needs. Sociological interpretation points to the complex nature
of homelessness: it includes not only material, but also institutional and socio-psychological
aspects. These responses confirm the relevance of the concept of social exclusion, according to
which homeless people are deprived of access to key resources and institutions of society.

When asked, “If you had the opportunity to find employment, would you agree to work?”, the
following responses were given:

Yes, I am ready to start working immediately - 61%;

Yes, but only after undergoing medical treatment/rehabilitation - 18%;

No, [ don't feel strong enough - 21%.
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At the same time, 61% of respondents want to find employment, but noted the need for
professional retraining and social support from the state in order to reintegrate into society.

Consequently, the results of the research showed that the key factors contributing to the spread
of vagrancy in Astana are economic difficulties, job loss, family conflicts, and debt obligations.
The majority of respondents belong to the working age from 31 to 60 years; however, their
possibilities for return to social life are limited due to loss of documents, health problems and
insufficient level of professional preparation.

The main needs of respondents are the availability of housing and the possibility of
employment. Nevertheless, almost half of the respondents did not undertake active actions to
improve their social position, which may indicate a low level of motivation, limited trust in
social institutions or insufficient awareness about available support measures.

Conclusion

The conducted study made it possible to carry out a comprehensive sociological analysis of
vagrancy as a form of social exclusion within the urban environment of Astana.

It was established that the formation of vagrancy is conditioned by the interaction of
economic, institutional, and socio-psychological factors. Among the key determinants are
employment instability, family disintegration, substance dependence, mental disorders, debt
obligations, and limited access to social support resources.

The theoretical interpretation of the research findings was based on structural-functional
and socio-ecological approaches, which made it possible to consider vagrancy not only
as an individual social problem but also as an indicator of structural dysfunctions within
contemporary urbanized society. The empirical data obtained confirms the complex nature of
social marginalization and demonstrates the interconnection between economic, demographic,
and institutional factors of social vulnerability.

The practical significance of the study lies in the potential application of its findings in the
development of social rehabilitation programs, homelessness prevention strategies, and the
improvement of institutional support mechanisms for vulnerable population groups.

INFLUENCE OF THE ECONOMIC FACTOR ON POLYLINGUISTIC ATTITUDES OF YOUTH

Abstract. The article analyzes the influence of economic factors on the language attitudes of youth.
According to the theory of P. Bourdieu, the dominance of linguistic norms and forms is viewed as a
factor that exacerbates social inequality. Proficiency in different languages increases an individual's
social capital and expands their economic opportunities, while language barriers restrict access to these
resources.

The language choice among young people is largely determined by their economic status. It is posited
that income levels facilitate the learning of foreign languages, whereas, in conditions of social inequality,
the ability of youth to maintain their native language is taken into account. The study examines the
impact of economic factors-such as labor market requirements, educational opportunities, and income
levels-on multilingualism and language choice among the younger generation. The research provides
insight into how economic drivers influence language choice, language policy, and the acceptance of
multilingualism in society.

The author presents the results of applied research based on the focus group method. Focus groups
were conducted across 12 regions (N=167). According to the results, language choice among youth
depends on regional and ethno-demographic characteristics. Furthermore, the global economy and
globalization trends push young people toward learning multiple languages, while disparities between
urban and rural areas also affect language attitudes. While youth with high-income levels strive for
multilingualism, low-income groups prioritize their native language.

The findings of this study play a crucial role in forming effective state and educational language
policies that can enhance the success of young people in social and professional life.

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Abstract. This article aims to explore high school students’ motives to study
abroad and their migration intentions. Analysis of migration motives and
intentions of high school students is an important component in understanding
migration processes in modern society. The article presents the results of the
research conducted within the framework of the project IRN AP25795411
«International educational migration of Kazakhstani youth: risks and solutions».
A survey method was used to collect empirical data. The survey covered high
school students in grades 9-11. A target sample was used, with selection criteria
for gender, type of residence, grade, and type of school. The obtained empirical
data indicate a stable orientation among high school students toward studying
abroad, mainly in English-speaking and economically developed countries. This
emphasizes the importance of both educational and socio-cultural factors in
shaping the migration attitudes of high school students. Migration intentions
after completing foreign education are characterized by a high degree of
uncertainty. Most of the high school students surveyed admit the possibility
of various scenarios being realized, and their final decision about migration
depends on a complex of social, economic, and personal factors.

Introduction

In the context of globalization and the growing international mobility of youth, educational
migration has become one of the key factors influencing the development of human capital and
shaping the future intellectual potential of a country. Kazakhstan, striving to integrate into the
global educational space, is witnessing a growing interest among youth in studying abroad - a
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trend that brings both new opportunities and the risk of losing talented individuals. This article
aims to explore high school students’ motives to study abroad and their migration intentions.
The study of migration intentions and motives among high school students is of particular
importance, as it is at this stage that educational and professional trajectories are formed and
attitudes are established that determine future migration decisions.

The objectives of the study are:

1. Identify the plans and motives of high school students to study abroad;

2. Analyze migration intentions of high school students;

3. Examine gender and regional differences in migration plans and intentions.

Unlike most studies that focus on student mobility, this research addresses the pre-university
stage - the period when initial educational and migration intentions are formed. The article
examines the migration motives and attitudes of Kazakhstani high school students in the
context of educational mobility, allowing for an assessment of the prerequisites for studying
abroad even before university enrollment. The study clarifies the structure of motivation for
foreign education and demonstrates how these factors relate to plans for returning to the home
country. The obtained data complement existing research on international educational mobility
by focusing on the pre-tertiary stage - prior to entering higher education - which has rarely been
the subject of separate analysis.

The article analyzes the following research questions:

1. What are the motives of high school students for studying abroad, and how are they
influenced by socio-demographic characteristics?

2. What are the preferences of high school students in choosing a country for education?

3. What are the migration intentions of high school students overall, and how do they differ
by gender and type of settlement?

The internationalization of education is accompanied by a steady growth of academic
mobility and the increasing desire of students to be included in the international educational
community. From 1998 to 2018, the number of students receiving higher education abroad
increased from 2 to 6 million, with an average annual growth of 5.5% (OECD, 2022). This article
is aimed at studying educational migration and migration intentions of high school students.
Migration intentions are one of the most complex categories in migration studies. The concept
covers a wide range of attitudes: from the abstract “it would be nice to move” to a specific action
leading to actual movement and change of residence. The level of certainty of these intentions
varies depending on the age group. The attitudes of high school students are characterized by a
particularly high degree of uncertainty. On the one hand, they are already thinking about further
education and life after school graduation, and on the other hand, are often poorly oriented in
the real possibilities of admission, the level of family resources, and their own prospects. The
study of migration attitudes of high school students is of particular interest, since this age group
demonstrates the greatest mobility both in volume and intensity. Thus, the analysis of migration
intentions of high school students is an important component of a broader understanding of
migration processes in modern society (Williams et al., 2018).

Motives for studying abroad. High school students’ motivations to study abroad can be
divided into two main categories: push and pull factors (Wu et al, 2019). Push factors reflect
unfavorable conditions in the country of origin: low quality of education, shortage of study places,
limited career opportunities, and political or cultural restrictions. Pull motives are related to
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the advantages of the destination country: high quality of education, development of language
skills, or chances for subsequent migration. However, it should be taken into account that the
decision to study abroad is a complex process that does not always fit into a binary push-pull
factors (Brooks and Waters, 2020). In addition to academic and professional factors, cultural
and personal motives have a significant impact, including the desire for self-development,
broadening horizons, and gaining new experiences.

For students from Asian and developing countries, push factors are often dominant. Political
instability, shortage of study places, low quality of domestic education, and lack of necessary
programs are often the key reasons for students from Asian countries to choose foreign
universities (Nghia, 2019). For exchange students, on the contrary, pull motives associated with
expanding experience and improving career prospects predominate. In a study of ERASMUS
students, two dimensions of motivation were identified: academic-professional and cultural-
personal (Krzaklewska, 2008). Similarly, an analysis of the motivations of Swedish students
in the same program made it possible to identify three orientations — academic, professional-
market, and cultural (Bryntesson et al., 2018).

Research on educational migration distinguishes between horizontal and vertical trajectories.
Horizontal trajectory involves moving between countries with comparable levels of economic
and educational development, while the vertical trajectory entails migration from countries
with less favorable conditions, usually under the influence of push factors (Ritzva & Teichler,
2007). Considerable attention is also paid to the role of the social context in the decision-making
process about studying abroad. Students' educational and migration motives are influenced by
macroeconomic conditions, family circumstances, biographical characteristics, as well as the
social class and environment in which they make decisions (Brooks & Waters, 2020).

The relationship between motives and other factors. Several studies have identified
gender differences in motivation. Thus, females attach greater importance to push factors, such
as a limited choice of educational programs and rising tuition fees, while males are more often
focused on migration and career prospects (King & Sondhi, 2016). Mobile students are generally
characterized by a higher social background compared to their peers who remain in their home
country to study (Netz & Finger, 2016). Belonging to educated families implies having a higher
level of cultural, social, and economic capital. With mass higher education, social differentiation
takes place through the choice of educational institution and country (Teichler, 2017). Among
the factors influencing participation in international educational migration, forms of intangible
capital reflecting social origin and international experience are increasingly being considered.
In this context, the term transnational human capital was introduced to describe the set of
knowledge, skills, and qualifications that enable effective functioning in transnational social
fields (Gerhards et al,, 2017). It includes competencies such as knowledge of foreign languages,
intercultural communication, and cosmopolitan thinking, which are more common among
representatives of socially privileged groups.

The concept of transnational human capital correlates with mobility capital, which reflects
the accumulated experience of moving and adapting to a new environment, acquired by both
high school students themselves and their families. This is a more applied concept, suitable
for use in quantitative research. Education abroad often becomes part of a family mobility
trajectory, when the presence of previous international experience - personal or parental
- increases the likelihood of making a decision to study abroad. Empirical studies show that
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such high school students are more likely to view international education as a realistic and
accessible opportunity (Van Mol & Timmermann, 2014). This sequence is also observed during
the transition to the labor market, since graduates who received an education abroad more
often continue their professional activities abroad (European Commission, 2014).

The analysis of the literature shows a variety of motivations for participation in international
educational migration, formed under the influence of a set of factors. The structure of motivation
varies depending on the academic focus of study, the availability of educational programs,
and socio-demographic characteristics. Migration motives have national characteristics.
For instance, for international students from New Zealand deciding between migration after
graduation next factors are important: initial migration motivation, family support, length of
stay in the country of study, level of education, and ability to implement the acquired knowledge
(Soon, 2012). While for international students from the United Kingdom and the United States,
the perception of ethnic differences, the degree of adaptation to the new environment, the labor
market in the host country, and the home country are important (BaldZ et.al.,, 2014). This makes
it essential to conduct research in the context of Kazakhstan to understand the characteristics
of Kazakhstani youth.

Within the framework of this study, the theoretical foundation combines the classical push-
pull theory with contemporary concepts of transnational human capital and mobility capital.
The application of the push-pull theory is justified as it helps to systematize the structural and
institutional conditions influencing the decision to study abroad. However, when applied to high
school students, this theory requires adaptation, since the migration attitudes of this age group
are shaped not so much by economic factors as by sociocultural, psychological, and symbolic
motives. In this regard, the article also draws on the concepts of transnational human capital
and mobility capital, which emphasize the importance of cultural experience, family resources,
international exposure, and family educational strategies. These approaches enable a broader
understanding of educational migration not only as a reaction to external incentives but also
as a means of developing social and cultural capital. Thus, the theoretical model of the study
is based on the interrelation of structural, sociocultural, and individual or motivational factors.
This integrated approach allows for a more comprehensive explanation of the motives of high
school students to study abroad and their migration intentions.

Materials and Methods

The article presents the results of the research conducted within the framework of the
project «International educational migration of Kazakhstani youth: risks and solutions». This
research is funded by the Science Committee of the Ministry of Education and Science of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (Grant No. AP25795411). A survey method was used to collect empirical
data. The survey was conducted as an initial stage of a larger study on the educational migration
of young people, with a focus on the analysis of high school students' motives to study abroad.
The purpose of the survey is to identify the motives of high school students to study abroad,
their migration intentions, and social attitudes associated with the choice of education. The
study was conducted from March to May 2025 among students of grades 9-11 of public and
specialized schools located in cities, rural areas, and small towns. Due to limited access related
to the respondents’ age, the sample size is 120 participants. In forming the survey sample, official
requests were sent to the relevant authorities or school administrations to obtain permission
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to conduct the survey among high school students. The survey itself was conducted offline and
online. Verbal or written consent to participate in the study was obtained from all participants
and theirlegal representatives. The survey was conducted in either Russian or Kazakh, depending
on the respondent’s choice. Participants and their legal representatives were assured of the
confidentiality of their personal information. The survey was conducted in the regions of Almaty,
Zhambyl, Akmola, Atyrau, Zhetysu, and West Kazakhstan, as well as in the cities of Aktobe, Shu,
Taldykorgan, Almaty, Astana, and others. The questionnaire included semi-closed and open
questions grouped into the following blocks: socio-demographic characteristics, educational
expectations, attitudes towards studying abroad, migration intentions, and plans. A targeted
sample was used, where the selection criteria were gender, type of residence (city, village, small
town), grade of study, and type of school. The obtained data were processed using descriptive
statistics and comparative analysis methods based on SPSS version 21 software to identify the
differences between the subgroups of respondents. The socio-demographic characteristics of
the respondents are presented in Table 1.

Results and Discussion

The findings on high school students’ intentions to study abroad reflect their orientations
and motives rather than actual migration plans. This interpretation is consistent with previous
research indicating that, at the adolescent stage, educational and migration decisions are
typically potential and mediated by family influence (e.g., King & Sondhi, 2016; Brooks &
Waters, 2020). Therefore, the observed differences by gender and type of residence should be
interpreted as differences in attitudes rather than in actual behavior.

Overall, 45.8% of the sample of high school students surveyed expressed interest in studying
abroad after school graduation, while 54.2% did not consider this option. Thus, educational
mobility is not a priority for most students at the time of the survey. However, the share of
those who are potentially interested in studying abroad remains quite significant, indicating a
significant interest in an international educational trajectory in the school environment. These
data may reflect both objective barriers (e.g., economic or institutional restrictions) and the
specific perception of educational migration in the local social context.

Gender-based analysis reveals that girls are somewhat more likely to consider the possibility
of obtaining an education abroad (47.7%), while among boys this figure is 43.6%. At the same
time, the rejection of such a prospect is more common among boys (56.4%) compared to girls
(52.3%). Thus, there is a slight gender difference: girls are more interested in studying abroad.
In terms of place of residence, the greatest interest is expressed among high school students
from cities, where 73.7% of respondents answered the question positively. In rural schools, 60%
expressed a desire to study abroad, while among students in small towns, this was only 32.4%.
The rejection of the idea of studying abroad is most typical for the high school students from
small towns (67.6%). These data indicate that readiness for educational mobility is significantly
higher among city students and significantly lower among their peers from small towns. The
data are presented in Table 2.

The logistic model demonstrates that the type of place of residence has a statistically
significant effect on the likelihood of intending to study abroad. High school students from cities
are 3.8 times more likely to consider studying abroad than their peers from small towns (p <
0.01). Students from rural schools also tend to express greater interest in foreign education
compared to students from small towns, although the difference is less pronounced (p < 0.05).
The gender factor shows a minor effect: girls are somewhat more likely to report an intention
to study abroad; however, the effect is not statistically significant (p > 0.1). The main social
determinant of educational mobility is the level of urbanization. Students from cities likely
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have greater access to educational information, academic mobility programs, and examples of
successful strategies for obtaining education abroad. The data are presented in Table 3.

Among high school students considering studying abroad, the United States is the most
attractive destination, with more than half of respondents (56.2%) choosing this country. The
high attractiveness of the United States may be due to the prestige of its universities, the variety
of educational programs, and the opportunities for professional growth. A significant number
of respondents also expressed interest in Turkey (32.9%) and South Korea (31.5%). In the case
of Turkey, cultural and religious affinity, as well as scholarship programs, may play an important
role. South Korea’s popularity is likely due to a combination of its high level of education,
active cultural export (including K-pop and media), and interest in the Asian region as a whole.
Germany (27.4%), the United Kingdom (23.3%), and Canada (17.8%) are the next mostattractive
destinations, reflecting a strong interest in European and English-language educational systems
with a high academic reputation. China (13.7%) and Russia (9.6%) attracted fewer responses,
which may be due to both changing educational focus and current socio-political contexts. Less
than 5% of respondents indicated other countries in their responses, including Japan, Sweden,
and Kyrgyzstan, which may indicate either individual interest. The data are presented in Table 4.

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Motives of high school students to study abroad are largely influenced by academic and career
goals,aswell as the desire for personal development. The largestnumber of respondents (77.8%)
indicated the high quality of education offered by foreign universities. This demonstrates a desire
to study in a more competitive and academically prestigious environment, which corresponds to
global trends in which the quality of educational infrastructure is the most important pull factor
in international student mobility. Career prospects associated with studying abroad also turned
out to be significant: 59.7% of respondents associate international education with expanding
professional opportunities. Thus, foreign education is perceived as a strategic resource for
future employment and professional growth. More than half of the respondents (51.4%)
are interested in gaining life experience in another country, which reflects the importance
of cultural, social, communicative, and personal aspects in the structure of motivation. This
aspiration may be related to the desire to broaden horizons, increase adaptability, and develop
intercultural skills. Having an international diploma recognized in various countries is attractive
to 41.7% of respondents. This underlines the importance of symbolic and institutional capital
associated with formal certificates and degrees obtained abroad. A less significant reason was
dissatisfaction with the quality of education in Kazakhstan, which was chosen by only 12.5% of
participants. This indicates a relatively low influence of push factors and the dominance of pull
motives in the educational aspirations of high school students. The data are presented in Table 5.

High school students demonstrate mixed attitudes regarding returning to their home country
after completing their studies abroad. Only 36.1% of respondents expressed a clear intention
to return to Kazakhstan. At the same time, 38.9% noted that their decision would depend on
the circumstances, which may indicate a pragmatic approach to building a future educational
and professional plan. Another 16.7% have not thought about this issue, which is typical for the
age group at the early planning stage. Only 8.3% of respondents clearly rule out the possibility
of returning, while the majority demonstrate an orientation towards returning or express a
willingness to decide depending on the circumstances.

Differences in intentions to return to the home country after studying abroad are observed
across types of residence. The highest percentage of respondents planning to return was
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recorded among students from small towns (40.6%) and cities (35.5%). In rural areas, this figure
is lower - 29.1%. The share of high school students not planning to return varies from 2% in
cities to 16.7% in villages, which may reflect more pronounced migration attitudes among rural
high school students. In all groups, the largest number of respondents indicated uncertainty
of intentions, choosing the option "depends on the circumstances”. The largest share of such
answers was recorded among students from cities (43.8%). By gender, boys are more likely to
express an intention to stay abroad (18.8% compared to 4% among girls), which may indicate a
stronger orientation toward professional realization abroad. Girls more often choose the option
“it depends on the circumstances” (42.5% versus 34.4%), reflecting greater uncertainty and
flexibility regarding future migration plans. At the same time, the level of readiness to return to
Kazakhstan remains almost the same for both genders (around 36%), indicating a continued
connection with the home country regardless of gender differences. The data are presented in
Table 6.

The results of the multinomial logistic regression reveal the influence of gender and type
of residence on high school students’ migration intentions, with “intention to return” serving
as the reference category. For the category “intention to stay abroad,” both gender and place
of residence emerge as significant predictors. The coefficient for gender is negative (B = -1.30,
p = 0.002), indicating that the likelihood of girls choosing to stay abroad is approximately 3.7
times lower (Exp(B) = 0.27) than that of boys. This suggests a stronger orientation among
male students toward long-term residence abroad. Similarly, students from large cities show
a significantly lower probability (Exp(B) = 0.30, p = 0.001) of expressing intentions to stay
abroad compared to those from small towns. At the same time, rural students are about twice
as likely (Exp(B) = 2.01, p = 0.045) to express an intention to remain abroad, which may reflect
their pursuit of social and economic opportunities unavailable in their home regions. For the
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category “depends on the circumstances,” none of the predictors show a statistically significant
effect (all p > 0.1), suggesting that uncertainty regarding migration decisions is common among
students regardless of gender or place of residence. For the category “have not thought about
it yet,” a weak trend is observed (p = 0.054): girls are approximately 1.8 times more likely to
choose this response than boys, indicating greater caution and delayed decision-making among
female students. This type of residence does not have a significant effect in this case. The data
are presented in Table 7.

Overall, the analysis confirms that urbanization remains a key factor shaping migration
attitudes: students from urban areas are less inclined to consider long-term residence abroad,
while rural students are more motivated to view studying abroad as a means of social mobility.
Gender differences are reflected in male students’ greater decisiveness and pragmatism and
in female students’ more flexible and delayed migration strategies. The data obtained indicate
differences in the degree of certainty of migration plans, which may be associated with the
peculiarities of the social and educational context in different types of residence.

Conclusion

Thedataobtained duringthe studyallowsustoidentify severalsignificanttrendsinthe motives
of high school students to obtain an education abroad, as well as in their migration attitudes.
Even though educational migration is not the dominant orientation for most respondents, the
share of students interested in studying abroad remains noticeable, especially in urban schools.
The preferences of high school students in choosing a country of study are largely oriented
towards English-speaking and economically developed countries, which emphasizes the role of
both the quality of education and socio-cultural factors in the formation of educational migration
intentions. The results also reveal gender and regional differences. Girls are more interested in
studying abroad, and among students from cities, the level of interest is significantly higher
compared to representatives of small towns and rural areas. This may indicate uneven access
to educational information and differences in the level of symbolic and social capital among
different groups of high school students. There is a significant level of uncertainty regarding the
intentions to return to their home country after completing their studies abroad. A significant
proportion of respondents consider the possibility of returning as one of the possible scenarios,
but their final intentions remain uncertain and may be transformed under the influence of
various social, economic, and personal factors.

Overall, the data demonstrate that the choice of foreign education is mainly determined by a
positive assessment of the opportunities offered by the international educational environment
and a focus on future social and professional advancement.

From a practical perspective, the findings of this study may be useful for educational
authorities in developing career guidance programs and information campaigns aimed at
increasing students’ awareness of opportunities for obtaining education both in Kazakhstan
and abroad. Establishing and expanding joint initiatives between schools and universities
would help students make career and educational decisions more effectively. It is also important
to develop a strategy aimed at encouraging young people who studied abroad to return and
facilitate their professional realization in their home country.

The limitations of this study are related to the relatively small sample size and limited regional
coverage, which do not allow for full generalization of the results to the entire population of
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high school students in Kazakhstan.

Future research could focus on conducting comparative analyses across regions and school
types (urban/rural), as well as on examining the dynamics of migration attitudes at later stages,
among university students and young professionals. Such an approach would provide a deeper
understanding of how educational and migration strategies of young people are formed and
transformed under the conditions of globalization.
